These dry bones into which life has been
breathed may well be compared to the bonce
of the lrish people scatteéred through their
own couotry and through France, Spain,
America and Australia, and in the bed of the
Atlantic ocenn., DBut from these bones hae
sprung up anation of missionaries and fervent
Catholics that have given glory to God
and salvation to0 men. -Ireland iz a
nation that has becn ground ‘down in the
mill - of adversity a8 no other nation
ever was, snd still survived, We desire
to keep' one point in view, viz, the purpose
for which man was_created not to comsider
his earthly enjoyment as the main purpose of
his creation,. but to prepare himself for the
eternal happiness of the next world. .. What-
ever pertaios to thig is always in a supreme
degree best for men. God guides and directs
the destinies of nntions as well as those of the
individual, and when they will not De led
.. through the atraight paths of virtue he sends
them affiictions as he did to his chosen people
of old, a fact which we see récorded in the
01d . Testament. "God ohustizes those whom
he loves, and thus the road to Heaven, sven
for the just, is thickly atrewn with sufferings.
Thé Irish pation, fighting ' for its homes:and
altars, was Yeaten down even unto death like
the poor man going from Jericho to Jernsa-
lem, and thdt it lived on and increased nnder
such difficulties must be attributed to the all-
wise providendé of God direoting -all things
to attsin a blessed end. After the ware 'un~
der Elizabech the heart and soul of .the Irish

nativn were almost broken, and its popnlation

_sides this about a million fled across the At-
lantic, and ship tever, the danghter of starva-
tion, following in the wake, thousands and
thousands of bodies were thrown into the
ocean to be devoured by fishes, and probably
carried the contagion into the deep. Tens of
thousands died upon arriviffy in America and
scattered the zseeds of death among a generous
and hospitable people. Will thoge live again ?
\We answer in the words of the Prophet
Fzekiel, * I prophesied as God, has com-
manded me, and as I 'prophesied there was a
noise, and behold a commotion, and the bones
came together each one to its joint.” And
ke zaid to me prophecy to the Spirit, pro-
phecy, Oh, son of man, aud say to the Spirit,
thus sayeth the Lord God, come Spirit from
the four winds and blow upon these slain and
Jet them live again, and I prophesied as he
commanded me, the Spirit came unto them
and they lived; sond they stood upon their
feet an exceeding great army.

A tide of healthier emigration socn began

to flow to America, and from thatepoch dates
the renewal of religion through the length and
breadth of the land. Archbishops, bishops,
priests and religious orders incressed and
maltiplied, and now those former dry bones
are animated with the spirit of God, and bear
the embiem of the cross and the true know-
ledge of Christ orucified, and his saving doc-
trines and sacraments are preached by most
zenlors missionaries. England and Scotland
nave spiritually profitted by this emigration.
Vast numbera of Catholic Irish took vp their
abode io thege countries, and where Irigh
Catholics are, there muat be priests, churchés,
convents, schools, monasteries, colleges and
academies, and hence Pius IX., of immortal
memeory, was able tore-eatablish the hicrarchy
so that from four Vicar-Apostolics there are
now fourteer bishoprics and one archbishopric
and five auxiliary Lishops and two cardinals.
2upe Leo XIII, has also re-established a hier-
arcny in Scotlend, and where there were
formerly two Vicar-Apostolics there are now
two archbishops aad four bishops. I3ehold
here triumph.again the resuscitated dry bones
of the Irish slain for the fuith.

But to come to Americs, mainly through
the presence of Irish Catholics and faitn-
ful Germans Catholicizy has so incressed thag
it now forms a most besutitul gem in the
crown of the Charch of God, At the com-
mencement ot this century there was one
Bishop in America, now there urn 12 é_lrch-
bishops, 64 Bishops and Bishops Vicars-
Apostolic, and nearly 7,000 pricsts, about
half of whom are Irish or descendants
of Irish ; shout 50,000 nuns snd 6,000
ohurches, 700 of which are dedicated to
St. Patrick, and the famous Niagara Falls is
protected -on both sides by churches dedicated
to his name, There ure aiso 7,000,000 Catho-
lics.- Of the bishops 21 are Irish born and 12
of Irish exteaction, Of the Catholic laymen
3,500,000 are Irishmen or their descendants.
In Canada-in the beginning of this century
there was only one bishop, where now there
are five archbishope, tweaty-six bishops and
bishops vicars-spostolic, and wbout 1,300
priests, and 12,000 nuns, and 2,500,000
Catholics, many of whom are Irish or
descendants of Irishmen." -

Let us now cite some particular examples
of the rapid strideg which religion has made
through the instrumentality of the resusci-
tated Irish from the dry hones of their
ancestors, A most notabls one is thas of
St. Michael’s Church, recently consecrated
in New York. Some thirty years ago one
of thoge naoble, zealous, self-sacrificing, intel-
ligent priests, Father Donnelly by name,
with strong Irish blood in his veins, under-
took to build a church and form a parish in a
place then in the suburbs of New Yotk, A
few poor Irish Jaborers, mecharics, and shop-
people ‘were found scattered here and there.
throughout the district. Landeand rents were
then low. The good and zealous priest bought
lota on which to erect achurch, The finances
of the poor congregation were heavily taxed,
-but "they were equal to the emergency, and
.they contributed their money joyously, know-

She brought with her the true faith of Christ
in her heart, she loved His blessed Mother
and her beads, which she said most devoutly.

The conversion to the true faith of a very
prominent Protestant lady occurred. She
commenced a Sunday School, a good gentle-
man of the village gave land, and & neighbor-
ing priest living 12 miles away uadertook to
buili s little church, He collected means
wherever he conld. A coogregation soon
gathered, for, where a charch was not the
Irish avoided. Now they have a church and
p very fair congregatiun ; and, at present,
have mass every two weeks. The first church
with 1ts beautiful ornaments, the work of the
very talented lady we have already men-
tioned, was burned down ; but a Protestant
church in the village was for sale and the
Catholics bought it. It ia pretty safe from
the torch of the incendiary, for it ie righs in,
the centre of the town. Let ns now consider
the voeations to the religious life. The Celtic
mind is a sublime mind. God alone can satisfy
it. Hence the great number that enter the
sanctuary or become brides of Christ. The
very sight of the sanctusry boys has con-
verted hardened sinners. A gentleman came
to e apparently in profound grief, “Father,”
said be, ‘¢ I am a grievous sinner I must con-
fess before I return home, I cannot bear my-
self since I saw a boy at the altar looking so
heavenly and picus at the Blessed Sacrament
during the Benediction. In comparing his
beautiful soul to my wickedness our Lord
struck me with deep sorrow.”

It has often been said by non Catholics that
t :e reason why so many Iriah have entered
the sanctuary is that there are few openinge
for them in the walks of seculur life, This is
a calumny. So many young men through the
States, of rich and respectable parents, offer
themtelves for the alter that the Bishops can
hardly find places for them. Some young men
of poor parents had so strong a desirc to be-
come priests, that they engaged in commerce
or in other occupations, but as soon as they
saved money enough to pay their way in a
college or seminary, and when the world
offered its byightest hopes they turned their
back upon them and followed the call »f
Carist—* Come wfter me and I shall make
vou fishera of men.” Some have bacome
Liishops and all great missionuries.

How have churches sprung up through
the country? A few Irish laborers will
settle in a place, they ure jcined by

others; then the aopxiety will spring
.up to have u prieat visit them. He
may at first come once in 3 or 4

months., By degrees others will aettle, a little
church is built, and eventually a priest comes
to reside amongst them, though he may have
2 or 3 small stutions to attend to and some-
times say meas at churches 12 or 15 miles
apart. The lubors are superhuman but the
reward infinitely great, That children could
have preserved their faith in such uanfavorable
circumstances, the church and priests’ resi-
dence being sometimes fiftcen, twenty, or thirty
miles away, is almost miraculous, A young
gtudent once came to me on an Kaster Sunday
and said, ** Father, this is the first time I ever
heard mass on an Esster Sunday, and I have
never yet heard mass on Christmas Day. The
ronds are always too hard in winfer and the
church is twenty miles away.” That youug
man afterwards became a good and zealous
priest.

Children have preserved their fuith under
the most trying circumstances. Servants,
boys and girls, scattered about and living in
Protestants’ houses have often brought salva-
tion and prosperity to the house as Joseph
did to Potipbar. Many have to suffer for their
faith. One little girl, nine years of age, was
hired by a lady to mind her child. The little
girl only knew the Our Father and Hail Mary,
and was taught by her mother to love God
and His Blessed Mother and that there was
only one true church. With this scant ednea.
tion she was compelled to earn her bread far
away irom home, and the movher’s care which
she required.. Her mistress wasa very bigoted

- Protestant and did all she could to change the

faith of the child. Father Proulx, in whosge
mission this child was, beard of her suffering,
he visited her and gave her a setof beads asa
memento. The-child treasured the heads in
her bosom as a moast precious gift, Une day
her ! miatress snatched them trom Gfer and
threw. them into the well so that the child
cuuld not get them, .’ The poor child as often

.28 she went to the !l shed tears over her

beads, Hearing of this I sont for her and ob-
tained for her a respectable situation, . What
shall we eay of the faith of the Irish women
and the sacrifices they made to bring up their
children in the faith? It iabeyond all praise,,
Some : brought their children hundreds of
miles to' bé baptized. Ia one case children
were brought by their good father from the
head of Lake Ontario in small boats to
Kingston, - I gave Holy Communion te a

_good woman at -twelve o'clock in the day;

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THE DECREES.

VOICE OF THE AMERICAN BISHOPS
ASSEIMBLED AT BALLIMORE, .

Marrilage and Educstion, Relation of Clergy
to Lally, Plcnfes and Sunday Excurslons
Treated of—An Asylum for Suspended
I*riests—Free 8pace In Churches.

American Catholica have been eagerly
looking forward to the publication of the
decrees of the Third Plenary Council of Bal-
timore. 1llore than a year has elapsed since
the Council held its last session, but the
decreer were only receutly confirmed by the
Holy Father #nd returned to this country.
They appeared, printed ijn Lstin, in Balti
more yesterday, and we publish a summary
of them to-day. The decrees with theappen-
dix extend over 300 pages, and theuminutes
vceupy abont 100 additional pages.

TILE TITLES OF THE DECREES,

. The decrees are contained under eleven
titles. The opeuning decree is on Faith, fol-
loyvgd by decrees on Kcclesiastical Persons,
Divine Warship, the Sacraments, the Educa-
tion of the Clergy, the Instruction of Catholic
Youth, Christian Doctrine, Zeal for Souls,
Church Property, Ecclesiastical Comts and
Ecclesiastical Tribunals, There iu a prefatory
exhorting all to faithfolly ohserve the en-
actments of the Second Plepary Council of
Baltimore, and a final title regarding the pro-
mulgation and publication of these Jdecrees,
Many of the decrees under the first three
titles will be of little or no interest to the
public, as they wffect the inner workings and
organizations of the varioue dioceses, and
refer to the relations existing between the
Bishop and his clergy. Specinl enactmente
are made to meet all possible contingencies,
and these wise and timely regulations will
largely contribute to place the dicceses on a
sure footing,
DIGNITY OF PRIESTHOUD,

. Soms of these regulutions are very ¢ loquent
in their expressions on the dignity of the
Friestly state. The clergy should remember,
it says, thug this sublime dedieation of them-
selves to o couse which excludes thoughts of
worldly advancement snd power, making
thewn advocates and champions of the doc-
trinos of the I’rince of Peace, is thnt which
should save them from even a thought of
wrong-tloing. Sanctity and scienceareto bothe
objectsof theirlabors, and this is toirsurethem
a lasting influence over the flocks entrusted
to their care. Since, however,

in the charge of some religions order, should
be erected for the reception of these priests
who, having been suspended from the ¢xercise
of their functions for serious faults, yet give
hopes of correcting their vicious inclinntions,
that they may have an opportunity of regain-
ing their lost privilegee,
DIVORCE AND MIXED MARRIAGES,

Orne of the most important decrees is that
concerning matrimony ; for the strength and
durability of the Christian Church depends,
n a great measure, upon the Christian family,
and therecan be no Christian family without
_Chrlstmn marriage--that is, marriage entered
into according to the teachings of religion
and hallewed by God's benediction., Since
marriage was rsised in the new law to the
dignity of a sacrament, it belougs solely
to the Church, to whom the sdministration
of the sacrament was entrusted, to pass judg-
ment on the validity, rights and obligations
of marriage. This being the cate, and the
marriage tie being indissoluble, it ia obvious
that there is no power on earth which can
dissolve Christian marrisge, Great, indeed,
is the sin of those Catholics who, infatuated
with modern ideas and opinions, regard ma-
frimony na & matter ot business, and seek by
legal divorce to have the marriags tie Joos.
ened or even to contract a new union, Against
euch as infringe these laws severe penalties
are to be enforcad. No legal divorco han the
elightest power bsfore God to loose the bord
of marriage and make a substquent one valid.
Even adultery, though it may justify ** sep-
aration from bed and board,” cannot loose
the  marriage tie so that either of the
parties may marry again during the life of
the other, nor is the legal separation to be
obtalned without first conferring with the
ecclesiastical authorities, The clergy are
frequently to nraise those who, following the
custtm of the Church, contract marrisge with
the;bleesing of the nuptial mass. Thaugh the
Jhurch sometimes permits the marrisge of a
Catholic with a non-Catholic, she never does
a0 without the de?eat regret, and with the
explicit understanding that the children of
those parties muet be brought up in the
Catholic faith, '
' ON SECRET SOCIKTIES,

Special consideration is devoted to the
action and work of the laity, and their com-
bination in associations for the better realiza
tion of their work; but all must be mindful
of the fact that the laity are members of the
Body of Christ, and that their legitimate
action and work as' Christians must
be ‘in entira uniformity with their
lawful head, Of the evils which affect these
societies the most banefulis that which would
ersuade members to ghun ‘the light, and
-+ their wretch- 4 work in the hidden secrecy
of individual souls.”” All secret asocieties,
therefore, which are secret, as the Church
understonds this term, such ss Masonic
lodges and other similar confruternities, are
not to be joined by C'athnlics. - But nnt only
are such secret socioties to be ehumerni? N
all are requested to co-oparate as tutnesuy uy
posaible in the noble work'of ' those societies
which are ncting in all ‘things - ascording to

The decrees about the collecting of money
for pious purposes will Joubtlees eurprise
most people, fur the devisions are exnlicitly
condemnatory of many methods now in
vogue, The council directs the pastors to
bave in every church & free space, aud
admonishes them from huniliating pecple
in public if they do not exactly keep within
the limits of that spicc. The council
also ordered thot o clergyman shall
ever prosecate w  layman for wmoney
due to the church, even for pew rent,
unless he has asked leave irem the
bishop, Another thing done by the conncil
ig the prohibition ¢f picnics and excursions
by night, on Suaday or on uther jeast dsys or
fasting days. This way of making money for
church purposes will be hercefter forbidden,
and only allowed by the bishop, with neces.
sary pradence and reserve. Lhe sale of
intoxicating liquors will not be allowed in
sny case. Hairs, also, arel not to be held
hereafter without a specisl permit from the
bishop, and not on Sundaye, sand —e intexi-
caticg liguors cau be sold by them. Suppers
and dinners, cocial partics and balls given as
vight, for raising meney, are prolibited.

CHARACTAR OF CHUKCIH MUSIC.

Special attention is to be puid to the music
adopeed in the churches to add svlemauity to
the sacred services. Worldly, irreligious
and sensunl strains are positively to be ex-
cluded from church exercises. Thoee pro.
ductions ulso which mangle the words ol the
sacred lituray and which, by irdetinite repe.
titious, render the hymns and paalms nean-
ingless, are not to be tolerated, but the mneic
must bo of such o stamp as to elevate the
soul and aid ino its «tiorts 1o uuite itselt to
the Creator.
