ABLE SERMON DELIVERED BY PADRE
ACOSTIND.

Objections Refuted.

The Rev, Padre Agostino da Montefeltro,
in the sixteenth sermon of the Lenten course
ot San Carlo, Rame, deslt with the aubject
of devotion tejthe Bleased Virglo. He eaid :
There Ia & word which compriees inefiable
aweotness, At this word all the deepest fibren
of our heart vibrate and tbrill ue witn emo-
tion ; at thia word, the name, the earliset
memorles, obscured by the lapse of time, re-
vive and our eyes fill with tears. It la be-
oange there 1a nothing hers below more ex-
gquisite, more tender, more loving, than the
mother’s heart. Her devetiun exceeds all
other ; when, for example, .her. child is in
danger, the mother forgets heraelf ; do not
speak to her of obatacles and difficulties.
She feels equal to any sacrifice ; you might
s8e her even to wslk upon live coals to save
ber ohild. And her tender inflaence Is mani.
fested in all the great perils of life ; as well
upon the battleficld as on the storm-tossed
ocean, Behold the young eoldier covered
with wounds—the ateersman in face of immi-
nent shipwreck ; the pilgrim who has Jost his
way ; the poor exile in a strange land, What
do they, that wounded youth, that pilot, that
wanderer, that cxtle? If he {a 80 happy as
to have preserved his fate ; if he still believen
in God and the sonl’s immortality, he ories;
My God, my God, have mercy upon me ;
come to help me!" and then' he adde im-
mediately : My mother!” But his mother
canuot hear that ory of angulsh ; she is
far away; perhaps she is dead—his poor
mother !

Well, my frlends, the Christlan knows a
mother who dies not, and alwaye listens to
him, from whatsoever place appeals are made
to her. And she 1z the beat of all mothers ;
& mother glven uns ny Jesus in the moment
He was expiring for us. This mother is
Mary. Then she was at the foot of the
oross heart-broken with griet ; noshe ia in
Heaven, beautiful as the dawn, falrand
graclous as & meadow enamelled with flowers,
brighter than any atar, Har robe shines
more brightly than preclons gems ; heaven
and earth sing her praises in unisen. Bat
her glory and trlumph do not keep her from
thinking of ue ; from harkenlzg to the suf
forer's groans ; from hearing favourably the
prayers whioch rise to bor celestlal throne,
radiant with the light divine of materoal
love. Behold why the veneratlon and love
for Mary are always vivld, ever ardent in
us ; the more so in proportien to the per-
versencss of the wayward, who shower in-
salte upon them, and turn them into ridi-
cule. But since we live in an age when it is
not enough to love, but we must needs also
.defend what we love, allow me this morning
to lay before you briefly the reasca upon
wbich our devotion to Mary repoeer.JjUn-
happlly. even amongst us this worshlp
Is at preaent questioned. There are poor
misguided ones who have jolned together in
saying that devotion to Mary 1is super-
stition and idolatry. And a3 it is in the
name of reason that these enemles of our
Mother present themselves, it ls exactly this
fallaclonus reason I wonld combat; leaving
apart all the sabtlety of philosopby, I only
demand your heart, munh heart—O my God !
for the love of that Blessed one Thou hast
glven to ba our Mother, help me to-day espe-
glally, do Thou give efficacy to my worde, and
13t them penetrate all minds, bearing convio-
tion to the understanding, and persuasicn to
the will! The devotlon, the love of Mary, in
a word, our worship of Mary, rests upon two
truths, which no one with a spark of senas
could deny or doubt, The firat is her digalty
—the Mether of God; the second ia the power
she has in consequence of this dignity, her
digoity as Mother of God. It is a dogma of
faith that the Son of God, In order to redeem
man, became man; that Is, took a human
body aud soul, a perfect humanity. Ha
willed to take It miraculously aad spoilesaly
in tha bosom of a Mother; so that not only
did He become man like ue, but aleo our
brother, There are no words capsable of ex-
pressing the dignity of the manhood elevated
hereby to the hypoatatio unlon with God;
but the dignity of the woman ralsed to the
‘honsar of being the Mother of God,

to concelve, Think of the importance of this
truth, A woman who has carried the Son of
‘God Himself tor nine months In her womb ;
who has fed Him with her milk ; who has
‘heard those Divine lips call her by the aweet
name of Mother; this woman is Mary.
¢ Mary,” says tho Gespel with sublime
elmplloity, *‘ of whom is born Jesus: Chrlst.”
And after this, my frlends, muat not all oppo-
ultion pule at the pame of Mary? -Every:
‘thing that Is' =ald of her Is not enoungh to
make us comprehend - her -perfection. Shall
wo tay she iz full of heavenly grace? Bat
there {s nothing wonderful in that, aince she
‘was oreated.-to be the Mother of God.. Shall
we say she was concelved without stain of
sin ? - But'loglo itself .would make us believe
that, since she_was deptined to give material
life to the Son of God. Shall we say tha$ her
1ife was.a pattern.of every virtue! of every
-verfeotion?; But it.1s idle to argue and dis-
aus the:guestion : wo oanld’ not think other-
wise of her.whoihas carried. Hollnesa Itself In
~her;army; Shall,we say that her throne Is the'
highest next to: God's, . and that. the angela
. praise her as the Quaen of Heaven ! Bubthat
must be s beoause she-is the Mother. of
God.:* Bat mark : not-only s she the Mother
of ‘God;:but'she is Hia. Mother more than
‘other-mothers -are: to .thelr '

owed his haman origin to heralone. It may
be anld that Mary did not give the Divine
belng to Jesus Obrlst ; but even other mothers
give only the body to thelr children. Yen,
Mary is really Mother of God, because
MUother of Jesus, God-man, although she only
gave her Son His human being, becauee the
human being in her and an the body and soul
formed one man, #o the divinity and human-
ity from one Christ ; therefore, Mary is verily
and really Mother of God. How, then, ought
she to be honoured ? Inconteatably as the
Mother of God deservea to be honoured.
Then the accusation is false which s made
agalnat us, by those separated from us, who
accuse us ofidolatry?, Yes,it is without founda-
tlon, because we are acoused of adoring
Mary ; bat we do not adore her, we venerate
her. Adoration ia only for God, veneration
{s a worship of respect and love we render
whover has deserved it, We venerate our
country’s heroes, and those who have been an
bonour to it ; this respect naturally fs reflect-
ed upon their mothers, Now, if good sense
directe ns to venerate our country’s heroes,
shall we not venerate the herolo Founder of a
religion, and Hle mother aleo ¢ 1 the hom-
age which a nation pays its king is extended
to his mother, why shall we not also extend it
to Mary, whom Christ ackaowledged as His
mother, to whom He pald respect, and to
whom Hos was subject ! By venersting Mary
we are not only in the right, we acknowledge
her pretection also. Great 1s the king's
power, hut great again Is the mother’s power,
because she reigne over the beart of her eon,
Mary is certaluly not omnipotent ; it would
bs folly to think it, and blasphemy to affirn
it ; bat she can influence much the heart of
her Divine Soa ; and this is » dictate of rea-
son, if not a dogma of faith, and we may In-
voke her to second our prayere. “‘But why,”
say our ensmies, ‘“‘why pray to Mary ? Is1t
not enongh to invoke Jesus ? Has not Jesus
promised that He will Himself liaten to our
prayers'?" Lst us grantsomething. Yes, it
is enocugh to call wpon Jesus, rigorously
speaking, no other Invocation 18 absolutely
necessrry. Bat because a tbing is not of ab-
solute necsssity we must notconolude thatit is
therefore nselass, or, above all, blameabls.

BAD FAITH OF OUR ANTAGONISTS,

They fabricate unreal dootrines iIn
order to pracure themaelves the pleasure of
dieputing them furiouely. They sre llke St.
Auguotine—before  this conversion—who
eald of himeelf : ¢ I had made a phahtom of
the Charch, and I barked continuslly at thie
phantom.” Tbus, why dispute the necessity
of Mary’s worship if tha Qhurch has only
taught ua its fitness and usefulness ? Let
them combat these if they can, Has pot
Obrlst Himaelf promised torecelve our pray-
era? Has He not told us to pray for each
ocher ? Has not the Holy Spirit commanded
ua to pray one for another, to loveeach other?
Do not Protestanta psay for their conntry and
their families 2 Do not thowe who are above,
in Heaven, pray for ua ? Then it is reason-
able for us to invoke the intercewsion of Mary,
and we conduct ourselves in so dolng acoord-
ing to the epirit of the Saored Soripture.
The depth ot the acousation stands upon the
false Interpretation given to the word ¢ in-
voke,” They esy : *¢ You invoke God and
Mary : and thus you affront God snd place
yourzelves outside the spirlt of the Gospel,’
But we invoke God to uss Hle power ; we {n-
voke Mary to use her interceasion for us with
Christ. We oall npon God to command ; we
oall upon Mary to pray, to entreat for ue.
Where, then, I ask, is our idolatry? Here
Is a oommon example: A Eking hess a
wife, tenderly beloved ; the subjocts who
want a favour, the poor who ask for help,
oan they not turn to the queen to Ilntercede
for them ; and if through her their petitions
are granted, 18 therafore, the king's powe.
slighted, or his goodness doubted in the
least ? This is our care. God alone can give
arace ; but He listens to His mother's prayers,
and for ber msrita grants us what He would
never have granted to our deserts. And
when we have obtalned some grace through
Mary shall we not show her our affsotion and
gratitnde ? Shall we not give her that title
continually given her by the Catholic Church
and call ber health of the eslok, and oonxola-
tion of the sffifcted ? - Must we, thereiore,be-
lieve that in so doing we offend Jesus ? Ob,
how strange it i to bear the assertion; to
hear that by so doing we are without the pals
of the Gospel! But it seems te me, that the
faot 19 just the ocontrary. Let ux open the
Gospel; whet do we find there ? Tuat the
Archangel presenting himeelt to Mary to un.
nounca the myatery of the Ingarnation, says :
¢¢ Hail Mary, foll of grace, the Lord is with
thee,” Well, my brethren, what else are we
dolng, in not following the angels malutation
in invoking Mary?! Instead of whioh, our
eseparated brethren. seem Inolined to imitate
the fallen angel, to whom God #ald : ¢ I will
put enmity between thee and the woman '—I
read again another osse in the Gospel. When
Klizabeth saw Mary coming to visit her she
exolaimed, °*‘Fuoll of the  Holy Spirit:"
¢¢ Whenoe is this o me that the mother of
the Liord shonld come to me? Blessed art
thou among women, and blsssed is tho frait
of thy 'womb,” And we, honouring Mary,
manifesting our affection and gratitude to her
are only following Ellzabsth’s example ;
‘whilst they,onr separate brethren,are like tha
Bethlehemites, who expected the Mesaiah and
repelled Hia Mother, who was bringing them
Jesun, -Agaln, the Gospel says that Mary
answered Elizabeth :

the Churoh ?"  Who tells you that ? Ask the
Catacombs with their traces of invocation and
prayers to Mary ; ank the ancient liturgies ;
everywhere yon will fiad traces of her wor-
ship. The Apostles themselves before parting
composed a symbol, the Creed, which was to
be the distinguished sign of Christ's disciples.
Well, in this profession of faith Mary has her
place—and what a place ! She is there with
the Father, Son, and Holy Splrlt : **I belleve
in God the Father Almighty, Creator ef
Heaven and Earth, and in Jesus Christ—born
of the Virgia Mary.” After the Apostles come
the saints and dootors of the Church.
St. Igoatine of Aontioch celebrates the
miracalons pirth of Chrlat : S:. Justin, that
philosopher who left Plato’s school tor Chrlet’s,
begins the comparison between Eve and
Mary ; St. Ireta:as continues this compari-
son, suying, that Mary has become the reator-
er of mankind, demonstrating that throngh
her the blessed generation hae sucoeeded the
acoursed ; Tertulilan completea the parallel,
saying: *‘ The erime of Eve {n believing the
serpent has been atoned by Mary in believing
the Archangel.” Hail, then, O Mother of
God ; hail, Crewn and Firmament of the
Church—pray for us! You have heard St.
Gregorv, the domer of Lheology ; you have
heard S¢. John, Eurepe, Aeia, Africa, Rome,
Ceonstantinople. Yes, from thoae great dooters
who were honored by pagaoism itself, honor

ed by tho Churoh to this day, down to St

Bernard, from St. Bernard to St. Francis of
Salee—all have blessed and honored Mary.

Nov only the Church, but all natione who
were yreat in the bosom of the Churoh have
honored BMury. Kings, barons, orders of
knighthocd placed tnemiselves under her pro-

tecuion. The noblest children of all the arts,

music, poetry, paintieg, soulpture, huve beui

inspired by hier. When we have coasidered

all these things we can but exclaim with
thoss of old: ¢ Thisis the Lord’s doing, and
itle marvellons in our eyes!” The gift of
His Mother to us was the laat act of Christ's
Testament, the last touoh of His tender-
ness ; because He had given ns all—His tears,

Ble aweat, His Ishors, His sorrows, Hir

grace, Hia bloocu. He had left us Himself ir

the Ssorament of the Euchariet; He had

only H:s Mother left, and He gave har to u.

~—and what & mother ! Ah. my frieudy, dc
you fell all the sweetnese and comfors coniala-
od inthese words ? The Mother of Jesuei:
our mother. And how are we to show our
thankfolness to Jesus for this gift? How
are we to draw from thia gift all the great ad-
vantages intended? My friendr, by reposiog
great truas in Mary, by frequeu: rsvoarse to
her. Lot us repair to Mary in wbhatever
condition we are ; however evil our case, she
will know how to plead it ; however deep our
wounds, she will .know how to heal them ;
however hard cur heart, she knows how to
eoften it, And let ua go to her not once bu

always ; every day, morning snd evening,
and we shall ke enlightened, oonsoled, sud
asved. Way heeitate ? Do  yon doubt her
power ? Butehe Is the mother of God ; she
can obtain ull. things, All that God com-
mands {8 done, all that Mary asks is graunted.

Do you douht her goodnesa ? But wbe is our
mother. Tnen let us repair to her. Mothere,
apply to Mary, and trust her with your
children, Young msidens, trust your modusty
to Mary. Youtbs, commead your ocourage
and virtue to Mary. Ye poor, tell Mary
your wmiseries ; ob, ye unhappy, your sor-
rows—snd you will sll ind consolation ; be.

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MURDERED BY A MADMAN.

Terrible Halluclpation of an Inmate of
Torono's Asylum.

ToroNTO, July 1S —A horrible murder was
committed at the fnsane asylom last night.
The police kept the matter very quiet, but
the fact has leaked out that a mort atreclous
orlme was commisted there. Birker Potter
was aome time ago sent to the asylumana
dangerous lunatic. He was one of numsrous
cranks thatinfested Torounto and thought that
whatever he did was ineplred by the Saviour,
Potter was placsd in a ward between two
other patients.

Daring the night Potter waa seized with
the *‘insplration’ that God desired him to
kiil the men slesping on either side of him, he
himeself being Jeaus Chrlaet, and they repre-
senting the two thieves.

With a plece of hoop iron that he had
secreted In the room and sharpened for some
such deed he attacked the man on his left,
Heotor MoDonald, a harmless luaatic trom
Grey county, who hiad been confined for four-
teen years, Potter Inflioted eeveral fearful
gashea upon his victlm's throat, and killed
him, his throat betug out from ear to ear,

Watchman Olsrke, hearlng the nolss, ran
to the room, whereupon he also was attacked
by Potter, who crled: ¢‘I Intend to kill yon
too.” With that he made a rocond lunge at
Clarke, *¢ Look out for me,” he oried, “*1
am Jusus Christ on the oross and muat kill
two men and then kill myself, ILeay]am
the Christ,. and the two I will kill are the
thieves. This is my Oulvary.” .

Amsistance was summoned and aftera strug-
dle Potter wan averpowered. While ald wan
coming Potter attacked another room mate
named Midge, but before he could destroy
him, guards had seized bim, . Potter,  the
murderer, belongs to Whitby and had been
in the asylum for nine months, Lo

New YoRk, July 22.—A London special to
the Post says that in well-informed circlea the
atory ia current that the Marquis of Salisbury
has written to the Queen urging her to oxtract
from the Princess Louise of Wales a promise
that upon her marriage she will renounce allher
righta to the succession to the throme. In the
avent of the two suns of the Prince of Wales
dying without insue, the children of she Princess
Lonise would be in the direct line of sucoession
to the Crown. This is by no means such a re-
mote contingency as may at firat sight appear,
and the fact that it is quite within the bounds
of posmbility that the Duke of Fife may, in
courae of time, be the father of a monarch,
justified. ite discussion. Buch a denonement,
should it ever be brought about, would be re
xarded wish anything but favor by the more in-
fluential of the ola nobility, who have no idea
of being ruled over by one of Fife's children.
