THE POPE AND SOCIALISM.

And Impo tant Rexcript to the Rirhops of
Germany—United Efiort of 1he Church
te i"reveag Disorder.

Rosg, Apnl 30,—The Pope has redeemed the
promise which he made at the audience extra
ordinary given to a correspondent the wiek be-
frre lasd. Fo then ssid he would at once grap-
ple wish social disorder and African slavery.
Lea XIIL has begun this tremendous tatk by
writing » powerful appeal to the German bish
o3, urgiog them to at once begin a crusade in
defence of socisty and civilization against the
revolutionary spirit of Socinlinm. This inpors-
ant document is addressed o Archbishop
Krem+ntz, of Qolegoe, aud ia made public by
tha Vatican to-night in face of the threatened
universal labour demonstrstion of wo-morrow.
It will be foliowed bv similar Pontifical rescripts
to other nations The P.pe declares that he
does nob 1gnore the vast caprers and difficulties
with which the scoial agitation is surrounded,
bub thab he has derply reflected on its causes
and true remedies. He dec'ares his promises to
give all the aid in his powsr to eolve the grand
question of the time, and succonr the misrrable
tuilers. The Pape aseerts .hat tha Church’s part
ia the work of relieving the situation will be
more imoportant than that of civil governments,
because the Divine force inherent in
relgion will turn men  willingly to
jusy apd hopest ways. The Pope sayas:
* In order thab the action of the Church may
be more eHective, as the times requirs, all of
the means placed iu its hands will be pusd into
oparation, the united forcs 0o-aspiring for one
sole purpoae, to lessen the gravity of the evil.
Above all thisg it is our duty to seek with
patience and amiduity to induce pevple to cor-
ract their habits and to habituats themselves to
conform their pnblic and private life to the
dootrine and example of Christ. It would be
well 1f in the questions which are agitating the
verious classss bhe precepts of justice and
charity are not violated, and that differences
whioh by chance arise might ba settled by the
paternal and authoritative intetvention of
the holy priesta, They should endeavor
to render the inconvenience of their
present life more tolerable to the poor, and the
Oburch should not serve as & fomenter of cupi-
dity or extravagance.” At thia polnt the Pope
pralees the industry and piety of the Geermaue,
who have opened schools and workhouses for
the ednoation of poor childrsn of both sexea in
pacifio neighborhoods aud founded pions con-
gregations, which all tend to hold worlk-people
to good customs. The Pontiff calls upon the
bishops of Germany %o co-operate with the
priests and people in the extension of dhess in-
stitutions, especially in the industrial and ach
oontres. **If things mre dons conformable to
our desires,” sags the Pops, ‘' there will be good
reason 0 congratnlate the bishops of Geermany
for providing: to their travquility and for de-
fendiog oivilization.” ln conclusion the Pope
exborta the German bishops to prepars the
prieats to fight slavery and jpvorancs in Africa.

Iv was decided
tr isaus »nanifesto to the eleators of Oatario,
Thres of the resslutions adopied at tne June
coavention will be included ino iv, deahing with
the questions of cbwich and atate, the French
langusge in Oaotarie, public schools aand the
separata schoul system, The etstemeny will
olio cintain reterences to the abol:ition of
+eparate achools and vhe dual language in Mani-
toba, to the efforts made in behalf of she North-
West Territories on the same eubjects.  The
steps advocated towards the abohtion of separ-
s 8chools in Ontario will be stated, and the
«pining of the Council that protection should
be atfarded so separate school supporters from
ttie pretensions of the Hierarchy will be em-
phasized. The amendments to

THE BEPABATE SCHUOL ACT

will be referred to, but the Council will nob ex-
presa an opinion on the sutficiency of the recent
legislation for attaining the rewult aimed at.
The document will alao contaiu the opinioa that
the same couras of studier (religious teachire
excepted) obtaining in the public schools should
prevail in separate rchools, and that the same
inepector should examiune the schools of both
eyatems, sud that they be under direct depart-
mental control. As to the position of the asso-
ciation in the Provincial electione, it was re-
solved that she association should stasnd aloof
f-om both parties snd hold by their own plat-
firm. The principles of thes association, as ex-
plained in the manifeato, will be submitted as &
rale 6o the party nominees and pledges de-
manded. The local branches will judge as to
the satiafactoriness of the pledges given, and ia
all cases would reserve tha right to run Equal
Rights candidates againet party candidutes
with whose pledges bhey were nut satisfied, or
if in their opiaion it wuuld ba better for the in-
tereats of the Equal Righte movements to run
their own men.

TERRIBLE CONFLAGRATION.

——

The Longue Polnte Asyium Com-
pletely Destroyed.

Many Iamsutes Perish-Between Sixty awd
feventy Theught (o be Lthe Number.

—p—

Sb, Jean de Diew Hospital, commonly called
Longue Pointe Asylum, was utterly destroyed
on Tuesday, May Gth. It was one of the
largast instisutions for the cars of she insane In
America, and at the time the fire broku out it
contained 1,300 inmates.

The task of getting che 1,300 pasienta out of
the haepital was begun as soen as the fire was
discovered—and it was never finished, The
Sisters worked heroically, while the male at-
tendants did all in their power. Bub the acene
beggars description. Smoke filled bhe passages,
blinding the rescuere and rescued, and the
whole was a acene of wild confusion. Lunatics

who bad  hitherto  been regarded as
harmleas now became almnsd  violens,
dancitg around in  fiendish glee ;

others wept and refused t0 move ; some were
carried furcibly out only te at once find their
way back to their ald quarters, But there were
othera whom the moment of dauger made sane
and these rendersd noble assmtance to the
Sisters and attendunts in guiding the unfortun-
ate beipgs out into the upen air, where they
s ond in the drizzliog rain and watched the
hurning bulding rapidly becoming a mass of
flame with the vacaot gape of Junacy. The
paseales were blocked with men and women,
nat only excited as people of svund minds would
be, but mad as well.

From the nuns it was learned that there were

OVER SIXTY NUN& IN THE INSTWTUTION

and about 100 (teriiarcs or filles des ticrs ordre,
and about 1,300 patiente, some 600 of whomn
were men and the balance women. The
Brothers of Bt, Benoit de Joweph tock care of
soms of the patients, others were agcommodated
ia the schoolhonee, some were taken to the
mother house, some to the Deaf and Demb
Institute, snd some to the old mather house io
St. Catherina stress. Mr. Robidoux, M.P P.,
who is aboud t0 be sworn in as Provincial
Secretary, was on the ground almost as scon as
the firemen, and ordered, on behalf ot the Gov
erument, beef, pork. butter, bread, and all
sortas of provisions and weariog spparel for the
sick pecple,

The firemen were simply powerless, They
were willing and they were able, but the facili-
tiea for fighting were wanting, Water was
wanted and the supply was poor. The tank of
the inatitution was pumped dry in about ter
wminutes by vhe Silsby. Tnen s small ditch was
dammed and from ib the Clapp & Jones fur-
pieched two streama for fcur hours. But whut
were two atreams? Simply uoshing with the
start the fire had.

THE LOSS OF LIFE.

It is entirely impossible to eatimate the num
ter of livea loat, and the exact number will not
probsbly be koown for some vime. The eati-
mates are many and varied, ruoming all the way
from twenty-five to two hundred. The first is
probably somewhat vmall and the last greatly
exaggerated. Dr, Bourque places it ab about
sevenbty, and this estimate ia probably very
pearly correct Lt is envirely impaesibls to give
the names in part or in fuil, owing to the in-
mates being so widely scadtered. There is no
doubst but that they are all women, as the men
were all got out, their quartera not being burant
as quickly as the women’s. Many of the
patients were taken home by their frieads, and
there ia no doubt but that a grent maany escaped
in the confueion, so that it will be some days
before a lisb can bs obtsined. Many
apxious enquiries are being made for absent
{rienda.

THR ASYLUM

consisted of a long continnona buildimg, utyerly
unprotected by firewalls of any deacription, and
it is little wonder that whan iv ouse yock Sirs it
blazed up like a bayrick, Rhe buildiug was put
up with apparently the eols purposs of provid-
{og ventilstion for the inmates, and & shaft was
ruo up to each of the towers lor this purpose.
There was no way whatever of disconnecting
these blocke and whep the flames had rop up
the vennilating shafta and seb the towers on fire
there was absoluvely mothing to prevenb their
spreading to the adjoining buildings,

“T¢ was s sickening sight,” said one of the
firemen, ‘“‘when we arrived jpere we eaw men
and women at the top story sticking their arms
and lege out between the iron bars and trying
to escape by tearing the bars out, but ail %0 no
purpose, Then you could see them half-blind
by clouds of umoke, and preaently you would
sae she flames reaching them and they wounld be
slowly frizzled to death without our being able
to render them the least assistance. The
worsbof it was bhat a number of carters and
others who had friends In the institution had
arrived ab this time and were witnesses of the
whole s0ene,” What the feelinga of those were
who saw thelr nesrest and dearest relabives
roasted to death can bs more earily imagined
than desoribed.

THE BUILDINGS AND THE STA¥Y.

The Hospital of Sb. Jean da Disu was
founded in 1873. The Government being de-
sirous of oloaing the S5, Jean d'Iberviile asylom
and of relieviog the Beauport asylum, which
was too crowded, came to an underetanding
with the Sisters of Providence with a view of
eatabliahing sz ssylum for idiots and for the
ineane. 'he contrgot for this purpose was
passed on the d4th of October, 1873. The
ereotion of the edifice wa’ commenced the fol-
lowing year, and on the 16th of July, 1875, this
asylum received its firab patients. It was built
in the centrs of a farm two hundred acres in
pnperficies.

he ont-bonser, barne, atabler, eto., aras
placed at s suitable dlatance from and in resr
of the establishment. Behind thess depen.
dencies awain ia a garden of ffveen acrea.
There are phree other farms belonging to the
Bisters of Providence in the vicioity of the
asylum, one of one hundred and fifuy acres and
the two others of two hundred acres each,
giving for the service of the establishment a
sotal amonnt of Iand of seven hundred and fifty
sores, nesrly all under cultivation. :

The asylum proper oonsisted of fivea maln
buildioga ocounected wiogs. The oentre
building memured inmide 187 x 56 feau apart
from the kitchen, furnaces and lavndey, which
were placed ab the back of the establishment.
Two other balldings mn_;;nd 112x40 feey, and
the remaining two, whicli were placed Ohe st

each end, 118 by 86 feed inside, Each of the
four wings belonging to thess buildings is 31x33
feet. Theae buildings had six storeys ready for
ooccupation. The four wings had five storeys
completed with the same objech. All thsse
buildings were of brick with stane foundaticn
or bagemeat. The rcofs were coversd with
galvanized ison.

According to & etatement furnished to the
Royal commirsion of 1888 the Sisters of Pro-
vidence rpent in founding and organizing this
institution $1,142,232, of whick sum $700,-
000 was for the erection of the buildings.

had the control as well as the gencral directim
of the estabiishmens. In the woumen's hospital,
the supervision was done by a nun asatated by
rwo lay swters or by one lay sister and one
keeper, choa-n by the Swters.

THE S1STRERS.

The Sisterhood of the Providence, who owned
the building, and uoder whove management the
institution bas alwaye been, is thought to be
the largeat of the maay large Canadian religinns
communities, although only established Hifoy
yenrs ugo. Its founder was Madame Gametin,
widow of a wealthy Moutreal merchant, who
endowed she new Sisserhood handsomely.
The mother honse of the Order was
for many years the oconveat gon-
sected with St. James’ Roman Catholic
church on S¢. Dspis street. Lately the head-
quarters uf the order were removed to the large
new convend and asylum on Fullum etrert "L'he
Deaf and Dumb inetitution on 8b. Denia streev
is the other isrga city house of the Providenc:-
nups. Universal eympathy is felt 1 the city
for Siater Therese, the energetic Lady Superior
of the Loogue Pointe asylum. This lady's tamily

She was serirusly ill during the winter
with inllammation of the Jupgs, and

Swter Theresv's two priacipal aesistanss
in the mavagment «f the asylnm weare Sistors
Chnries and Madelsin.  The former is o sister
of Daoctor Gaulet, of Joliette, the Jarter, mater of
Dr. Deejardians, of S, Janvier.  With the ex
ception of the medical department, the Siaters
retsined complete conorol of all the departients
of the asylum, sven the disp-maing of the
necessary medicines being done by trained
slabers,
