HEALTH REGULATIONS ’

All health regulations covering seafood imports to the Greek market are subject to the
regulations outlined in the Presidential Decree 786/78 Regulations. Salmon exports to
Greece must contain no more than 0.7 ppm of mercury. Imported salmon products can
not contain any organochlorides, pesticides or heavy metals in quantities able to damage
general consumer health. In addition, all salmon products imported into Greece must
meet all requirements of decree No.#786/1.11.1978 of the Greek regulations. For all
seafood exports to Greece, the FP1404 certificate is required, and must contain the
following information and statement:

a) method of preservation;

b) starting date of preservation (for other than frozen or canned product)
c) - date of catch; :
d) date of freezing;

e) freezing temperature;

f) maintenance temperature;
