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20. Personnel.
(a) The Commander of the Force shall be appointed by the Secretar
General. The Commander shall be entitled to diplomatic privileg
immunities and facilities in accordance with sections 19 and 27 of t
Convention on the Privileges and Immunities of the United Natio:
The Commander may appoint to his Headquarters staff, officers ma
available by the Participating States and such other officers as m
be recruited in agreement with the Secretary-General. Such officers
his Headquarters staff and such other senior field officers as he m
designate shall be entitled to the privileges and immunities of artil
VI of the Convention on the Privileges and Immunities of the Unit
Nations.
(b) The Commander shall arrange with the Secretary-General for su
international recruitment or detailment of staff from the United N
tions Secretariat or from the specialized agencies to serve with t
Force as may be necessary. Unless otherwise specified in the terms
their contracts such personnel are staff members of the United Natiol
subject to the Staff Regulations thereof and entitled to the privileg
and immunities of United Nations officials under articles V and 5
of the Convention on the Privileges and Immunities of the Unit
Nations.
(c) The Commander may recruit such local personnel as the Force r
quires. The terms and conditions of employment for locally recruit
personnel shall be prescribed by the Commander and shall genera,13
the extent practicable, follow the practice prevailing in the locali
They shall not be subject to or entitled to the benefits of the Staff Reg
lations of the United Nations, but shall be entitled to immunity frc
legal process in respect of words spoken or written and all acts Pe
formed by them in their official capacity as provided in section 18 t
of the Convention on the Privileges and Immunities of the Unit
Nations and shall be exempt from taxes on their salaries and er ol
ments received from the Force and from national service obligatiO
as provided in section 18 (b) and (c) of the said Convention. DisPd
concerning the ternis of employment and conditions of service
locally recruited personnel shall be settled by administrative procedI
to be established by the Commander.

21. Administration. The Commander with his civilian administrative st
shal in accordance with procedures prescribed by him within the limits
Regulation 16, and in consultation with the Secretary-General, arrange for:

(a) the billeting and provision of food for any personnel attached
the Force for whom their own Government has not made provisio"
(b) the establishment, maintenance and operation of service institu
providing amenities for members of the Force and other United
tions personnel as authorized by the Commander;
(c) the transportation of personnel and equipment;
(d) the procurement, storage and issuance of supplies and equiP
required by the Force which are not directly provided by the
ipating Governments;
(e) maintenance and other services required for the operation '
Force;
