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ARTICLE 13

(1) The Council shall appoint a General Secretary on such terms and
tQ perform. such duties as it may determine.

(2) Subject to any general directions of the Council the Bureau shal
appoint such other staff as may be required for the purposes of the Council
on such terms and to perform such duties as it may determine.

ARTICLE 14
(1) Each Contracting Party shail pay the expenses of the delegates, experts

and1 advisers appointed by it, except in so far as the Council may otherwise
determie.

(2) The Council shall approve an annual budget of the proposed expen-
diture of the Council.

(3) In the first and second financial years after this Convention enter$
ixito force in accordance with Article 16 of this Convention the~ Contracting
Parties shail contribute to the expenses of the Couneil such sunis as they
respectively contributed, or undertook to contribute, ini respect of the year
preceding the eçntry into force of this Convention.

(4) In respect of the third. and subsequent financial years the Con'tr;acting
Parties shalh contribute suxns calculated in accordance witb a scliemo to be
prepared by the Council and accepted by ail the Contracting Parties. This
sehemne may be modified by the Council wJ(th the agreement of ail Contracting
Parties.

(5) A Gc>vernmnt acceding to this Convention shall ç,oxntr•bute to the
excpenses of the Council such sunm as miay be agreed between thiat Government
and the Council in respect of each financial year iuntil the s<cheme under
paragraph 4 provides for contributions from that Qovernment.

(6) A dContracting Party which has flot paid its contribution for two
consecutive years shail not enjoy any rights under this Convention until it ha$
fulfilled. its linancial obligations.

AR~TICLE 15

(1) The Council shahl enjoy, in the territorlea of the Contracting Parties,
such legal capacity as may be agreed <between the Couneil and the (3overmn
of the Contracting Paty cornd,
