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On motion of Mr. Danson, seconded by Mr. Chrétien, the
Bill was concurred in at the report stage and, by unani-
mous consent, ordered for a third reading later this day.

And the House having proceeded to the deferred division
on the motion of Mr. Alexander, seconded by Mr. Papros-
ki,—That Bill C-69, An Act to amend the Unemployment
Insurance Act, 1971, be amended by deleting Clause 10.
