If it
does not, then it is up to the Department of
Labour of the province of Nova Scotia, which
I understand can deal with it more than
adequately.

Mr. Howard (Skeena): Inasmuch as there is
some doubt about the jurisdiction and as it
seems to be a grey area, would the minister
look into the matter? Would he also indicate
whether or not he has received any represen-
tations or requests from the government of
Nova Scotia regarding this matter?

Mr. Mackasey: Yes, Mr. Speaker, I will do
that. Because of the fact that my next duty
day is Monday, I will take the liberty of
communicating privately with the hon.
member in the meantime.
