PROPOSED IMPLEMENTATION OF COMMITTEE
RECOMMENDATION CONCERNING WIDOWS' PENSIONS
MOTION UNDER S.0. 43

Mr. Jack Marshall (Humber-St. George’s-St. Barbe): Mr.
Speaker, I wish to move a motion under the provisions of
Standing Order 43 on a matter of urgent and pressing necessi-
ty. During the last session, as a result of the Hermann Report,
a recommendation was made to the Government of Canada to
provide pensions for those widows whose veteran husbands
were in receipt of a war disability pension of less than 48 per
cent and who, under present circumstances, are placed in the
discriminatory position of being denied that deserved assist-
ance. I move, seconded by the hon. member for Portage (Mr.
Masniuk):

That this House orders that the Government of Canada reaffirm the commit-
ment made to veterans by Sir Robert Borden in 1917, and by successive Prime
Ministers since, and implement amendments to the Pension Act to provide
widows of veterans pensions in line with the recommendations of the Standing
Committee on Veterans Affairs.

Mr. Speaker: Such a motion can only be presented to the
House with unanimous consent. Is there unanimous consent?
