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(5) Except with the requisite leave 
or support, the motion cannot be made.

(6) The right to move the adjourn­
ment of the House for the above pur­
poses is subject to the following restric­
tions:

(a) not more than one such motion 
can be made at the same sitting;

(b) not more than one matter can 
be discussed on the same motion;

(c) the motion must not revive dis­
cussion on a matter which has 
been discussed in the same ses­
sion;

(d) the motion must not anticipate 
a matter which has been pre­
viously appointed for considera­
tion by the House, or with 
reference to which a notice of 
motion has been previously given 
and not withdrawn ;

(e) the motion must not raise a 
question of privilege;
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
