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of acknowledgement 1s in some way 40 associate the name of
the Foundation with the use.
It is understocd that it ie not proposesd To associate
the name of the College with the title ol the Physical
Direetor of women. There may be guite sufficient reason for
thig, ..2.8. she will be equally identified with other
aspects of the work of the Department and perhaps a largeg
share of the undergraduate work, including athletics, may a2t
cnce or later fall to another teacher, but it should not be
imposaible %o asgngiate the name of the Foundation with the
urdergradmate work for women as for exsmple, by the use of
s @pecial title or gub-heading wherever that work is referred to.
Presuming that the Royal Vietoria College endowments
will be financing the secommodation and instruction of its
atuderts it will be difficult to unde¥gtand why indebtedness
should not be acknowledged * and why +he name of the endowment
should be suidenly dissocciated from the provision of
physisal eduecation for ite studentz.
1t would hardly Beem to be an gouragement to henefactors
(upor whom a University without state support 1is iependent ) if
it should be noted that the University ter a lapse of a few
years ceased to asknowledge its indebtedness its Foundations.
Many generations of gstudente now gradusa regsidant in
all parts of the Dominions have with gratitude associated the
nare of the Founder and his Foundation with their physical
education and recreaticns, and 1t has been a matter of pride
that this TFoundation set the example in the Dominion of an
association of physieal with the academic edvoation in a
University.

The College hase always looked forward to & day when

a well equipped gymnasium for women would be erseted in close
proximity te¢ its 5 builiding. It is thought that this aim should
be kept in view under the new orcanization of physical educa~
tion for fulfillment at no distant date, the axigting acoommo-—
dation being inadsquate.

Such a3 policy ‘should net exclude the possibility of a
new gymnasium building being a centre for the women students
of the growing professiocnal School of Pnyaical Edueation.
