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court fhall determine fuch fuits and com-
{>laints of a civil nature, according to the

aw of England, as far as the fame can be
applied to fuits and complaints arifing in

the iflands and places aforefaid ; and the

faid court (hall be a court of record, and
fliall be holden by a chief juftice to be ap-

pointed by his Majefty, who (hall have fuU

power and authority to enquire of, hear,

and determine all crimes and mifdemean-
ours, fuits, and complaints, cognizable in

the faid court ; and fuch court ihall havs

fuch clerks and miniderial officers as the

chief juftice fliall think proper to appoint

;

and fuch falary fhall be paid to the faid

chief juftice, as his Majefty, his heirs and
fucceffors, fliall approve and direft, and
fuch falaries be paid to the clerks and mi-

nifterial ofHcers aforefaid, as fliall be ap-

proved by the chief juftice, with the con-

sent of the governor of the ifland of New-
foundland; which feveral falaries fliall re-

ipedively be in lieu of all other profits and
emoluments whatfoever.

2. And be. it further cnafted, That it Thegovemor,
