it bears a strong resemblance to the martin ;
but its hair is much shorter. A musky scent
proceeds from this animal. It is generally

found along small rivers.

The animal is first
mentioned, the skins of which will amount
to the greatest sum: and so on, in order,
to the last the skins of which, will amount
to the smaliest sum.—Beaver, otter, musk-
rat, martin, bear, fox, lynx, fisher, mink,
wolf, buffaloe.
