Ratepayer» of the Village of Unlon- 
vllle will vote next Monday on a 
$10,000 bylaw for the extension of the 
Hydro-Electric system from Agincourt 
to the former village, a distance of 6 
miles, and Judging by the enthusiasm 
manifested at a meeting held in Vic­
toria Hall In Unionville last night the 
scheme is likely to go thru sweeping.

The chief speaker of the evening 
was Frederick T. Stocking, engineer 
In charge of the construction of all 
the local lines between VPhttby and 
Guelph. He went fully into every 
phase of the proposed extension, an­
swering all the questloneXAubmltted.

The village rate at the present time 
is about the lowest In the province in 
the neighborhood of six mill* for local 
purposes, with good sidewalks and 
little future probable outlay for other 
than lighting. It Is proposed to instal 
85 street lights and the six mill rate 
will amply provide for this. Markham 
will ask for the extension of the sys­
tem to that point, two and a half 
miles farther on, and no time will be 
lost in pushing the scheme to a con­
clusion, assuming the ratepayers carry 
the bylaw. The engineer stated last 
night that If nothing unforeseen oc­
curred the line may be completed to 
Unionville by the beginning of tlhe 
year.

TORBAY LODGE MEETS. ALIn Lorraine yesterday the American 
attack succeeded ln flattening out the 
St. Mlhlel salient to a point twelve 
miles northeast of Its former apex at 
St. Mlhlel. By nightfall the Ameri­
cans had established a straight front 
between the Meuse and the Moselle 
Rivers. Their new line yesterday af­
ternoon ran above the following vil­
lages: Herbeville, Thillet, 
ville, St. Benoit, Xammes, Jaulny, 
Thlaucourt and Vievllle. They have 
thrust the enemy back upon the Hin- 
idenburg line, constructed ln the winter 
of 1917 In expectation of a general 
allied offensive last year. In the St. 
Mlhlel salient the enemy had expected 
an attack and had planned a strong 
•resistance, but the American stroke 
was too powerful for him to withstand. 

•Up till noon yesterday the Americans 
had taken 13,300 prisoners. They had 
also reached a point within four miles 
of the outer fortifications of Metz.

The new gas shells and monster guns 
of the allies, however, have relegated 
this sort of fortification to the semi- 
obsolete class. It offers at the pres­
ent time about as much capacity for 
resistance as the old Belgian forts at 
Liege and Antwerp. The enenly, 
however, If given time, would doubt­
less improve and modernize biti de­
fenses so as to offer stouter résist­
ance. His present method of begin­
ning a retreat whenever the allies 
launch an attack would be useless in 
the defense of Metz. Therefore, It 
would not be surprising that, if the 
Americans persisted ln their present 
attack, the enemy would retire from 
Metz to save hie army.
