When seen last
he was noticed to be wearing a blue
serge coat, blue overalls, black but-
toned boots with splashed cement on
them, and a soft fedora hat. He is a
concrete mixer, and he is believed to
have made Welland, Ont., his desti-
nation waen he left the city.

Late last night the police assigned
to the chase we still working on
the case, but they reported no further
develdpments: It is expected that an
inquest will be opened on the mur-
dered man today.

This mekes the second murder in
Toronto in two weeks, while Police-
man Milton is at present recovering
from woungds which he received from
some person unknown last week.
