THE LONG-LOOKED-FOR ADBRESS

Replete With Suggestions for
the Welfare of the City.

R

The ‘Council Chamber Crowded ‘With a
Representative Gathering eof Ladies

and Gentlemen—The First Meeting of

the New Council-Selections of the
Various Chairmen and Committees for
the Current Year—Synopsis of s Large
Namber of Resclutions and Motions to
be Submitted at Coming Meetings—
Full Text of Mayor Fleming's inaugural
Address.

Mayor Fleming, attired in a neat-
fitting morning dress, decorated with a
pretty red bud, unconsciously pinned
on the wrong lapel of his coat,‘con-
sumed just 24 minutes yesterday fore-
noon in delivering his inaugural ad-
dress to the City Council for 1896.

The Council Chamber at the City
Hall was crowded to the doors long
before 11 o’clock, the hour announced
for the inaugural ceremony. More than
2000 invitations had been sent out by
the Mayor-elect and the members of
the council, and it is almost certaln
that had there been accommodation for
them, the entire 2000 would have been
present. As it was, the none-too-large
room was packed with several hundrea
ladies and gentlemen, all anxious to
see the new Mayor and listen to his
views upon municipal reform and oth-
er matters of decided interest to rate-
payers. i :

The chamber was tastefully decorat-
ed with flowers and plants for the oc-
casion and presented a very handsome
appearance. The aldermen were all
resplendent in their best garments, anc
each wore a flower of his choice at his
buttonhole. The ladies as a rule were
richly dressed, and the whole assem-
blage may well be classed as a repre-
sentative one.

hearty burst of applause; to which evi-
dence of his popularity he made a
smiling acknowledgment.

The services were opened by Rev. Dr.

, Milliken, who earnestly prayed for the

siiccess of the new administration, and
was followed by the Mayor, who, with-
ocut further introduction, immediately
ccmmenced the reading of his inau-
gural address. Throughout the entire
time taken up in delivery, Mayor Flem-
ing was accorded the closest attention,
a burst of applause here and there on-
1y serving to delay the conclusion. The
general verdict when the address had
been finished seemed to be that it was
the strongest document of its kind ever
presented by a chief executive in the
annals of Toronto. It was replete with
healthy, sound ideas, and, though sub-
Ject to criticism in some places, was
of a nature calculated to. impress his
avditors with the belief that His Wor-
ship is determined to guard the welfare
of the city wherein he was born, and
Yéave no stone unturned that might
add to its prosperity and progress. The
address in full was as follows:
Mayer Fleming’s Address

Gentlemen,—In eommencing your year's
work as a Council I have thought it de-
sirable to lay before you a few facts and
suggestions for your information and con-
sideration.

Before doing so I desire to express my
deep sense of gratitude to the citizens who
have ugain chosen me to fill this import-
ant and responsible office, and to say that
my sincere thankfulness for this honor and
confidence is no greater than my earnest
desire to serve our city to the full extent
of what ability and energy 1 may be able
to exercise.

Nothing in civie affairs should command
the attentlon more than the finances of the
city. We should all realize by this time
that we ecan have no permanent reduction
from the present high rate of taxation ex-
cept by the reduction of our debt. Be-
cause of certain necessary public works
reduction may be retarded somewhat, but
if we pursue homestly the policy of adding
much less each year by new debts or by
renewals than the maturing debentures
amount to, we will very shortly have the
wuch desired relief from high taxation.

ireasurer's Departinent.

In the meantime, however, it is neces-
sary to bear in mind that the Treasurer’s
Department has, in view of the Increased
debt and the increased annual receipts and
disbursements, grown to be a vastly more
important department than it was a few
years ago. he Council may levy the tax

rate and exercise the economy necessary .

to bring about the desired reduction of
the city debt, but all this will not be
enough unless the sinking fund 18 properly
admiunistered, the taxes properly collected
and the -expenditures made in precise ac-
cordance with the by-laws and appropria-
tions passed by Counell. It is not Intend-
ed by any statement I may make to cast
doubts upon the manner in which these
trusts have been performed in the . past.
I wmerely desire to draw attention to the
fact that in private affairs such important
duties wonld be subject to more independ-
ent investigation in order that those who
own the moneys which pass through the
hands of such a trustee should be assured
that the trust has been faithfully carried
out. I know of no reason why the affalrs
of this great city should be less cautious-
ly administered than those of a private
corporation, or why the people, who are
the owners, should be less well protected
than the shareholders of such a corpera-
tion ; and, to speak plainly, I think the
time bas come when the Treasurer's De-

partment should be subjected to a thorough
and independent audit. If my views meet
with (our approval, I would suggest that
capable and Independemt experts be em-
Lployed to report upon the effectiveness of
the :{ltem under which the work of the
department is carried on, and as to the
manner-in. which the various officers per-
form their duties. .

The sinking fund alone has become an
enormous trust, and the people, as well as
the bondholders, are entitled to know bey-
ond the shadow of a doubt how the fand
{a invested, and If in accordance with the
aw.

The collection of taxes in such a man-
ner as to incur the least loss by interest
on taxes not paid, by cost of collection,
by negligence or default of collectors, Is a
matter of great importance to those who

y their taxes promptly, and we should
gg assured that our ‘system is the best that
can_be devised and is zealously carried out.

The completion of such audit may satis-
fy the public that this department is in a
most satisfactory condition, or it may cone
vince the Council that some action should

taken in reference to it.
The Gas Case.
{ In reference to the suit of J. T. John-
ston against the Consumers’ Gas Company,

1 strongly recommend that the Couneil
sufport Mr. Johnston in every way in car-
rying this suit to the Privy Counell if it
be necessary. The citizens are entitled to
‘have gas supplied at the lowest possible
'rate, and any effort by the Gas Company
ito evade the law and secure high prices
;for gas at the expense of the public
{gshould be opposed by the Council. The
Gas Company have a valuable monopoly,
iand the people should share to some ex-
tent in its advantages ; but the Gas Com-
pany appear to care only for the interests
of the stockholders. Ip this connection let
!me say that if tliere is any doubt on the
part of the Solicitor as to the Council’s
ipowex' to, assist in paying Mr. Johnston’s
costs, I would recommend that Immediate
iappllcntlon be made to the Legislature for
such power. We cannot afford to allow
arnything to stand in the way of the city
fstx;ttmgly supporting Mr. Jobnston in this
suit.

Economy at City RHall.

There are some departments of city ‘gov-
ernment that can be amalgamated with ad-
vantage to the city and with a reduction
of cost to the taxpayers. In this connec-
tion let me say that it is not our dity to
consider how Individuals will be affected
{by a reduction in the number of officials
who are on the civic pay roll. The corpor-
ation should not be looked u

evelt'i new in
e

those who are not giving a return for the
money which is being paid them. We
ishould consider the interests of the indi-
vidual only in so far as his services are of
value to the city. I have no sympathy
with cutting down the salaries of good
men; on the other hand, I strongly believe
that the best way to conduct municipal
business 18 to have the best officers the
city can secure, pay them good salaries so
as to cause them to appreciate their posj-
,tions, ‘and keep only those whose services
are necessary.
The Men With a Pull.

One of the greatest drawbacks to good
municipal government is fhe interference
;and lobbying of friends on behalf of out-

side ecorporations and municipal employes

whose pesitions are in danger. ncom-
‘petent officers have been kept in the em-
!R-lgy of the city for years simpkv by the
¢ luence upon.Aldermen of outside people.
_.This, to. my .mind, is an outrage, and no

good citizen should interfere with an Al-

derman to prevent his doing the duty
_which he s sworn to perform. As soon as

an Alderman or Mayor is sworn in, his
duty to the city should be exactly the
seme as.the duty of a eonscientious law-
yer to his client, and any interference on
the part of outsiders to Influence an Alder-
.man’s judgment or acts should be resent-
-ed with indignation.
] Let me say, further, in reference to the

ublie works, that, while I do not belleve
t to _be the duty of the corporation to
frovide employment for every person, still

do believe that all necessary public works
should be carried on at a time like this,
when &;lvate enterprises are at a stand-
still. ork can be done cheaper now than
after a few years, and the city will be
helped by.the city’s doing now those things
that are really in the Interests of the city
to have done.

Streets for Speeding.

I desire to call your attention to the ne-
cessity of allowing certain streets in the
city to be used for fast driving, and in
this connection I would suggest that legis-
lation be applied for to enable the Council
to permit of this. There are several
streets which could be thus used with ad-
vantage by persons owning horses’ and
without detriment to the public. It would
also encourage the keeping of good horses.

The First Offence Rule.

You will remember that some years ago
the Council uptplled to the Legislature for
power to confer on inspectors of police
divisions authority to dismiss persons who
were arrested for drunkenness the first
time. This law has been most beneficial
to a large number of people, as thou-
sands have been thus discharged since it
was brought Into force. The benefits to
these individuals can scarcely be imagin-
ed. TUnder the old law, a man arrested
for a first offence was kept in the station
all night, if he was not fortunate enough
to have some friend to bail him out, and
taken before the Police Magistrate in the
morning to be fined or discharged. In
either case his appearance In the dock was
a disgrace to -him, secured for him the
contempt of a section of the public, and
perhaps cost him his situation. Under the
oEerntlon of the new law this has all been
changed, and now men arrested for a first
offence are allowed to stay in the station
until sober ; they are then sent home to
thelr families, their detention in the sta-
tion few knowing anything about. I would

applying for a further extension of this
law so that inspectors could use their dis-
'(-retion for other than the first offence In
cases where the unfortunate was not an
habitual drunkard. Then I would also sug-
'gest that legislation be obtained to allow
i inspectors of divisions to sign bail bonds
for minor offences. At the present time
| friends of arrested persons are put to great
inconvenience In searching for a J.P. Al-
, though, in most cases, the bail bonds are
. consented to by the inspeectors, the securi-
i tles must be satisfactory to the inspectors,
the bonds are filled in by the inspectors,
and everything done by them except sim-
ply the performing.of the technical act of
signing the names. I would suggest that
legislation be sought enabling the Council
to give them this power. I am sure it
would be decidedly advantageous to the
publie.

The New Court House.

The Court House should be pushed along
at a much more rapid rate. It is several
years now since this work was commenced,
and there is no reason why a large number
of men should not be employed upon it
at the present time. I understand that a
large part of the building is ready for the
roof, and, while hundreds of men are
. walking around idle, employment on the
:work should be given them without fur-
ther delay. If the Council have any con-
trol over the architect In this respect, I
would suggest that he be instructed to
proceed at once. The city has hundreds
of thousands of dollars lying in this pro-
perty for which we are not receiving any
benefit, nor will we until the building is
completed. ‘

Must Keep Faith.

It is stated in the press that an amal-
gamation of the electrie light companies
is about to take place. As this is likely to
be against the interests of the citizens, I
i would suggest that the law be put into
force to prevent it, as I understand it is
a clear violation of the agreement bhetween
the city of Toronto and the several com-
panies. I think the time has come when
the corporation of the city of Toronto
should definitely and emphatically inform
corporations doing business with and hav-
ing agreements with the eity that they
must live up to their agreements with the
city, that they must live up to their ag-
reements In every particular, and no vio-
lation of these agreements will be allowed
upon any_ consideration,
| 1 would also call your attention to the
'overerowding of street cars at certain

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ATTITUDE OF THE STATES,

‘ENGLISH PEOPLE WILL NOT STAND
MUCH MORE FLOUTING.

A Warning From The London Globe—No
Outsider Knows Where the Flying
Squadron 1 Geing—Daily News Points
Out Some Incongrulties—What the
Scnate Proposal Means.

London, Jan. 20.—The Globe this af-
ternoon, during the course of an article
ccndemning the attitude of the United
States Senate Committee on Foreign
Affairs, says:

“The English people will not stand
much more flouting from anybody, and
these gentlemen, whom we credit with
no more exalted sentiment than the
wish ‘to stand well with their Irish
constituents, may easily find them-
sélves face to face with a situation
that could only be called appalling.”

The Flying squadron.

The London newspapers to-morrow
mcrning will print the following com-
n:unication, which has been issued to
tbem by the Foreign Office:

“With reference to a report from
Washington of aileged . telegraphic
ccirespondence between United States
Secretary of State Olney and Lord
Salisbury, respecting the movements
of the British fleet, we are officially In-
formed that no communication has
passed between Her Majesty’s Gov-
ernment and the Government of the
Urited States upon any naval ques-
tion.”

Paylng the Penalty for Narrowness.

The Daily News will to-morow say :
The smaller American powers, whe-
ther they become free or mot, by the
amended Monroe doctrine,will unques-
tionably become the slaves of the
United States. If the theory of their
dependance be pushed too far, their
protector may find it has more than
it bargained for. If the Foreign Rela-
tions committee is right, Mr. Cleveland
is certainly wrong. He expressly in-
vited Great Britain to setitle her dis-
pute directly with Venezuela, but it
now appears that whatever arrange-
ment is made it must be submitted
to the United States as a sort of su-
zerain. The American people are pay-
ing the penalty now for their narrow-
ness of interest in foreign affairs. They
have at last found something to oc-
cupy them, but their one idea is rap-
idly becoming a superstition. It only
remains to apply the Monroe doctrine
to the importation of tin plates and
there will be no extravagance left.
Alas for the common sense that Mr.
Gladstone reminded@ us would so
easily settle the dispute.

What the PFreposal is.

‘Washington, Jan. 20.—The Monroe
resolution, as reported to the Senate
this morning by Mr. Davis, is along
the lines of previous despatches giving
the purport of the resolution. It an-
nounces that any attempt to secure
new or additional territory on this con~
tinent, or any of the islands adjacent
thereto, either through force, cession,
occupation, purchase, colonization, or
otherwise, will be looked upon as an
infringement of the doctrine, and that
that doctrine will be asserted and
maintained by the United States. It
also places the,control of any canal
that may be constructed connecting
the Atlantic and PacificsOceans within
the protection of the doctrine,

Ottawa, Jan. 20.—At a meeting of the
Cabinet to-day a despatch from the
Cclonial Office referring to the Behring
Sea question was under consideration.
The draft convention for determing the
amount of damages to which the seiz-
el Canadian vessels are entitled under
the Paris award has been approved
by Great Britain, Canada. having givem
her assent to it some time ago. The.
assessors will consist of one represen-
tative from each country, that is
Great Britain and the United Statesy
and it is likely that the British repre-
sentative will be a judge of the Supreme -
Court of British Columbia, either
Judge Drake or Judge Walkem. = The
appointment, however, has not yet
bcen made. Failing the two assessors
coming to an agreement upon the
amount to be paid by the TUnited
States to Canadian vessel owners, the
treaty provides for the appointment
of an umpire, and the United! States
Government has suggested that the
President of the Swiss Republic be in=
vited to nominate this gentleman. The
Dcminion Government to-day, by order
in council, formally assented to the
suggestion. i

month's leave of absence f the
20th of December, 1895, for the pur=
pocse., He resides at the Capital for
the above named period, as a matter
of course, with the consent of the
Government, but it was not considered
necessary to appoint an administrator
during his absence. Mr. Perley said he
intended bringing the matter up again
in the form of a motion at a later
date.
