I believe that I know the
conditions in this country as well as
any other person in public life to-day,
and I believe in protecting our in-
dustries if we are to prosper and suc-
ceed. The Americans have a much
Jarger population than. we have, and
are consequently possessed of greater
strength and can do much more. Yet
they have a tariff of sixty per cent.,
while our tariff does not exceed
twenty-two per cent. on the whole.
They have built up stupendous indus-
tries; they have an agglomeration of
riches. We are little boys and they
are the giants. The boys when they
come into competition with the giant
should have, I will not say protection,
put self-defence based on common
sense.

Good Canadian Wall.

Greatest Wealth Producers,
Thomas Henderson of Rockton was

in unity with the purpose of the reso-!
lution. Farmers were at a disadvant-
age because they were so isolated one
from the other and unable to get to-
gether to discuss their affairs. Farm-
ers produced the country’s greatest
wealth, and legislation which wogld
give the greatest good to the greatest
number was common sense. He favor-
ed a simple but thoro organization con-
fined strictly to agriculturists.

A number of others talked in the
same strain. George Wrigley of Po-
ronto thought the resolution was good
enough to begin with, but declared that
the association should become recogniz-
ed as a purely political factor if it ex-
pected to reap its full reward. The ii-
terests of the farmers and urban Jesi-
dents had much in common, and they
should work together, he said.

W. H. McLeod of Vanneck, Ont,
pointed out that thé'farmers’ organiza-
tion in the States had compelled Con-
gress to do its bidding as regards an
oleomargarine bill, tho it was free from
politics.
