DECLARES MANAGER BERT ANDERSON

Tells His Story of the Transactions Leading up to the Disaster—Atiributes All|

Losses to Palmerston Branch—Little Left for Depositors—
Says Trouble is Not Due to Stock Dealings.

wpverything s iost; nothing is Jeft,” Is
the startling announcement C. Bert Ander-
son, Mmanager of the Oakville bank, makes
for the information of the hundreds 9( de-
positors.

Ciearly the bank of Anderson & Son,
which closetl its doors last week, 's in a
desperate condition. No hope is held out
to those having an interest in the re-
sgources. The statement is siguificant,
sinece it emanates from the only wan who
kpows anything of the details of the bus'-
pess. It was made deliberately and after
mature reflection by Mr. Anderson. Who:n
his attention was called to the fact that
his father had said Friday night that the
depesitors would perhaps realize from 75
to 100 per cent. on their accounts, Bert
observed dejectedly: ‘‘“Well,
nothing about the

The only ray of hope for the depositors
{s contained in an after thought of the
discouraged man, “But all I want is my
pealth and I will pay back every dollar

ipvelved.”

A World representative went to Palmer-
ston to interview Manager Andersia on the
gerdition of the wrecked bank. Calling
wpon C. K. Scott, his brother-in-law  and
formerly partner with Cyrus Anderson in
foe Bank of Anderson and Scott of that
place, the informmation was elicitesl that
Mr. Anderson was at the Scott home ill,
where he had been since t’grce days before
the Oakville bank was forced to suspend.
Mr. Scott said that in response to repeated
telegrams from the depositors nhe would
return to Oakvilie Monday evening.

Anderson Much Depressed.

Just as the afternoon express was leav-
ing Palmerston Bert Andenson arrived. He
was clearly much depressed. He carried
a small grip and the weight seemad a bur-
den. Sinking weanrnily into a seat e gazed
in an abstracted way out on the dreary
londscape. All the cheery manner and
genlal air that has distinguished Bert An-
derson in the past was gone. Evidently
the rough financial experfence of the past
few days has begn taken very seriously by
the former bank manager. When ne said
he was sick it required no stretch of the
imagination to believe it.

He did not seem surprised when ap-
proached by The World representative. At
first he appeared positively indifferent—the
indifference born of despair. Mr. And:rson
was nrged to tell the story of the trouble
and supply any information in his posses-
sion for the bencfit of the many depositors
who were anxiously awaiting his explana-

tion.

After some hesitation he remarked: “I
pave done my best. It conld not be avert-
ed. AN is lost; everything is gone,’” and
,tears filled his eves. After a ghort interval
he told the full story of the bank’s ruin,
fhe causes which led up to the disaster.
the amount of money due depositors and
the disposition of the bank’s resources.

Where_ the Money Went.

“Here is where the ifoney weat,” jerk-
Ing his head towards Pajmerston, th lights
of which village still flickered in the dis
tance. ‘I have known that our bank uat
Qakville was in desperate lines for some
fime, in fact nearly a year, but I had
every confidence in our ability to seather

health, and T will see
| paid back out of this miserable affair,

the storm. As a last resort I had a friend
in Torontc—a man whom I had helped off
the rocks more than once—wlio often assur-
ed me that I could have $50,000 any time
I wanted it. I went to him as a last re-
scrt, distiking even to ask a return of fa-
vors. He was sorry, but he really could
not heip me! some other time perhaps he
might. This was all the consolation I re-
ceived and it was the last straw.
Defends Bank of Hamilton.
“First, I want to disabuse the ‘public
mind of the idea that the Bank of Hamil-
ton squeezed us. This was not the case.
We had pwed them some $28,000 for about
a yeary and they became alarmed. They

have ample security, however, in notes of
the farmers around Oakville, which we as-

signed to them. This debt represents
money the bank of Anderson & Son bor-
rowed to pay to the depositors of the bank
of Anderson & Scott when it concluded to
retire.

“That bank was the cause of the ruin of
the Oakville institution. My father estab-
lished it some 14 years ago. He put $25,000
cash into it, It was a disastrous experi-
mwent front the start. It lost money for us
all the time, for some reason I cannot
clearly understand. The first real bad ven-
ture came several years ago, when my
father shipped large quantities of hay to
England. He lost large sums on this un-
dertaking. Then the investments turned
out bad. Our secur'ties from that source
are worthless—mostly second real estate
mortgages. One of the assets of the Oak-
ville bank is $40,000 owed by the Palmers-
ton Bank.

“It is absolutely false that I gambled on
the market with bank funds. I was on

the market some, but my operations never |

impaired to any extent the resources of
the bank. The books will show the truth
of this statement. I made money on the
market and then lost it. That is the ex-
tent of the dealings I had. I owe it to
myself, as well as the depositors, to make
this phase of the statemment emphatic.

“Things kept going from bad to worse.
and about a month ago, when Andrews &
Howarth failed. I realized that we were on
the rocks. 1 did my best to save some-
thing,. How well I succeeded you may
judge when I tell you 1 have not five dol-
lars between me and starvation. I should
say that only about $8000 was withdrawn
from our bauk as a result of the Andrews
& Howarth failure. The depositors did
stand by us nobly.

Out to Raise Cash,

“I left Oakville hurriedly last Monday
and went te Toronto to meet General Man-
ager Turner of the Bank of Hamilton, to
talk over the situation. He did nqt tell me
then that he would refuse to hidndle our
drafts on Wednesday, but I realized that
wnless 1 could raise some cash to reduce our
account with the bank such action
would be inevitable. 1 went to some
friends and secured several thousand,which
I expressed Monday afternoon to the bank.
I also went to a personal friend. who I
had every reason to expect would help me,
but he failed. Then I went to Palmerston,
determined to try and have the City Coun-
cil take over the electric light plant, which
we built at a cost of $20,000. - My exertions
came to nothing. They would not take it
even at $5000. I had failed completely,
and was then taken {ll, and have since been
confined to my bed. I am returning to
Oakville in response to many felegrams
of sympathy from the depositors.

“I have been informed that many of the
depositors desire to see me and wmy brother
placed im charge to wind wup the bank's
affairs. If my strength holds out I wil be
glad to do this. In fact, all I want is my
that every dollar is

“Now, as to the exten
they have been much exaggerated. Satur-

day, a week ago, was the last time I looked
at the books. The deposits did not exceed
$113,000 at that time. I recall distinctly
th‘u‘t the figures were close around $100,000.
It is unlikely that they were increased to
any considerable extent during the next
three days. The largest deposit was $10,000.
I'd(m t care to say who has that interest.
We had something like 1600 depositors, but
tllg number would fluctuate considerably.

‘Our securities do not consist ot mort-
goges, but almost wholly of notes of the
farmers around Oakville. These notes are
geod as gold. It is from this source that
the securities to the Bank of Hamiltos)
came, The books will show every transa~-
tion made with perfect regularity, All the
securities not hypothecated wiil be found
intact in the bank vaults, but what they
vill amount to I cannot say. Perhaps 1
have taken a more dreary view of the
case than the facts warrant, but I want to
give the exact situation as I see it. The
charges against the Palmerston bdanik are
a complete loss, This accounts for $40.000
of the deposits. The $28,000 in securities
which the Bank of Hamilton has accounts
for that amount of the deposits, since the
money., deposited was loaned on these
notes. Thus $70,000 out of the $113,000 of
deposits are wiped out. I am informed
that there s to be another chartered bank
ererted in Oakville at once.

Statement for Depositors,

“I will make a statement to the deposi-
tors to-morrow and then do the pest we
can. The assignee’'s report ought to te
ready this week.”

Mr. Anderson seemed much ‘exhausted by
his long talk, but he was apparently sin.
cere in what he sald and his frankness was
that of a man who had dothing to conceal.
It was pointed out to him that according
to his figures there must be at least $45,-
000 of the bank's securities represented by
the deposits unimpaired and he said that
might be so and df it were of course the
deposfitors would receive something on
account at once, but he was not clear on
several points and admitted that he was
much confused. o

Depositors who gathered at a meeting
in the office of Charles Bradbury . last
Thursday evening, figured up $245,000 in
deposits. If this is correct Mr. Anderson’s
figures cannot be right on that score.

There was a furtl discussion along this
Hne. Mr. Anderson was informed that one
depositor asserted that he had $28,000 in
the bank, another $1700 and still another
$5000. He said that the $28 000 deposit
was in fact but $10,000, while the $5000
figure should really be $1200, and the
$1700 was in fact less than $300. Th's
is an Instance of the discrepancy in the
figures of the two parties at interest.

During the entire interview Mr. Ander-
son’s manner was that of a man thoioly
discouraged, vet intensely mindfui of the
interests of those who had intrusted their
money to him and his father.

As an evidence of the completeness of
the wreck of the Palmerston inst'tution a
suit is now pending against Scott for of-
fice rent during the present year. Yet An-
derson & Son paid every dollar owed the
depositors of the Palmerston bank, even
tho the cash for this pnrpose was with-
drawn from the cash deposits' of the Oak-
ville bank. Thus the Palmerston people
were paid in full at the expense of the
‘ Oakville depositors.

The court said that the furnishing
of $2500 to Azarie Brault by the
candidate for the expenses of the elec-
tion, the use of a portion of that money
for corrupt practices, involved the
penalty of disqualification for a period

of seven years, provided by the law, |
election |

for those found guilty of

frauds.

“Defendant, in placing a large sum

of money in Brault's hands, made
him the medium thru which he could
illegally spend a large sum of money
in promoting his election, and hLe
thinks it sufficient to say that he gave
this money tog,pay writers and other
expenses of th committees. But he
was guilty of an indictable offence in
so doing, and since he has failed to
show us, as he might have dcne, nad
he preserved the vouchers, how the
money was used, he cannot complain,
seswy the corruption that prevailed,
if the court presumes everything
against him. I think the inference we
should draw is that the money was
paid to Brault with the intention that
it should be used in the manner it
was used, and that the defendant must
stand responsible for the use Brault
made of it. As has been said, wilful
and intentional ignorance is the same
as actual knowledge. As the money was
used for corrupt practices, as, for
instance, in the payment of person-
ators, defendant must be held guilty
of corrupt practices, and we consider
it. therefore, our duty to annul the
election and report accordingly.”

Fhe learned judge then added that:
“Whoever closes his eves not to see
the evil committed in his name is as
guilty as the one who does the deed,”’
and he concluded that the ‘Hefendant
Brunet, having known that the money
given by him served for i
corrupt practices, and having
way objected to such use, he
be himself declared guilty of y
corrupt practices, and his election must
be annulled with costs. As regards the
penalty incurred the court had not 1o
I"-rrml}n'v on the matter, such
penalty being provided by the law.

Dresden, ' Saxony, Dec. 22.—The
Crown Princess of Saxony fled from
fier home during the night of Dec. 11-
12. The Dresdener Journal to-day

says :

“The Princess, in a state of in-
tense mental excitement, suddenly
deserted her family at Salzburg
and went abroad. The Saxon
court functions for the winter, in-
cluding the New eYar's reception.
have been cancelled.”

Known for Days.

The foregoing paragraph in to-day’s
official journal, which was inserted by
order of the King and Crown Prince,
has turned into truth  what, for sev-
eral days past, has been regarded as
an incredible tale. The Crown Prin-
cess, surrounded by her ladies in wait-
ing and numerous attendants and ser-
vants of the Toyal thousehold, has
vanished so utterly that the nolice of
every kingdom of Europé have for
ten days been unable to trace Ler.
‘The official announcement was made
in order to obtain the aid of the general
public. in finding the Princess, and
because the court fiction that she pre-
ferred to remain in retirement ut Salz-
burg rather than to return to her hus-
band and children at Dresden, canrot
be maintained.

Princess Stayed on.

the Princess went to the castle of
Emperor Francis Joseph, near Salz-
burg, a month ago. A week after their
arrival the Prince broke his leg while
hunting and was hrought back {o
Dresden. The Princess, however, still
remained at the Castlee Why she did
g0 the people of the court did not know,
except that the Princess, with gloomy
tenacity, usually does what she wants.
For a little while this explanation suf-
ficed; then fragments of gossip began
to reach Dresden. It was said that
the Princess had surrendered herself
to periods of nervous exciter.ent, and
that her eccentricites of deportment
caused much concern to her suite and
to some of her Austrian kinsfolk, who
were staying in the castle with her.
It is now believed that she was under
surveillance.

Thruout the Kingdom.

At dawn the police of Salzburg were
informed of the disappearance, and in-
' quiries were made thruout the whole
countryside, but with no tangible re-
sult. The inquiry, by the end of the
day, had extended to all parts of the
kingdom of Saxony, and on authority
from Dresden on the end of the second
day, to all of Eurcpe. The theory of
suicide was suggested, and a fruitloss
search for the Princess has been made.
All the ponds and other pieces of water

in the vicinity of the castle have been

dragged without result.

The disappearance of the Princess
will doubtless cause the circulation of
many stories. It ig already related that
she eloped, but ihquiries made here
have brought out nothing to substanti-
ate or support this supposition.

HRUMORED DOMESTIC DISCORD.

Dresden, Dec. 22.—The flight of the
Crown Princess of Saxony has caused
great excitement here. It is reported
that the Archduke Ferdinand, accom-
panied. by one ol the Court Chamber-
lains, went to Geneva, whither it was
supposed the Princess has fled, but
failed to find any trace of her. The
Princess’ brother, the Archduke l.eco-
4old Ferdinand, is said to be with her,
but nothing can be ascertained as to
her whereabouts.

CAN'T INSURE A MURDERER.

L.S, Supreme Court Declares
Would Be Against Pablic Policy,

it

Washington, Dec. 22.—The 4uestion
of ‘the effect of murder upon a life
insurance policy when ‘issued upon the
life of the murderer, was lo~-day
passed upon by the United States Su-~
preme Court. The court affirmed the
decision of the Court of Appeals, Lold~-
ing .the policy invalid on the ground
| that to sanction payment under the
circumstances, would be contrary to
public policy.
