The Matin 
thinks that either the United Stats* 
or Germany must yield and that It 
will not be the United States.

“If President Wilson should obtain 
Germany’s capitulation," says The Petit 
Parisien, “it will be a great diplomatic 
victory, and if he breaks off relations' 
with Germany it will be an eloquent 
lessor! in morality to the world."

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WAR SUMMARY By s Staff Reporter.
OTTAWA, Ont., Feb. 6.—"There is 

an ‘erroneous impression' ln the 
country," said General Hughes to­
day, “that there Is some German offi­
cer around Ottawa doing intelligence 
work. That German officer Is at the 
front in the trenches. He is one of 
the hundreds of Germans loyally 
fighting with Canada under the 
British flag."

The minister of militia was refer­
ring to the complaints voiced by 
newspapers that Capt. Kahn, his 
chief intelligence officer, was a 
German with two brothers fighting 
ln the German1 army; that he was the 
son of a German officer and that his 
mother was the daughter of an Aus­
trian general.

"It is remarkably strange," con­
tinued General Hughels, “that they 
do not state that 35 Germans have 
fallen In the service, fighting the 
battles of the empire with the Cana­
dian forces. It would be better If 
those who are endeavoring to make 
a race war out of It would follow 
their example- This Is not a race 
war, but a war off liberty.

Rebuke to Smokers.
“There is an agitation all over the 

country regarding military protec­
tion for civic works, such as water­
works. This is a purely municipal 
matter in which the militia deport­
ment has no concern- If the people 
would throw fewer clgarets or cigar 
butts around there would be fewer 
fires.

little difficulty in forcing them to re-embark. But having gained two 
months’ grace, the allies have had sufficient time to land adequate 
reinforcement and to draw a strong fortified line, furnished with a 
powerful artillery, from the valley of the Vardar, east and south, to 
an unnamed point on the Aegean Sea. Saloniki will be valuable to 
the allies, not only as a gate of entry into the Balkans, but as a base 
from which forces can be sent to the coast of Syria to raid, the rail­
way connecting Constantinople with the Egyptian frontier, and take 
the enemy in the rear, if the Germans and Turks undertake their cam­
paign against the Suez Canal. It is only about four days’ sail from 
the coast of Syria. It is, therefore, on the cards that the allies will 
make a stubborn defence of their vantage point.

S° rapid and efficient has been the Russian pursuit of the Turks in 
the Caucasus region, south of Erzerum, that the enemy has been unable to 
reform and begin any sort of offensive for the purpose of gaining time to 
save his equipment, and to spare his men. The pursuit has been conducted 
in the midst of a heavy snowstorm, which has covered the surface of the 
mountains with several feet of snow. Heavy losses in men and material- 
have been suffered by the Turks wherever they have halted to make 
stand. The Russians are evidently making for the head waters of th 
Tigris River, so as to be in apposition to strike at Mosul arid at Aleppo.

Of the news from Mesopotamia, the chief feature is thàt. owing to 
heavy rains and hurricanes, the advance of the Kut relief army has been 
held up, and that refuge has been taken in trenches to protect the men 
from the weather and the Turkish sniper. The country being flat troons 
are exposed to a deadly Are at 2000 yards. It has been one of the most 
trying campaigns ever experienced by an Anglo-Indian force, owing to the 
unprecedented climatic cogitions, which resemble those encountered in 
France by the allies last winter, only in a much exaggerated form 

******
The reported partial destruction of the celebrated Skoda Armament 

works in Bohemia, as announced by a Roumanian newspaper is if true a 
serious blow to the central powers, for it was the Skoda guns’ and not the 
Krupp guns, that enabled the Germans and Austrians to make advances 
in Poland and in the Balkans. The Skoda works specialize in the heavy 
artillery that has been so useful in trench warfare, and the blowing up of 
this plant by disaffected Slavs or Austrian workmen would greatly hamper 
the enemy in the prosecution of his spring campaign. Germans have 
fomented plots to destroy munition shops in Russia and the United States 
and it would only be natural justice for the tables to be turned on them in 
their own country. It is believed that a considerable number of German 
and Austrian munition factories have lately been destroyed by explosions 
Roumania would obtain the news of disaster to the Skoda plant thru the 
reports of disaffected Transylvanians, who would keep closely in touch 
with Bucharest.

******
The operations of the week end in France were marked by the turning 

of the enemy’s instrument of destruction against him on the Navarin Pla­
teau in Champagne, when French shells exploded a number of reservoirs for 
poisonous gas, causing the substance to escape, and to be blown by the 
high wind right over the German trenches, thus demonstrating again the 
double-edged nature of this weapon. The customary artillery firing 
carried out in other parts of the line.******

Russian scoutsrmnder General Ivanoff, discovering a system of Aus­
trian mines, connected it by wire with their own trenches and exploded 
forty of the enemy’s mines. They will be especially thanked for this clever 
piece of work. What the Austrians think about it would be interesting to 
know.

Lieut.-Col. Duncan Donald, stated that 
there were many Canadians in his bat­
talion and that they were going over to 
fight against the Huns as a protest 
against their breach of trust and prin­
ciple.

"The Germans are an organized na­
tion of trained men who are trying „to 
dominate the world, with a doctrine that 
might is right.” he said. “There is no 
form of compulsory training here, nor a 
national registration, and the only way 
men can be secured is by their coming 
forward voluntarily, and this, I think, 
you will all do.”
