New York, Nov. 38:—What many
physicians consider a most  impor-
tant paper on cancer of the larynx,
says the Herald, was read last night
by Sir Felix Semon, a distinguished
London specialist. The address was
given under the auspices of the sec-
tion on. laryngology angd rhinology of
the New York academy of medicine,
and most of the throat specialists in
this city were there, as well as many
who had travelled miles especially to
listen to Sir Felix’'s description of
‘the opeération of thyrotomy with
which he has;had remarkable suc-
cess.

The specialist, who was an assis-
tant of Sir Morrel Mackenzie, has
for 20 years, been an authority on
diseases of the throat.

Among the posts of honor he has
occupied, is that of special physician
to the King -of England. Stress
was laid by him on the necessity - of

men who had reached the age of 40
years in watching closely the symp-
' toms of cancer of the larynx. He ad-
j vised those approaching middle age
not to delay in seeing a physician if
troubled with hoarseness. - The red-
ness of the throat and'the formation
of a nodule in the ' vicinity of the
larynx, were danger signs, which
should not be neglected. Sir Felix
said that if the cancer was recogniz-
‘od in its early stage, it could bu
cured without the remeval of the
larynx.

Dr. Francis J. Quinlan, chairman
of the section, of laroygology, pre-
sided, at the meeting. Loud ap-
plause followed the introduction of
the London specialist. Although
the reading of ‘the paper entitled
“malignant tumors . of the larynx’’
took the author more than an hour,
“every word was listeined to with ea-
iger interest, by the specialists.

Had Many Features Resembling the Highbinder
Outrages in San Francisco::- Chinamen with
Drawn Revolvers Attempted to Rescue one whol

New York, Nov, 8.—A shooting af-
fray with ,many features resembling
the highbinder outrages of the San
Francisco Chinese! quarter, which oc-
curred in Chinatown early to-day,
may result in ‘the death of Mock
Duck, one’of the most prominent
members of the reform element in the
1ccal. Chinese -colony.

Mock was waylaid as he was pass-

ing through Pell street, and one of |

two bullets fired at him lodged in
his abdomen, -causing’ an extremely
dangerous wound. ' - When his alleged
assailant, who was captiired as he
was runming- down Pell street, was
being taken to the.patrol box by a
policeman, the couple were sur-
rounded ‘by -three - other Chinamen
with drawn revolvers demanding the
release of the prisoner.

The situation - was becoming ser-

jous when a dozen police reserves ar-
t

rived and found the policeman and
his prisoner backed up in a door-
way, with officer holding back
three armed Chinamen. :

The would-be rescuers fled when the
reinforcements arrived. Near the
scene of the shooting' the police
found a revolver with a twelve inch
barrel and a hunting knife with a
blade eight inches: long. © The man
under arrest is Lee. Sing, a laundry-
man.
