Tank Lusitania
“Avenged Sinking
0f its Namesake

How the tank “Lusitania”

avenged

the sinking of the big steamer “Lusi-,

tania” and the murdering by the Ger-
mans of the helpless women and chil-

|dren who were passengers on that

gteamer when she was sent to the bot-
tom, is told in a most interesting man-
ner in a letter just received from Capt.
Leslie Dunbar, the author of “The Slave
Drivers of Germany.”

The story, which is vouched for as
being true, was told to the captain by
a Scot named Sandy Watt, an Aber-
donian, who emigrated to Australia be-
fore the war, and who has been serving
at the front with the Mechanical Trans-
port Service of the Australian artillery
le)ver since the Anzacs landed to do their

it.

Sandy says: “I went into the ljne with
others two days before the big stunt,
and I knew something was coming off,

-because we had been working on re-

hearsals for some time.”

“When the Americans moved up to
join us it was quite clear that the stunt
could not be delayed, because the bud-
dies were bubbling over with 'excite-
ment, and anxious to celebrate their day
by going for Jerry on that day. I got
ready with my old dust cart at the time
agreed, and went into action ahead of
the Yank infantry, who were a keen
lot.”

“My tank was one of the new sort,
and had not a name. I didn’t think of
that, but the Sammies did, and just|
when we were coming in for a very hot
bullet bath, one bright Yank ran up to
where we were resting, got on to the old
tank, and at the risk of his life, chalked
something in big letters on it. The name
was “The Lusitania,” and old Nelson
could not have created a bigger sensa- |
tion at Trafalgar by his famous signal |
than was caused by that incident.

“When we got to the German parapet
and began to mount in the way we did
it seemed to tickle the Americans
mightily, for they broke into more cheers
and the German infantry in the trenches
didn’t know what to make of it all. It
must have seemed like a vengeance of
the Almighty to the Jerries, and the
Americans meant it to have that effect
on them. :

“One bunch of Germans came running
out of an underground passage, in which
they had been hiding, only to find them-
selves looking into the business end of
a machine gun that the buddies had
trailed up. The officer commanding the
‘Germans rushed at the machine gun,
and his"men followed, but the Yanks
were not to be caught napping. They
opened fire with such deadly effect that
not one of those Germans escaped.”

Of Watt’s own part in the fight, Capt.
Dunbar says:

“l may say that it was even more
glorjous than one can gather from his |
own modest story. At one stage of the
battle the ‘Lusitania’ was temporarily
cut of action, and Watt volunteered to
go back under fire to search for a spare
part to make the tank workable again.
When he left the tank there were enemy
sharpshooters not more than 300 yards
away, and for the whole of the distance
he had to run he was exposed to rifle

fire of shells which were bursting all
around.”

“Watt was hit before completing the
journey, but he came back safely, help-
ing to get the tank right, and continu-
ing with it in action until the whole of
the operations were completed. It was
only then he consented to have his
wound dressed.”
