recovering from the two grave stab 
wounds inflicted upon him by his would- 
be assassin, a woman named Gussewa, 
it is possible the war situation might 
have been different.

This may sound an extravagant state­
ment. But Count Sergius Witte, the for­
mer premier and minister of finance as­
serts in a very positive maimer that at 
the time of the Balkan war, two years 
ago, it was Rasputin who prevented 
Russia from taking part in the conflict.

According to Count Witte, the Rus­
sian government was thoroughly decided 
to take part in the fray, and the orders 
for the mobilization of the army and 
navy, had actually been signed by the 
Czar and his ministers, when suddenly 
Rasputin appeared at Tsarskoe-Selo, 
and expostulated so successfully with 
the Emperor, that the latter, against 
the advice of his ministers and military 
advisers, cancelled the orders, and with­
drew his consent to the participation of 
Russia in the conflict—a participation 
which would naturally have involved 
Austria, Germany and the other Great 
Powers, and would have precipitated at 
that time the great war which has now 
■been inaugurated.

Why did the Czar listen to Rasputin? 
Count Witte very sensibly scouts the 
idea so widely accepted abroad that the 
priest exercises any hypnotic Influences 
over Nicholas and the Czarina, or that 
they are the prey to a mysticism of 
which he is the chief exponent Witte 
regards him as a kindly, good humored 
Siberian peasant, altogether averse to 
the asceticism which one is wont to as­
sociate with influential divines, and ex­
ceedingly fond of life, personifying the 
common sense, patience and cheeriness 
Of the typical Muscovite peasant. Witte 
admits that Rasputin is gifted, but adds 
that nobody can be more gifted than a 
gifted Russian peasant, lauds his or­
iginality, his independence, and bis ab­
solute honesty, insisting that he is al­
ways anxious to do good, and lavishes 
every kopeck that he receives, upon the 
poor and suffering.

If Rasputin has any weight with Em­
peror Nicholas, it is because the latter 
regards him as better qualified than any-

Full of the Moujik devotion to the

(Signed) Rasputin.”
On the last occasion of Witte’s seeing 

Rasputin, the latter was brought to his 
house in St. Petersburg by a mutual 
friend, and spent two hours1 talking, ac­
cording to the count, most interestingly. 
“The populace,” said he, “is always 
clamoring for miracles. It always wants 
miracles. And yet it pays no attention 
whatsoever to the greatest miracle of 
all, which is taking place every day and 
every hour before their eyes, namely, the 
miracle of birth.”

At the close of the conversation Witte 
said to him, “Why do you come here, 
Rasputin? If people learn about it, they 
will say that I wish to use your influ­
ence to further my alleged designs up­
on the premiership, while you will be 
blamed for your association with a 
harmful, nefarious person, which so 
many declare me to be.”

Rasputin gazed at Witte very 
estly and then replied, slowly, “Perhaps 
you are right, Brother,” took his leave, 
and never came back again. But he 
tinned to send people in trouble and in 
want to the statesman, with written re­
quests that he would interest himself 
in their behalf.

Rasputin owes his introduction to the 
Czar’s notice, partly to Father John of 
Cronstadt and partly to the Grand- 
duchess Stuna, daughter of the King of 
Montenegro, and wife of the Grandduke 
Nicholas Nichoiaiovitch, generalissimo of 
the Russian army.
