Provincial Supervision of Bor-
rowing By Municipalities

REGARDED AS PRUDENT

‘" 'Gives Financial Times Text For

Acrticle on the Seeking of Loans
in England By Canadians

(Canadian Press)

London, Aug. 80—News that the con-
wention of Alberta municipalities have
adopted a resolution urging the prov-
incial government to exercise supervis-
fon over city borrowing, analogous to
that exercised by the Birtish local gov-
ernment board is regarded here as a
very. prudent step.

The Financial Times says it is a we}-
come sign that Canadian local authori-
ties are becoming alive to the danger of
indiscriminate borrowing.

The raid of Canadian municipalities
has been the feature of public borrow-
ing in recent years, and it is about time
a more sedate pace was adopted. Prac-
tically all colonial local borrowing is
now done by Canada, and throughout
the eight years of the decade in which
the dominion figures, it accounts for
more than 68 per cent of all colonial
loans raised here. If the sanction of the
provinces had first been obtained for
municipal works, there would be some
dssurance that works were necessary and
this would undoubtedly add to the con-
fidence of investors and raise the status
of bonds.

Alternatively a department of the
federal government might be created to
scrutinize and authorize local loans if
the formation of such a bureau were not
an invasion of constitutional rights of
the province.

FIRE CHIEFS OF CANADA
~ MAY FORM ASSOCIATION

Better Laws Fer Fire 'Protection
One Object in Mind

Kingston, Opf, Aug. 80—The mem-
bers of the Provincial Association’
Rire Chiefsexpressed their approval of
the formation of a dominion asseciation
at yesterday’s session and after a great
deal of -discussion decided to refer the
matter to the incoming board of direct-
ors to have the organization put for-
ward. The feeling was that the interests
of the fire fighters would be greatly ad-
vanced by a dominion association as
well as a provincial and that, through
this new association, more pressure
could be brought to bear to have bet-
ter laws enforced for fire protection.

It was held ‘that the present laws for
fire protection were very lax, that in
fact there was no law to meet cert=th
conditions.

A Short Stay and a Hearty Wel-

come at Wellington

London, Aug. 80—New Zealand min-
isters and members entertained the Brit-
ish parliamentary visitors at luncheon
vesterday amid great enthusiasm,
cables the Times correspondent. Premier
Massey, who said Lord Emmott was the
first member of the home government
whom they had the first opportunity of
welcoming, urged the importance of im-
perial statesmen visiting the dominions.
He suggested that imperial conferences
should be held in one dominion after an-
other. The people of New Zealand, he
said, were ready to make any sacrifice
which the empire might demand to keep
the flag flying over a free and strong

united British Empire.

Sir Joseph Ward urged that a scheme
of state-owned Atlantic cables should be
considered. Lord Emmott’s visit, he
added, would be of incalculable benefit
to the dominions in. this and kindred
matters.

Donald Macmaster, M. P, said that
the sight which had given the party the
greatest pride was that of the New Zea-
land battle cruiser at Vancouver,” He
doubted whether any of the dominion’s
reception of the cruiser surpassed that of
the Canadians of Vancouver.

Lord Emmott regretted the shortness
of their stay, but said the warmth of the
welcome was ample compensation. The
recent pasasge of Lord Haldane’s bill
made it quite likely that New Zealand
would be represented on the Judicial
committee of the privy council.

REFUGEES ARE
LEAVING MEXICO

Report Many Others Getting
Ready—Twelve Hundred Fed-
eral Troops Said to Have Been
Slaughtered

(Canadian Press)
El Paso, Texas, Aug. 80—The first

train load of American refugees to reach
the border since President Wilson’s
warning for them to leave Mexico, ar-
rived here yesterday. There were fifty-
five Americans, many prominent Mex!-
can families, of Chihuahua, and seventy-
five Chinese.

. Border points west of Fl Paso'report
refugees crossing daily. The majority of
the men, women and children in the
party yesterday were from Madera,
Chihuahua, from the colony of the Pear-
son Lumber Company, and others were
from the mining camps in the same dis-
trict.

They report that preparations were
being made by Amerieans in every camp
to leave Mexico as soon as they can
Secure transportation. Those needing as-
sistance will be given aid by the Am-
erican consul at Juarez. The Chinese
were detained at the immigration sta-
tion where they will be cared for by the
government.

The refugees reported the annfhilation
of a federal command of 1,200 by rebels
under Villa and Ortega at San Andres,
west of Chihuahua, on Aug. 26. All but
General Felix Terrazas and thirty of his
federals were reported slaughtered and
seven trains seized by the rebels.
