Cardiff, Wales, Oct. 14—More than
200 Welsh coal miners are believed to
have perished this morning in the Uni-
versal Colliery pits near here, when a
terfific explosion shattered the works
ioon after seven hundred and forty men
nad gone down the shafts. About 500
of the men had been rescued up to noon,
when fire which broke out in the galler-
jes  hindered the work of rescue and
gave rise to the fear that the remaining
miners below had been killed.

The day shift of 740 men descended
the shafts in the cages at five o’clock.
An hour afterwards a deafening report
brought the inhabitants in the vicinity
f the mine running to the pithead, where
aey found that the ventilating and
wisting machinery at the top of the
ih*9 had bheen blown to atoms by an
sxflosion of great violence and a man
wha had:been working twenty yards
away had -been -decapitated by the foree]
of sthe blast: ¢ §

Rescue parties of miners belonging to
the night shWift were soon on.the scene
making preparations to enter the mine
in an endeavor to save their comrades.
The firey reputation of the mine, how-
ever, gave little hope that any of those
below could be rescued alive.

Séﬁ&s Hoddled Together

An entrance was found, however, by
way of an adjacent shaft, and, on de-
scending in ‘this maner, the rescuing
varties came across some scores of men
huddled together in portions of the
mine, where the ventilation was still
good. Soon 327 living miners were
zathered together and taken wup the
shaft, with the bodies of six of their
companions, who had been killed by be-
ng dashed by the explosion against the
aprights supporting the galleries.

Pathetic scenes had been witnessed
in the interval at 'the pithead, where
the wives, children and other relatives
of the entombed miners gathered in
thousands and waited in agony of su-
spense. This was only intensified when
the first dead bodies were brought up
from below. Women and children wept
and clamored for news of those still in
the pit.

The men brought to the surface were
found on the cast side of the mine,

Most of the rescued men presented a
pitiable appearance. Some of them were
not expected to live, and nearly all of
them were suffering from burns and
shock or the effects of afterdamp.

Two Barges Wrecked Off High-
land Light

TOW LINE PARTED

One Driven Ashore in Forty Mile
Gale and Broken Up By Pound-
ing of Surf — Battered Dory

Highland Light, Oct. 14—Four men/!
are thought to be drowned in the wreck
of the barges Sumner R. Mead and Oak-
land, early today. The barges, in tow of
the tug Paoli, from Perth Amboy for
Boston, passed up along the Cape Cod!
shore last night. A northeast gale, with
winds of about forty miles an hour, was
encountered off here at midnight, and
the tow lines parted.

The Oakland managed to anchor in
time to avoid being blown upor the
beach, but the Mead was carried before;
the gale and driven ashore. Her plight|
was not discovered until dawn, when
the life saving patrol sighted her as she
was breaking up under the terrific
pounding of the surf. |

He said that when he reached the
Volturno he could see that she was in
straits. Her propeller was continually
emerging from the water and the davit
gear was hanging over the side.

He then consulted with
the navigating officer and acted on the
suggestion of the chief officer to drop
over some life rafts. :

WRELESS FOR AL
OCEAN OING CRAFT

Sailors and Firemen May Refuse
to Ship Unless Apparatus In-
stalled

London, Oct. 14—The executive coun-
cil of the National Sailors’ and Firemen’s
Union at an emergency meeting today,
decided to make a ballot of the mem-
bers of the union on the question wheth-
er or not they were prepared to refuse
after May 1, 1914, to ship on board any
ocean-going craft not equipped with
wireless telegraphy.

Nearly All Grains Show Increased
Production and the Average

Ottawa, Oct. 14—A bulletin issued
yesterday by the Census and Statistics
office of the Department of Trade and

Commerce gives a provisional estimate

of the yield of the principal grain crops

During the month ended September
80, ideal weather for the ingathering of
the grain crops prevailed over all Can-
ada. In the. greater part of Ontario
and in the western provinces harvesting
operations were well completed by the
middle of September, and only in parts
of Quebec and the maritime provinces,
where the spring opened later, was har-
vesting carried on during the latter end
of the month.

The estimates given a month ago are
slightly greater than these now issued,
which may be presumed to h~ based
‘more or less on results of threshing. The
final estimates, based altogether on
threshing result: an. ‘ca’cul='~d on cor-
rected areas, v:¥! be !ssncé as usual on
December 15.

for buckwheat of 10,198,000 bushels; for
flax, of 21,681,000 bushels; for mixed
grains, of 17,952,000 bushels; for corn,
for husking, of 16,569,800' bushels; for
beans, of 1,040,800 bushels.

For the three northwest provinces the
total yield of spring wheat is estimated
at 188,852,000 bushels; of fall wheat at
5,264,000 bushels; of oats, at 289,595,000
bushels; of barley, at 27,904,000 bush-
els; of rye, at 686,000 bushels; of flax,
at 14,808,000 bushels.

The average quality of these crops
measured upon a per cent basis of 100
as representing grain well-headed, well-
filled, well-saved, and unaffected to anv
appreciable extent by frost, rust, etc, is
as follows:

Spring wheat, 89.17; oats, 90.52; barley
88.25; rye, 85.41; peas, 81.71; beans,
78.48; buckwheat, 78.40; mixed grains,
90.59; flax, 82.68; corn for husking, 75.-
16. Of these, wheat, oats, barley, and
rye are above the average quality for
either of the two last years.

The potato and root crops continue
to show good figures, as representing
average condition during growth. The
conditions of potatoes is 83.59; turnips,
82.62: mangolds, 88.64; sugar beets, 82.-
