The practicability of a line of railway, 
independent of the main line of the I. C. 
R., to connect Dartmouth, N. 8., with the 
two transcontinental railways that will 
soon terminate at Moncton, is the most 
important matter to be dealt with by the 
Dartmouth Board of Trade.

Very recently several members of the 
board discussed the project with W. C. 
Milner, well Versed in railway matters.

Mr. Milner drew attention to the fait 
that the C. P. R. had leased the N. B. 
Central Railway that runs from Norton, 
on the I. C. ,R., to Chipman, and from 
there to Minto, twenty miles distant, and 
that that road had also agreed to build a 
track forty miles, from Minto to Frederic­
ton. This will probably be completed next 
year, when the C. P. R. main line will 
be connected with Chipman.

The C. P. R. posseses running rights 
over the Transcontinental from Chipman 
to Moncton, so that in the near future 
both the Grand Trunk and C. P. R. will 
be in Moncton, and perhaps the Canadian 
Northern, if it proceeds with its scheme 
of building an independent line from Mon­
tread across Maine to Chipman.

Mr. Milner suggests that a line from 
Moncton to Pugwash Junction from there 
by the short line to Scotsbum and from 
Scotsbum to Dean Settlement via Glen­
garry Station. This would lead into 
Dartmouth whefe two or three transcon­
tinental lines cduld find room for docks 
and warehouses. The grades that would 
be encountered in this route were also 
referred to as well as the distance. At 
the present time the line from Dartmouth 
to Dean Settlement is under contract— 
seventy-three miles—and the line from 
Scotsburn to Pugwash Junction, fifteen 
miles, a total of 118 miles.

to recall the somewhat strange manner in 
which offenders thus afflicted are dealt 
with by the British tribunals. When a 
deaf and dumb prisoner is charged with 
any crime, a jury is first empanelled to 
determine whether the defendant is 
"mute of malice,” or “by visitation of 
God." If the latter is found to be the 
case, the next question before the court 
is as to whether or not he is capable of 
understanding the proceedings of the trial. 
For this purpose, experts in the deaf end 
dumb language are always employed. If 
these experts are of the opinion that the 
accused, by reason of his affliction, would 
not be able to follow the proceedings in­
telligently, even though mentally balanced 
enough to plead guilty, or not guilty, the 
usual course is for the judge to direct the 
jury to return a verdict of “Not sane.” 
The judge thereupon, by virtue of a sta­
tute dating from the . year 1800, orders 
him to be detained in custody, “during 
His Majesty’s pleasure,” and he is con­
signed to the world-famed prison for tbe 
criminal insane at Broadmoor.
