Papal Legate and Primate of
ireland Reach

Congress City

Montreal, Sept. 5—His Eminence Mich-

.{ael Cardinal Logne, the primate of Ire-

land, and one of the most distinguished
delegates to the congress, reached town
on Saturday on board the R. & . O.
steamer. Immediately after reaching port
the cardinal was met by a pa.rty headed
by the pastor of St Patrlck’s Rev. Dr.
MecShane, and was conducted to the pres-
bytery of St. Patrick’s church. Here he'
celebrated’ mass after ~which breakfn.st
was served at' the presbytery.

His Eminence was in' excellent spirits
on_ arriving, and to those with whom' he
entered into conversation he said that he

had been deeply impreised by ‘all that he
had seen since his' arrival in the country.

Montreal, Sept. é-—Arrmgements for a
spectacular outdoor welcome to Cardinal
Vannutelli, the papal legate, for the
Eucharistic Congress, were spoiled Sat-
urday afternoon when the government
boat Lady Grey arrived here with the
legate and his party on bov.rd in a driving
rainstorm.

As a result the processmn through
elaborately decorated streets was aban-
doned, Cardinal Vannutelli was briefly
greeted at the wharf by Mayor Guerin
and was then driven to the city hall,
where an extemporized ceremonial wel-
come was tendered the represemtative of
the Pope. Despite the heavy rain there
was a large crowd at the wharf and the
cardinal legate was received with cheers,
while all the bells of city churches peal-
ed a welcome which was taken 'up in
hoarse chorus by whistles and syrens in
the harbor.

The appearance of Cardinal Vannutelli
created a strong jmpression, he being a
stnkmgly handsome man of six feet four
inches, towering above the throng at the
city hall ‘and he received everybody with
urbanity. Although his eminence speaks
no English this made little difference here
where both languages are so much used.

The prelude to the Eucharistic Congress
was on Suynday morning marked by a
sharp attack upon Protestantism by
Father Bernard Vaughan, the famous
Jesuit preacher of London., Preaching at
St. Patrick’s, the Mother Church of Irish
Catholicism in Canada, Father Vaughan
denounced Protestant as a soulless re-
ligion. Any religion, he declared, which
omitted the sacrifice of the KEucharist,
was without a soul. In England, he said,
the Anglican church was divided into two
parts, one of which was drifting towards
agnosticism, while the other was gradu-
ally creeping back to the Roman Catholic
church,

In the afternoon Cardinal Logue hailed
as the successor to St. Patrick, blessed a
new chime of bells at St. A]oysxus church,
attended by a retinue of archbishops and
bishops.

WERE SIX DAYS AT
 SEAIN OPEN BOAT

‘| Rescue of Westpoint's Captéin

and Men Was Timely — $10
for His Cat

London, Sept. 5—A wireless message re-
ceived this morning from the ateamer
Mauretania bound from New York for
Liverpool gives further details of the res-
cue of the missing officers and crew of
the burned British tramp steamer West-
point.

The Westpoint was burned at ‘sea a
week ago yesterday, On Thursday the
Leyland Line steamer Devonian, west-
bound, picked up six of the crew while
the remmnder making another boat load
were found by the Mauretania.

It was 11 o'clock on Friday night, when
the - Mauretania was battling with a
northerly gale, that a lookout sighted -the
Westpoint's small hoat. The steamer hove
to and the little boat came alongside. It
was found to contain Captain Pinkham,
the second 'officer, two engineers and
twelve seamen. 1

All the party were well in spite of the
fact that they had been tossed about in
an open boat for six days. Captain Pink-
ham said that just before he had made
out the lights of the Mauretania he had
given up hope of being saved by a pass-
ing vessel and was steering toward the
Azores. The passengers of the Mauretania
subscribed $450 for the relief of the
Westpoint’s men, inclding $10 which one
contributor paid for Captain Pinkham’s
cat.
