Wilson as President of the
'\ssociation

’I‘hc: annual meeting of the Victoria
branch of the Vancouver Island De-
velopment League took place Thursday
afternoon in the rooms of the board oif
trade when the officers for the present
yvear were elected, and reports of the
executive committee and the treasurer
were read. The financial statement
showed a credit balance of $336.01 es-
timated to the end of the fiscal year

. April 15th.

H. . Wilson retired from' the presi-
dency and J. J. Shallcross was elected.
A. W. McCurdy and A. B, Todd were
elected vice presidents, and Joshua
Kingham treasurer. The committee
elected is as follows: Messrs. J. A.
Sayward, W. J. Sutton, George Cold=
well, J. Nelson, C. H. Lugrin, H, Kent,
H. G. Wiison, T. Davidson, W. L.
Challoner, R. W. Perry and R. F. Tay-
lor. Two additional members" will bé
named by the city council

The annual report showed that nine-
teen hundred dollars net appropriated
for classified advertising was appor-
tioned as follows: -Canada, ‘50 per
cent.; Great Britain, 15. per cent.;
South Africa, 5 per cent.; the Orient,
5 per cent.; United States, 15 per cent.;
Pacific coast, 10 per cent. ;

“The result of the advertising, which
was commenced May 15, 1809, answers
beginning to come in from' June 1, 1909,
was as follows: - Bona fide
from intending settlers, apnd persons
desiring homes, or wishing to invest in
Vancouver Island, a daily average »>f
over 1T per day. All inguirers were
furnished with a full quota of liter-
ature and whenever necessary written
fully. Personal interviews with subse-
quent inquirers coming here after get-
ting literature, not less than 200, Many
inquirers were furnished personal let-
ters of introduction to branch league
secretaries and presidents where they
were intending to investigate condi-
tions. From June 1, 1909 to February
17, 1910, 204 working days; inquiries re-
ceived 3,500. Average 17 32-204 daily.

This
exhibit went o Ottawa, Canada, after
closing of A.-Y.-P. Exposition, there to
becone & permaneiit portion of Lhe
museum at Ottawa, for.display there
and for use at exhiditions in Europe
and elsewhere. Over a'ton of literature
was distributed at the Canadian build-
ing by a representativ  of the league,
This included over 35,000 guides to Vic-
toria, and aided greatly in sending
visitors to Victoria from Seattle dur-
ing the exposition. A very large quan-
tity of literature pertaining to the Isl-
and was distributed at this building by
the league’s -representative. One ex-
hibit in the Agricultural building, A.-
Y.-P, Exposition, C. P. R. section. Iron,
copper and gold ores, marble, heavy
timber, fir, cedar, hemlock and spruce,
coal, birds, animals and fishes repre-
sented by salmon, elk, and mounted
swan, photographs of farming ‘and
fruit, parliament buildings, hunting
S(énes, timber, etc., complete display
of oil paintings of game birds of Van-
couver Islands, painted on native fir
wood, also polished fir panels and six-

foot panorama painting of the city of
Victoria. A very striking exhibit, and
one which attracted wide and favorable '
comment. The bulk of the exhibit in|
the ores, all the coal, etc., were given!
to the Washington State University at |
the close of the exposition, to be used |
for “daily class demonstration, ‘and” as
a part of the ‘pérmanent museum in
the grounds. Literature of Vancouver
Island placed for .distribution with this
exhibit, and thousands of pieces given
away.

“Provincial fair at Victoria, during
fall of 1908. Booth secured, -and Van-
couver Island literature distributed
during the week of the fair. Several
hundreéd names of persons in England,
Canada and the United States secured
from visitors at the booth, and liter-
ature sent them from league offices. A
wagon load of literaturé was given |
away to inquirers, from various parts
of Canada by league representatives,
and a great deal of information to in-
quirers furnished.

Supplies of book-
lets, leafiets, etc., sent J. Obed Smith,
assistant superintendent of emigra-
tion interior department government
of Canada; emigration branch, Lon-
don, England, and same sent to F.
Butler, chairman, managing committee
emigration office, - Westminster, Lon-
don, S, W., England.

“System perfected whereby 4,000

coming year, at the rate of ten daily,
with full illustrated accurate informa-
tion concerning Victoria’s advantages
as a manufacturing centre. Iron and
steel manufacturers particularly called
to their attention with maps, data and
complete particulars.

“Cuts bought from Tourist Associa-
tion loaned temporarily to newspapers
and periodicals and: encyclopedia pub-
lishers for illustration of Victoria and
Vancouver Island.

"An Active Executive.

“The executive of Victoria branch has
done valuable work in numerous di-
rections, Meetings in Nanaimo and
Duncan have been attended by various
of its members, and all business meet-
ings have been promptly attended with
full quorums. Thé entire record of the
e)fecutive body shows thoroughness
and enthusiasm. The Victoria branch

! has been alert and active.in all mat-

ters pertaining to local improvément
and progress. It worked diligently for
the success of the B. C. Electric by-
law.” It has aided steadily the move-
ment for harbor improvement. It suc-
ceeded in obtaining from the provin-
cial government - further -construction
of roads and trails through the Island,
for which the government appropirated
the sum of $30,000, to be expended on
the recommendations of the Vancou-
ver Island Development,League. It has
always been to the fore in aiding rail-
way construction on Vancouver Island,
and furthered by every mleans in its
power the building of railways both
steam and electric on the Island, and
the bettering of steamships and -~ mail
service, as well as the extensions and
improvement of. telephone and tele-
graphic service.

Land Clearing.

“Land clearing has been one of the
main objects kept constantly in view
by .the league and the Victoria branch.
It has urged the vital necessity of ‘this
at all times and places, and has sub-
mitted a memorial 1o - the provineial
government asking the adoption of a
plan therein contained, as a beginning
in the way of clearing Vaficouver Isl-
and timber . lands. Committees from
the executive of the Victoria branch
have met and conferred with various
officials of railway and steamship
lines during the year, and have been
in active and practical sympathy with
every effort to obtain progress in such
directions. - A committee from the ex-
ecutive of the Victoria branch of the
initiative of the executive of the Vic-
toria Board of Trade, are now. en route
to Ottawa to urge the matter of har-
bor development and other matters to
the Dominion government.

“A representative of
branch appeared before the forestry
commission and urged strongly the
wisdom of setting aside in at least six
of the heavily timbered districts of
Vancouver Island an area each of the

the Victoria

. finest timber, to be kept in its primeval

state as national parks, calling atten-
tion -to the Cameron Lake district, Al-
berni, Cowichan Lake, Comox district
and " districts on the 'west coast as
suitable for the purpose.

Methodist Conference.

The quadriennal  general conference
ol the Methodist churches was cap-
tured through the vigilance and initia-
tive of the executive of the Vietoria
branch. This is the first time the
conference has been held in Western
Canada. &

“The support of the Victoria press to
the work of the league cannot be too
highly commended. It has been more
than generous, and effective' in the
highest degree.. In a publid¢ity cam-
paign of this kind no greater help can
be “afforded than by a liberal dona-
tion of the ‘columns of the daily news-
papers to thieé cause, and the constant
aid ‘accorded the league by the Col-
cnist and the Times, as’ well as the
Evening - Post, hag been keenly appre-
ciated.

“The city of Victoria advanced to the
league the sum of $2,700 during the
year, which aided materially in carry-
ing on the plan of campaign.

At the office of.the Victoria branch,
with an office force consisting of the
sccretary and one assistant, a consid-
erable amount of work was accom-
rlished during the year. \

“The districts of Duncan, Sidney
and Oak Bay were organized by means
of personal visits to thege sections,
and the districts of Holberg, Nootka,
FPort Renfrew and East Wellington
were organized through personal
terviews and  correspondence. The
districts of Clayoquot, - Ucuelet, Port
Alberni, Alberni, Nanaimo, Courteney,
Ctumberiand Colwood and ~Metchosin;
Ladysmith, Shawnigan, Sooke, - were
rersonally visited, addresses made at
ali but one of these districts as well
a: at the first three named, and or-
ganization perv.ected and solidified. At
least two months’ time was spent in
thése trips ta' outlying districts and
at the A.-Y.-P. Exposition. The league

|is at present a compact and effective

l:edy, with a thorough_organization in
nineteen districts, and is advertising
the Island from Clayoquot, the Alberni
divtrict, Sidney and North Saanich,
Nanaimo and Sooke with leaflets pub-
lished by the branches in these dis-
tricts, as well as through letters writ-
ten in answer to the names forwarded
the branch leagues by the Wictoria of-
fice. Colwood -and Metchosin and
Slooke and Otter have joined in the
publication of a handsome pamphlet
of these and adjacent districts, whcih
will soon be printed.

Practical Work.

“The -coal mines have been explorzd
to their depth, the logging camps visit-
ed, the salmon and halibut fisheries
examined, the rivers, lakes and moun-
tains travelled over, the ‘beaches
tramped across, and a fairly compre-
hensive idea of the Island-gained, ex-
cept as to the extreme northern part.

“Hundreds of personal letiéers have
been written to inquirers, giving infor-
mation at length in detail. Thou-
sands of leaflets and booklets have
been mailed "to inquirers, A great
many books, cards, leaflets and general
literature have been given inquirers
who came personally to the office.
Some considerable time has been taken
up in giving information to foreign
representatives of emigration bureaus,
railways, etc., visiting here from Lon-
den, Germany and Canada. Consider-
able time has been spent in interviews
with visiting officials and members of
the branch leagues of the Island.
Articles for newspapers, periodicals
and magazines have been written, as
set forth under caption,
by Written ‘Articles.” - A reduced rate
via the C.P.R. steamers from Seattle
to Hardy Bay has been obtained by
the league for intending settlers. Many
settlers will take advantage of this
during the present year.

“A great deal of time has necessarily
heen spent in correspondence with the
branch league secretaries, in answer-
ing communications, assisting them in
perfecting - their organization, and get-
ting up literature.

“A great deal of time and a vast
amount of leg-work has gone into pre-
paring, writing and: getting: printed
league literature, taking photographs
¢7 districts to be written up, confer-
ring with printers as to booklets pule
lished,” and in getting together mae
terial and photographs for the Island
Locks, both the book printed by the
government and the handsome booklet
gotten out by the Victoria branch for

distribution to intending settlers, 10,-

-000 of which were printed, fully illlus-~

in- !

trated, and with an accompanying
map. -'The work of attendlng the A.-
Y.-P. ‘Exposition, getting the material
for same, and shipping, it, getting it
into the exposition, distributing ft
after the.show,  correspondence as to
shipments, customs release, etc., ‘was
in itself really a big job so far. as the
time necessarily spent was conperned.
“The . printing of cards and  distri-
bution of them, the revising of the.old
guide to Victoria, and bringing it down
te date, the daily sending out of lists
of inquiries to the branch league secC-
retaries, the ‘preliminary .work on a
proposed portfolio of photographs to‘
be sent to J. H. Turner, interviews
vwith many visitors, etc., all served to
take yp time and make work. If the
secretarial department is kept up In
the right spirit, there will be no lack
of work -whatever, as the angle of. op-
pertusrity for new ideas and plans is
practically in every direction.

Islaiwd Compendium.

“The league has prepared. for publi-
cation a book of Vancouver Island
covering the 19 districts of Alberni,
Ciayoquot, Courtenay, Colwood, Met-
chosin, Cumberland, Duncan, Lady-
scmith, Holberg, Nanaimo, Sidney and
North Saanich, Oak Bay, Port Ren-
frew, Quatsino,. Nootka, Shawnigan
Lake, Sooke, Ucuelet, East Wellington
and Victoria (19 districts in all), with |
57 illustrations of which™ the provin-
cial government is now printing cop-
ies. This book will have a handsome
cover, designed by a representative
of the Victoria branch of the league,
and will be a . thoroughly comprehen-
sive and accurate history of Vancou-
ver Island from every conceivable
point of its industries and resources.
The provincial government, through
Mr. Frank I. Clarke, secretary of the
provineial bureau of information, has
superintended the .revision of the
bcok as ‘to its accuracy. The manu-
seript for the book was furnished al-
most exclusively by the various branch
leagues, and they and their officers and
members are deserving of the greatest
possible praise for their work in this
respect. The :iHustrations will be paid
for by ‘the -Vietoria: branch of the
league, the provincial government do-
ing the printing without charge. Book
promised by government by March
31st, 1910. ' In the matter of providing
for trails and roads on the Island, in
the matter-of donations, for publica-
tions of Island literature, in the free
publication of this book, and ot}}er
ways. The Premier and the provin-
eial government are to be highly com-
riended for a liberal and far-sighted
policy of. aid to the league.

‘““The financial administration of the
Victoria brancth has been conducted
with strict economy, and as will be ob-
sérved by the treasurer’s report, a mod-!

vet paid, or to accrue before the close
of the fiscal year on April 15th,

The object was
to obtain the strength of every part
of the Island, which is the strength of
the whole. He praised the secretary’s
energy and work for the year, and on
hearing the report was amazed that
S0 much had been done on so small a
sum as $10,0000 He felt the Ileague
would now feel justified in asking the
city for a larger -contribution. He
trusted he woauld be able to get as
good results this year as had the re-
tiring  president. Mr. Shallecross then
took the chair.

Mr. Wilson, in vacating the chalir,
sald he wished to compliment the sec-
retary, to whom much credit was due.
He would personally be in the work
as much as ever, but he thought it best
that the presidency should be shifted
round..

A. W. McCurdy, speaking of the
work of the league, stated that from
the exhibit of marble made - by the’
Nootka Company at the A.-Y.-P., the
Dominion government had purchased a
portion which would be made a part
of the permanent exhibit at Ottawa. In
this way the resources of the Island in
this. particular line would be well kept
to:the front.

Col. . Prior moved a vote of thanks
to the' retiring president, referring to
his energy, perSonal attention and gen-
eral interest in the work.

Votes of thanks to the press and the
secretary =~ were also ‘passed, after
which the meeting adjourned.

MAGISTRATE JAY
TO INSPECT NET

Chinese Offenders Against the
City Bylaws Are
Fined

(From  Friday's” Daily,)

The decision of the case against
Marco Colitz, charged with an in-
fringement of ‘the Dominion fishing
regulations, was withheld this morning
_by the poirce coxirt magistrate until he
had viewed the nets used by the de-
fendants in the case. The nets are be-
ing inspected this afternoon and a de-
cision may be given to-morrow morn-
ing.

Mr. Mills this morning asked that
the nets should be brought into court,
but Mr. Langley objected, saying ac-
cused had admitted he was using a net
other than -that allowed by the regu-
lations.

Owing to the cos.t of bringing the net
to court and the objectionable fea-
tures connected Wwith such a course,
the magistrate decided he.would ad-
journ the case and go down to the
wharf this afternoon to see the article.

In the city police court Ling Fook,
Sing De Sing and Cho Mok were fined
$12.50 for not complying with the gar-
bage ‘regulation, and a fourth Chinese
paid $17.50 for hawking without a li-
cense. The - by-laws regarding li-
censes and scavenging have been
printed in Chinese by the city.

Two boys who have been associated
with a nosy gang of youngsters, who
allowed their enthusiasm to get the
better of their discretion were charged
with damaging property on Hillside
avenue.

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THROWS MORE LIGHT
ON BRIBERY SCANDAL

New York Senators Declare
Bridge Companies Were
Forced to Pay

Albany, N. Y., Feb. 18.—S. Fred Nix-
on was the third man whose name
Senator Ben Conger says Hiram Moe
wrote on the envelopes in which he
carried $6,000 to the state capitol nine
years ago to buy protection for the
bridge companies. The name of the
former speaker of the assembly an-
nounced yesterd4y by Conger on the
stand completes the trio. Speaker Nix-
on’s envelope, according to Senator
Conger, like Senator Jonathan P.
Allds, held $1,000. The remainder of
the sum, $4,000, was in the envelope
given to Nixon’s lieutenant, Assembly-
man Burnett.

These were the revelations
marked the closing minutes in
Senate’s investigation of the bribery
charges yesterday. But such disclo-
sures have been so far discounted by
the rumor and expectation that the
announcement of Nixon’s name and
the skirmishes leading up to it- were
only incidents in an afternoon of sur-
prises.

Nixon and Burnett are dead, and of
Allds, the only living member of the
trio, his accuser probably has told the
worst he can have to say. But there
are other graft investigation to come.
According to  Conger, from 1901 to
1905 a systematic campaign was con-
ducted at Albany against the trea-
suries of the ‘bridge companies. For
three years the companies paid tri-
Lute. In 1905 notice came from Al-
bany that it would be to their in-.
terest to forward $10,000, when the
men who controlled the bridge compa-
nies met in caucus and agreed not to
pay. As Conger expressed it: “We
decided  we would not be blackmailed
any longer.”

Later Allds was chairman of the
legislative committee that drew up the
present highway law, which went in
effect in 1909, and is supposed to be
even more acceptable to the companies
than the statute of 1905.

Allds’ accuser was on the stand all
day, and this was his story. He told
it under cross-examination, and Allds’
attorneys seemed quite ready to let
him tell it. Their purposé apparently
was to brand Conger as a giver of
-bribes as representative of the bridge
interests. in the legislature, and to
show that he was actuated in bringing
the charge which the Senate is now
investigating by a desire for revenge
for Allds’ hostility to business inter-
ests in which Conger had invested
money.

Conger followed their lead with a
readiness that can be explained by. a
desire to convince his colleagues that
he would not have handled bribe
money unless he and his business as-
sociates had been ‘“held up” by legis-
lators and that the bridge interests
in the past had to choose between
blackmail and ruin.

Conger struggled hard agdinst nam-
ing the bridge concerns which con-
tributed to this fund, and which at-
tended the meeting in 1905 at Syra-
cuse, which resulted in a stand
against further legislative “blackmail,”
as Conger called it. One of the sur-
prises of the evidence was the small
amount of the legislative fund raised
by the bridges companies in 1903, Con-
ger swore that it was only $5,000, and
that nearly a dozen concerns con-
tributed.
