THE FIFTH REGIMENT

Provide for More Commissioued Officers
as Well as Increase in Rank
and File,

As a result of the additions to the
Canadian militia regulations drafted by
the general officer commanding, Lord
Dundonald, and passed by the Dominion
government, a number of changes will be
necessary in connection with the Fifth
Regiment, C. A. The system, as it has
been adopted, provides for the appoint-
ment of a number of extra commission-
ed officers, in fact almost . every rank
must be duplicated.

“All the officers and non-commissioned
officers of the first line will be available
for both peace and war service, and the
men of this line will be divided into two
classes as follows:

“(a) Those engaging for peace and
war service, who will be liable for train-
ing in peace.

“(b) Those engaging for war
only.

‘“The officers and non~commiissioned of-
ficers who form the nuclei of the second
line will be required to do training in
times of peace with the first line in the
peace ‘training strength of which they
have been incorporated.”

According to the newly issued “Can-
adian Militia Establishments” the Fifth
Regiment, as stated in the Times on
Thursday. will comprise in times of
peace: Companies, 6; officers, 36; staff-
sergeants and sergeants, 33; 'trumpeters,
6; rank and file, 271; total, 348. In the
event,.of war the number of officers,
staff-sergeants, sergeants and trumpeters
wli remain the same, but the rank and
file will be increased to 559. The above
table yyl[l make it necessary to appoint
some New officers, and it is.not nnlikely
that immediate steps will be taken to
fill the vacancies.

In a copy of the additional regulations
under the sub-head “Notes on Hstablish-
ments,” appears the following outline of
Lord Dundonald’s system:
