£(WHOLESALE! AND BBTAIL.) VSeveral firms in this city are awaiting 

the award of the Canadian and Mexican 
contract for a steamship service between 
the two countries.^

In regard to the prospective trade be­
tween British Columbia and Mexico the 
following facts, obtained from Messrs.- 
R. W. Clark & Co., commission mer­
chants of Vancouver, appear in the 
N ews-Ad vertiser.

The whole question of building up a 
trade with Mexico and South American 
ports depends upon the establishment 
of an independent line of communica­
tion such as is now proposed. After this 
is done, it will be necessary for very 
careful arrangements to be made for 
lightering and stevedoring work for the 
unloading and loading of cargoes, as 
lighters have to be employed at prac­
tically all the ports in question. So es­
sential is this matter that the British 
vice-consul at Mexico, in one of his re­
ports, intimates that it was being in a 
position to control the lighters and steve­
dores that enabled the Pacific Mail line 
to freeze out three different companies 
that endeavored to enter into the coast 
trade. So keen is the competition in O.is 
respect that a company will delay its 
own steamers in order to monopolize the 
lightering facilities and available labor 
and ships have been delayed four or five 
days at Mexican ports on this account.

Another official, speaking on this sub­
ject, says: “You will have a hard fight 
with the German and American lines, 
and will find that these own the port 
officials, who will probably, at first, do 
everything they can to_make things un­
pleasant for the ships’ captains, as they 
successfully did with regard to the An— 
glo-Chiiean steamers, thus forcing them 
to retire from the trade.”

As regards trade openings, it appears 
that all classes of canned goods, includ­
ing fruits, vegetables, meats, fish, also 
dried fish, machinery, mining and agri­
cultural, and other goods manufactured 
in Canada should find a good market in 
Mexico. But, as one of the British con­
suls in Mexico reports, it should be borne 
in mind that, the United States will not 
leave any stone unturned to prevent the 
successful issue of the establishment of 
trade relations between this country and 
Canada, and it is up to the latter to 
carry them through.

Another important point to be observ­
ed by those intending or hoping to do 
business with Mexico is to make them­
selves thoroughly"* familiar with the 
somewhat intricate customs regula­
tions as to consular invoices, etc. These 
must be carefully studied and " fully 
complied with if successful trading is to 
result. These regulations are now bejng 
revised, and care shonld therefore be 
taken to secure the amended regula­
tions.

DRASTIC INTERPRETATION

Of United States Immigration Regula­
tions Source of Annoyance.

It is an undoubted fact that many of 
the laws on the other side of the line are 
interpreted with great elasticity; but ap­
parently this cannot be changed against 
the interpretation of the United States 
immigration regulations. As is generally 
known these require anyone entering the 
United Spates, other than Canadians or 
Mexicans, to contribute the sum of two 
dollars each to Uncle Sam’s exchequer. 
The other day a—^German resident of 
Seattle came over to place his wife in. 
one^of the local hospitals, buf before he 
could return to the Sound he had to run 
the gauntlet of requirements, medical 
examination and all.
' That this is drastically overdrawing 
the real object of the regulations is quite 
apparent. According to a gentleman 
prominently identified with the United 
States immigration service, the intention 
of fhe Federal authorities in instituting 
the measure was*to keep out undesirable 
rtn migrante and not to affect travellers 
because they happened fo belong to the 
countries not exempt. Some time ago 
Mr, Reynolds, of London, England, pre­
sident of the Pacific cable board, who 
passed through here, had occasion to go 
to San Francisco. He was thunder­
struck when informed that he would have 
to undergo the regulation test directed 
against “aliens,” other than Canadian® 
or Mexicans. This is not a solitary ex­
perience, but one’ that frequently occurs.

AN EXPLODED MYSTERY. ^

Blqodstains*„a Smashed Transom, and a 
-x. Simple Explanation.

Itxwas reported- to thé* police Thursday 
that the entrancè to the store of the 
California Produce Company, on Doug­
las street, presented fhe appearance of 
haying undergone a visit by burglars. 
Detective-Sergeant Palmer and Copstable 
Glaynrds proceeded to the scen*f began 
an investigation, and thisjs what ;fhey 
found: Bloodspots just outside the door, 
which was partially opened; the transom 
smashed into a thousand fragments in­
side, and a frail of blood leading to a 
wash basin in the rear of the store. Here, 
indeed, was a bunch of cluas that warm­
ed the hearts of the investigators. But 
there was no evidence, outsidfe of the 
smashed fransom, of any burglary having 
been committed, as the interior of the 
store presented a normal appearance, if 
the blood stain* be expected. Plainly the 
usual order, in which the discovery of 
crime precedes the discovery of clues, 
was reversed in this instance.

Here was a fine, large field for,theory. 
Did someone push the transom through 
and then fall after it, injuring himself 
in some way, and was he so npset by 
the shock that he forgot to carry ouf Lis 
original intention, and instead made a 
dash for the washJjasin, as indicated by 
the trail along the floor? But fhpn again, 
if he had washed the g are away, how 
came the spots outside the door? The 
plot thickened and the ' sleuths were 
mystified. The sergeant* determined to 
interview the gentleman who manages 
the establishment, and called at his resi­
dence. When the latter came to the door 
the defective noticed that he had- sus­
tained an injury to his nose. 

n This was the hey to the situation, 
which the gentleman quickly explained. 
He said he was lowering the transom to 
admit more air when it* fell all the way, 
striking him on the nose. This account­
ed for the crimson trail to the washstand 
and the stains outside the door, as the 
victim of the accident had to secure 
medical assistance. Thus was a mystery 
robbed of its most fascinating elements 
by a prosaic circumstance. Just previous 
to the receipt of the report by the police 
a drunk was conveyed fo the station with 
one arm in a sling, and some of the offi­
cers were inclined to connect him with 
the fall through the transom.

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OF NATIVE SONS
ENJOYABLE DAY SPENT

AT SHAWMGAN LAKE

Results of Land and Aquatic Sports— 
Victorians Won the Baseball

Thursday the third annual picnic of 
the Native "Sons of Vancouver Island 
was held at Shawnigan Lake. Large 
crowds of pleasure seekers went from 
Victoria, Nanaimo and points along the 
line and established themselves for the 
day on the beautiful grounds, adjoining 
the Strathcona hotel.

gramme. It is unnecessary perhaps to 
say that the ideal weatSer tempted many 
to enjoy a row, and that the beautiful 
view of the grounds and lake from fhe 
balconies of the Strathcona persuaded 
many to spend part of the day watching 
the sports from this vantage point.

There were in attendance fhe Fifth 
Regiment and the Nanaimo brass bands. 
During the progress of the sports in the 
afternoon the latter rendered a choice 
programme of selections, which were, 
judging by the frequent applause, thor­
oughly appreciated. In the evening the 
Fifth Regiment band relieved that - of 
Nanaimo> providing a lengthy list of 
splendid selections.

We strongly urge 
that these vessels should be inspected by a 
properly qualified inspector as to the hull, 
ballast, boats and other equipment.

THE MINISTER TO

REPORT PRESENTED
TO BOARD OF TRADE

Will Be Incorporated In the Presentation 
—Address by Secretary ef Toronto 

Navy League.

The principal business before the regu­
lar monthly meeting of the board of 
trade on Friday afternoon was the con­
sideration of the report of the commit­
tee-appointed to prepare an address to 
be presented to Hon. R. Prefontaine, 
minister of marine and fisheries, on his 
arrival here. H. J. Wickham, secretary 
of the Toronto branch of the Navy 
"League, addressed the_board on the sub­
ject of uniting all the branches through­
out Canada under one permanent secre­
tary. After the meeting was called to 
order by President S. J. Pitts, the fol­
lowing report was submitted:

Recent Investigations have demonstrated 

that the system of inspection of vessels Is 
not as thorough as it should be In order to 
give adequate protection to life, and In tills 
connection the general supervision of a 
board of harbor commissioners could not 
fall to be of value. .

Harbor Improvement.—The expenditure 
on the Improvement of the Inner harbor 
does not produce the best results owing to 
Its Intermittent character, and In conse­
quence the shipping and trade of the port 
Is being seriously hampered. Your com­
mittee would urge that a plan of improve­
ment should be adopted and prosecuted1 
until the necessary depth of water has 
been secured, as recommended In the re­
port annexed.

In view of the greatly Increased size of 
ocean steamers and the Important develop­
ment of the steamship communication, not 
only with the Orient, but with Europe, 
your committee would suggest that the at­
tention of the Minister of Marine should be 
called to the necessity of making such Im­
provements by building a breakwater to 
Brotchle Ledge as will provide harbor 
accommodation adapted more particularly 
to the needs of ocean steamers. The Im­
portance to Canada of having a port direct­
ly on the route between the Orient) and 
Puget Sound cannot easily be overesti­
mated.

Fisheries.—Your committee begs to refer 
to the special report hereto annexed, and 
they would especially call your attention 
to the recommendations regarding a separ­
ate fishery Inspector for Vancouver Island 
fisheries, the establishing of hatcheries and 
the protection of the deep sea fisheries.

Shipping of Seamen.—Your committee 
would recommend that greater facilities 
should be given for the procuring of crews 

/- for foreign-going ships as proposed In the 
special report attached} hereto.

Lights and Buoys.—The present light­
houses and buoys are^qulte -inadequate to 
give sufficient protection to navigation, and 
the Increasing amount of shipping In these 
waters makes lt of paramount Importance 
that further lighthouses should be provided. 
Special reports and correspondence are an­
nexed.

Lights of Victoria Çarbor.—The present 
lights at and about the entrance to Victoria 
harbor do not give satisfaction. The fog 
signal on Brotchle Ledge Is not sufficiently 
distinct to be a safe guide, and the light­
house at the entrance of the harbor Is not 
so placed as to fully answer Its purpose. It 
Is recommended that a lighthouse and fog 
signal should be placed on Trial Island, and 
that a lighthouse should be erected near 
the point called Nagel's Folly, northeast of 
Macaulay Point, the present light on Beh- 
ren’s Island being only maintained for har­
bor purposes.

A report on this subject, together with 
correspondence, is annexed.

Marine Hospital.—Your committee Is 
pleased to note that since the report of the 
board to the department very great Im­
provements have been made at the Marine 
hospital.
