The police court-was occn'pxed on Friday
forencon last with - the preliminary ex-
amination of John Deveréaux, who was ar-
rested on suspicion- of having- set fire to a
barn belonging to John Lane at the.Bal-
last Ponds. Muessrs, Carman and Tweedie
appeated on behalf of the prosecution, and
after the proceedings were somewhat ad-
vanced, William Wilkinson Esq., appear-
ed for the prisoner. The case attracted a
good deal of attention, owing to the fact
that the prisoner is well known in Chat-
ham, where he has held several parishoffices
and was, until within a few months, con-
sidered quite well off. The property
burned belonged to the Lane estate.
Devereaux married the widow Lane some
time since and it was somewhat notorious
that they did not agree very well together.
Mrs. D., it seems, has refused to live with
her husband, who, although he is reported
to have been badly used by her,has shown
a disposition to treat her well, as such
people understand the term. The wife
showed a preference for living in her old
home, at the Ballast Ponds, and neither
Devereaux’s coaxing nor his letters in-
duced her to return to his house in town.
There were difficulties about property and
other matters between the parties, and
while Devereaux, who was not a poer man
just before his marriage,seems poor enough
now, it is generally believed that the fault
is'not altogether his own, and that he has
been more sinned against than sinning.
Mrs. Devereaux, or some one for her, kept
a little shop near her house, and it was
burned about a fortnight ago. There was
an impression that Devereaux burned it,as
it. was known that he had threatened
something of the kind, in’ case liquor was
sold there in his name. This event caused
John Lane, Devereaux’s step-son, to keep
on the alert for more incendiary work
from the same quarter, but to no saving
purpose, for on Wednesday morning of last

burned. Devereaux was, thereupon, ar-

*| rested charged with the crime, as above

stated. The evidence was as follows :—

John Lane, sworn:--On Wednesday morn-
ing last about 2 o’clock John Devereaux |
came down to the house and went up to
the barn. He came round by the back.
I don’t know that he went in the barn.
He went up the field. I followed his
tracks. The barn was discovered to be
on fire at four o’clock. We saw it burn-
ing, it was nearly burnt down when we
saw it. It hadibeen burning then a couple
of hours.

I went to bed that morning after two.
I had been up watching for some nights,
fearing fire. I watched on account of the
fire in the shop alongside the house. It
was burned on Thursday week about 12.30
a. m. Another reason was the threats
,made by Mr. Devereaux. He brought a
“letter up the evening before the shop was
burnt, saying if Mrs. Devereaux did not
come down, to his house at 7 o’clock, he
would have satisfaction, or lose the last
drop of his blood, or putit inflames. The
letter was torn up. I saw him about the
house, on the road,and in the fields sever-
al times since. 'On Wednesday night he
came down to the house, and went up to
the barn. It was dark, I was handy
enough to know him. I Went to the barn
to see the direction he took. I saw no
fire in the barn then. He kept on up to
McDonald’s line. After I came back I
went to bed, and was wakened by the fire.
The fire could have been set underneath,
where it was all chaff aud straw. I conld
not tell where it first caught. I saw tracks
to the foot of the hill.

I went with the Chief of Police next
morning and found a track correspondin
with a boot in possession of the Chief.
The tracks were downward, towards the
barn. Prisoner made threats ever since
last Spring. The barn door was not fast-
ened.” Saw no one else about the barn.

The prisoner being reminded of his
privileges, declined to put any questions
to witness;as he had no counsel, and
asked if he could not rebut at any time.
He was told he could do so, if he were
sent up for trial. Prisoner then asked
witness if there was nothing in the letter
which had been spoken of, about getting
the bed belonging to his dead wife.
Witness said he did not think there was.

©Chief Police Stapledon deposed:—I
arrested the prisoner on Wednesday
June 6th, at 10 p. m., on a warrant; the
charge was for bummg abarn. I bmught
the prisoner to the lock-up. On Thurs-
day morning I came to the cell, and got
one of prisoner’s boots that he has on now.
Iasked him where his strong boots were.
He told me they were in a shed in his
yard. 1 went there amd got them. I
went on to Mr. Lane’s i the upper part
of Chatham. TIsaw the embers of the barn
burning. I looked for fresh tracks. Mr.
Lane pointed to a piece of soft ground in a
south-easterly direction from the barn.
[ went there with him. There was a track

very plain there, that exactly fitted this
boot, (hoot produced) it has a peculiar
halfsole on it. The grourd was soft enough
to take the lmpressmn of the halfssole.
It was “putty ” ground. The impression
was very plain. = The surrounding ground
was hard and would not take an im-
pression. When I came back, I shewed
ihe boots to prisoner. He said they were
is,

Cross-examined by prisoner:—John Lane
came to me early to see if your boots were
not wet. Heg said he had  seen you, and
when he saw you, the barn was not burn-

in,

%‘o Mr. Wilkinson (who now nﬁ
ed on behalf of the prisoner): Thetracks
were 60 or 70 yards from the barn; the
right boot ﬁtted the track. I saw other
tracks, but would not swear the boot

would fit them. I would not swear that

the track was not made three days a%l
Mr. Devereaux said after I came back, he
had another pair of boots. He might have
said they were in Blanchard’s shop, but
am not certain.

To Mr. Tweedie:—] got the boots yes-
terdsy morning in a shed, at the back of
the house, e tracks referred to as fit-
ting the boot was plain. The track seem-
ed to be recently made, I could not mea-
sure the time. I don’t think they were
made a week previous, I would not swear
they were not.
Aun Bernard sworn :—I live in Chatham
in John Devereaux’s house, I saw him on

"Week s barnin the rear of the house yu‘

-

‘Tuesday -at 111in the morning, and on
Tuesday night. I did not observe his

dress. He said on Tuesday, he was gding
up the river ; don’t know what boots he

hadon. I saw him on Tuesday night
after 10. He did nbt say, where he' was
going. He said on Tuesday, he was going
to the railway. He took a "satchel - that
-#ight out of the kitchen, I saw him next
mornjng before 7 o clock I did not notice
if he'was in his sock feet. Prisoner did
not admit to me that he had fired the barn;
never heard - him make. threats. I have
seen him wear similar boots to those pro-
duced.

John McCarthy sworn :—I live in Chat-
ham in Mr. Devereaux’s house, I remem-
ber last Tuesday. He was there; saw
him on Tuesday evening. Did not “know
he was going away. He was in the honse
at 11.300n uesday evenin; On Wednes-
day morning, quite early,%:e came down
stalrs and was in his sock feet I think.

Idid not ask him where he had been.
I might have said to him “you are not
away yes.” (He was talking’abeut going
away the day before.) Don’t recollect
what pris ner said in reply.

To Mr. Carman:—Have seen boots pro-
dueed, they might be prisoner’s. I never
take stock of s man's wear.

To Mr, Wilkinson:—1I sat up that night

till 11. or 11.30. ° Next' _hno Feaw

was on Wedneudlg . T could not

tell if he was in the house all night.
Alexander Lane, sworn:—I live in Chat-
ham with my brother, Jobn. A bernand
asmall shop belonging to us were’ both
burned. The barn was burned.on Wed-
nesday morning. I never heard prisoner
&e shop

make threats any more than that
would be burned down.

To Mr. Wilkinson:—He said that liquor
should not be sold in theshop in his name.
I asked why? He said it would be burned
down. There were things in_the shop,
that had been his. He said his wite
should not sell rum in his name. The
shop was on the Lane property. ;

' This closed the evidence, and after ad-
dresses by Counsel, and remarks by the
Court, prisoner was committed for trial.
He asked if he could be admitted to bail,
and was informed that was a matter for

. Orossing the Dauube, ¥
Much has been said in the dﬂpatches
during the present year about crossing the
Danube, but as probably few of our readers
upderstand what that invalves, it might
)consnle them for the apparently slow move-
nts of the Russians, if they knew some
the difficulties of the Russian advance.
For large armies, of at least say 200,000
men, to cross the wide and rapid Danube
—for the Russians would not dare to
march into Roumania with a less force—
with the i quantities of iti
provisions, and other war material, they
would have fo build at least five or six
iarge pontoons and keep them well pre-
served. What difficulties will present
themselves to the Russian pontooners and
engineers officers. First, there is the bad
condition of the roads. For large armies
to cross on that entire stretch of the
Danube, from the mouth of the Sukina to
Silistria, or to operate with large bodies
of froops, is a sheer imphesibility.
Whether to the right or left of'the river
the land is very marshy, the rdpds hiry,
80 that heavy bodies ofl troSpd ¢annot
march over them. True, near Braila and
Galatz it will not be difficult to lay pon-
toons over the Danube; but, although
troops may cross, the fact that there are
no large military roads would soon put &
stop to their onward march. All Turkish
. Dobrudscha# a marshy country uncultivat-
ed, where but half savage nomadic Tartars
dwell with their hordes of cattle, is ac-
cordingly without roads or settled home-
steads. Itis probable, however, the Rus-
sians - would not patronize this region in
force, where in 1854, the French ignorant-
1y sacrificed a corps of 20,000 mén, well
equipped and assisted in every possible
way by a large force of Tartars. The
Russian army might probably make its
principal passage in the neighborhood of
Oltenitza; but wherever they cross, the
banks on the Turkish side sre mostly high
and well adapted for heavy batteries.
The Russians will also have to contend
with the Turkish flotilla, a condition un-
known to-them in former wats, which may
shatter their pontoons, and harass them
in a variety of ways. To this the Rus-
sians can only oppose torpedoes.-7Onee
in Bulgaria, a Russian army cut off from
the mother country, might be made to stf-
fer great distress from want” of supplies,
and crossing the Danube, be only the
commencement of a new series of diffi.
culties,
