~ Washington, Oct. 30.—The State
Department has decided to protest to
Great Britain  against the detention
of the Amerigan steamship Kroonland,
held up at Gibraltar with some 1,200
passengers, and a cargo of copper
bound from New York for Italian and
Greek ports.

EOWARD R. JEWETT

Edward L, Jewett, a prominent and
respected citizen, passed away at his
residence, 13 Queen Square, at about
half past six o'clock yesterday morn
ln_g. after a brief illness, aged 70 years.
