As is well known, some metals are 

unsuitable for casting, while others, 
like iron, can rendil.v be cast in any de­
sired shape. The property of casting 
well Is said to depend upon whether 
the metal contracts or expands on so­
lidifying from the liquid form. Iron, 
like water, expands in solidifying, and 
hence the solid metal may be seen 
floating In the liquid iron about it. The 
expansion causes it to fill the die into" 
which it is poured, and so It can be 
cast easily. Gold and silver contract 
in cooling and therefore are not suita­
ble for casting.
