The last publication of the death-rate
in great Britain contains the following
curious statements regarding the differ-
ent causes of death: One man died from
the bite of a cat; and two more from
bites respectively of a ferret and an ad-
der.  Another was stung to death by
bees. A man and a boy died of falling
from velocipedes, and an old lady was
killed by injuries inflicted by that
agteeable machine. . The swallowing of a
shell, a screw, and a cherry stone put
a period -to the Hvés of three infants,
while two died of putting one a stone
the other a bead into the ear.  Swallow-
ing bones sent three people out of the
world, swallowing coins finished two,
and swallowing a pin quickly pricked on
grim death for one. A scratchbya thorn
Kkilled a woman of middle age; improper
medicine poisoned eight people and im-
proper food five. Four hundred and
forty-four young - children- were smo-
thered by bed .clothes, and 930
persons during the year lost their lives
in railway aceidents. The proportion ¢
stiicides to every million of the popula-
tion is about 70—the deaths by hanging,
the knife and' drowning being most
sumerous. Heart disease the year’s
record shows to be increasing—a state
of things which is said by eminent physi-
cians, to be caused by the greater wear
and tear of business and the inereased
mental activity of the age.

A Drunken Man Shoots his Wife.

In Malden, Massachusetts, ‘Wednesday,
Mark Boothby, shot his wife dead, and
then fled from the house. Afterward he
returned and gave himself up. The evi-
dence of a girl of 12 years, his wife’s
daughter by a former husband, is as fol-
lows: |

About half-past 7 o'clock my mother
went up to Mr. Campbell’s, where she
found Mr. Boothby intoxicated; she told
him to take no more liguor; he came
back with my mother, and after she. got
breakfast, she wanted him to eat some;
he said he didn’t want any; he then took
up the cat, which jumped out of his arms,
and, as 1 thought, ran down cellar; he
asked me where the cat was, and I
said I thought it ran down cel-
lar; in & few minutes after he
again asked where the cat was, and I
made the same reply as before; and he
says, “You do know where the cat is, you
little ,and T'll shoot you.” Iran
down the door steps and my mother in-
terfered, and he shother; her last words
were, ‘Oh, my heart.” Last night he at-
tempted to chokeher; he hasnever been
kind; has been cross all the time; was
intoxieated last night about ten o’clock
when he came home; he slept all the
night in the chair and’ my mother sat
up with him; my mothei canght hold of
his arm when he was trying to shoot and
the gun fell on the floor; he picked it up,
and said if'she didn’t let him shoot me he
would shoot her; he has threatened my
mother’s life more than once; yesterday,
the day before, and two or three times
previously ; he has had the guninhishand
when he has threatened my mother be-
fore; thegun was kept loaded usually;
mother hasn’t .been afraid of him; he
choked her so much last night that if I
hadn’t alarmed the neighbors she would
have been choked to death. Yesterday,
while drunk, he broke up s wheelbarrow
and set the pieces on five and in five or
six minutes the house would have burn-
ed if mother hadw’t tnrown a dish of
water on it; he generally loaded the gun
with large slugs.
