Mr. R. H. DeVeber sald that after Mr.
Pomville’s action in Parliainent he was
surprised at him saying anything.

Hon. T. R. Jones thought there
had been too much vacillating al-
ready amongst the members of the Boarcd,
As the Lloyds will not be compulsory the
ship ownersshould not hiold up thelrhands
against it. If the English and French
Lloyds were to unite this. Lloyds would
be their only protection.

Mr. W. C. Watson made a speech op~

Mr. C. W. Weldon gave a legal dis-
quisition on the subject. He tho! ht
that as our ships sail under the British
flag, all legislation should be from the
Imperial Parliament. It was a commer-
cial question, however, and one that he
was not particularly interested in.

Mr. Palmer opposed this idea of Mr.
Weldon's and thought that Canada should
legislate for her own ships. The Im-
perial Parliament dare not stop the legis-
lation of the Parliament of Canada for
the good of her own commerce. As the
subject was one of great interest and as
many had not had a chance to speak, he
suggested an adjournment of the debate.
