Avoid personality 
clashes: Searle
“The less this council gets into per­

sonalities, the better,” declared Mayor Ron 
Searle this week at a general committee 
meeting.

Searle lost his temper during a general 
committee meeting and lectured Councillor 
Hazel McCallion on the need for this new coun­
cil, elected in December, to avoid personality 
clashes.

Searle said he had made the utmost effort 
to be conciliatory. When the previous council 
took office in early 1974, “a certain atmosphere 
has already been set up,” Searle said. He is 
determined that will not happen again, he said.

“Anytime you and I have a persona! dis­
agreement, let’s talk about it outside," the 
mayor said. The last council had different 
philosophies and could not work together effec­
tively, Searle said. “Let’s try to make it work 
this time."

Searle’s remarks followed criticisim by 
Mrs. McCallion of what she said was his chang­
ed position on an item. At general committee, 
Searle spoke against a committee of the whole 
council for a task force on the city’s ad­
ministration. He favored a smaller, five-person 
task force.
