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In regard to whioh Agenoy the amalgamated Band should belong, Chief 
irank stated on behalf of hie people that they did not Bind under 
which administration it wae placed, but he felt the ea e way ae Mr. 
Todd, that the transfer of Comox would out off approximately 46 mlleo 
from Mr.Moore’■ district which would at the saee time only add about 
25 miles to that of Mr, Todd. However he wae perfcetiy willing to 
leave this to the Department to decide.

Chief Moses Moon, on behalf of the Salmon Hiver band, expressed the 
reasons why his people had not lived on their own reserve at Salmon 
Hiver. He stated they have no homes there, and it ie neoeeeary for 
them to go away for employment ae there le no meane of earning a live­
lihood in that district. He stated the idea of amalgamation had been 
dleoussed with these two bands for several years, end that he had him­
self discussed It some time ago with hie Indian Agent. They are all 
willing to amalgamate and would like to make their permanent hoses at 
Comox. He excluded by saving they too were willing to leave the 
matter of agenoy headquarters to the Department.
A resolution, according to me wishes oJ those present was then framed, 
as follows:-

"*e, the following members of tne Comox hand of the Cowiehan Agenoy, 
end the Salmon River (nahkahmatitle) hand of the Kwawkewlth Agency, 
hereby request the Indian Affaire Branch to approve of the amal­
gamation of our bande under the following arrangement,-
1. That the two banae, when amalgamated, snail be anown ae tne 

•Comox Band*, ail business and corres,onuence relating thereto 
to be henoefo th done in the name of this baud.

2 That Chief Andrew Trank, present Chief of tne Comox dead, and 
Chief Moses Moon, present Chief of the Salmon diver band,shall 
remain as Chiefs of the combined baud, *1uh equal powers and 
responsibilities.

3. That the reserves of the two bands shall u- amalgamated under 
the ownership of the new Comox hand.

4. That Trust Aeoounl Mo,331 of the Salmon Hirer (nahkanmatlsle) 
hand shall be transferred into the present aeeo unt of the 
Comox Band, the combined aecounte henceforth to be the property 
of the two amalga ated bande,

6. In regard to the administration of the amalgamated Comox hand, 
we feel for this purpose it would be better to have this new 
band included tn the Awawkewlth Agenoy, ae that would .merely 
extend the boundaries of this Agency to Comox, suereae the 
Cowiehan Agency would have to be extended within the tenitery 
of the Kwawkewlth Agenoy to include Salmon Hiver Reserve ko. I.

-e hero by sign the above reeuiutien signifying our agreement thereto 
and request the Indian Affairs araneh to approve of same at tneir 
early eonvenienee."
