battles until desth. Hs also remiuded
them that they should henceforth uphoid
thelr holy religlon, never denylng it on
8ny occaston Whatsoever, Ho greatly de.
plored the meaningless cowardice of n
Catholic who was ashamed of his faith—
rather ehould he be proud and grateful,
for the slgnal honor conferred upon him,
to be a lamb of the true fold, slnce, as
there is but one Lord, ome falth, one
baptism, one God, the Father of all, there
Is but oue true Chuzch, out of whica there
{s no eslvation, He compared other
churches and creeds with the true Church,
aud constrasted the religlons of men—
mere human organizations—with the
Church of Chriet, and impressed upon his
bearers the absurdity of men who, either
deluded by Satan into an idea of divine
inspiration, or so presumpiuously egotiati.
cal as to venture to improve upon or re.
form an institution of Divine foundation
and set themselves up as apiritual leaders
of the people. Since to err ls humaa, it
could not but necessarily follow that
dlvers dogmae and articles of belief of a
decldedly corflicting nature should ariee
among human secte, Which amply account
for the numerous churches and beliefs,
of which the Salvation Army, the
latest acqulisition, has as good a preten.
tlon to Divine foundation as any.
In contradistinction, he cited the four
eseential dlstingulshing marks of the tene
falth, viz. : Uatty, Hollness, Catholicity
and Apostolle Succession, He esld these
four marks were pecullar to and visible
in the Holy Cathollc Church—the only
true Church. Its unity conslsts In the
eame sacramexnts, same ceremonles, same
prayers of ell the falthful, who ere gov
erned by the eame vislble head on earth—
the Pope. Ite holiness is manifest 12 the
varlous grace giving channels—the sacra
ments, which are the loving sxd merciful
Institutions of Chrlst, through the merits
of Whom, appiied to our souls, we receive
geace and holtnoes, It Cathollcity is too
apparent for zejoation or denlal. Go where
you will, its rites, cercmonies and sacra
ments aie essentinlly the eame; ju
fact, so Catholic or universal is the true
faith that a Cathollc might hear Macs as
devoutly, end with the same fervor, i
daikeet Africa as in the church in Thorold,
Its Apostolic nuccetslon everyore ia pre
pared to adwit, and also that the present
occupant of the Papal throne, Pope Luo
XL, reprecents an unbroken euceestion
of Popes from the t{me of S:, Pater, the
Church's first Pope,.

His Grace then dwelt upon the seven
sacraments, and defined them, Wa ail
come Into thls world taluted with the
stain of original eln, and are born children
of wrath, By baptism we are regenerated,
made Christiavs, childven of Ged, and
heiza to the kingdom of Heaven ; we also
renounce satan and all bhls works and
pompa. In tlme we receive the sacrament
of confirmation, which strergthens and
perfects us n our loyalty and fidelity to
our baptlsmal vows, and, by means of
the seven giftsof the Holy Ghost, received
at confirmation, we are better enabled to
fight the battle of life, and openly avow
our faith and alleglatce to our Divine
Master.,

It 1s an acsured fact that there are men
who are possessed of courage, amounting
to almost positive recklessness, who would,
when duty demanded, brave the fury of
the elements, and face the cannon’s
mouth, without fear or trepldation, but
had not the moral courage to go to con.
fesslon, not even brave emough to with
stand the wiles of the tempter, and pre.
vent themselyis from becoming base,
confirmed druukards, No Oatholic should
deny hls falth, yet how many are there
whose dally lives are living and continu.
ous denials of that faith. D> not think
all conelsts in falth alone, for without good
worke falth 1s dead.

He further reminded them that thelr

Parents
are rometimes, in no pmall degree, reipon

eible for thls carelessness and Indiffarence
in thelr children, for how can a child be
expected to grow up s plous and de

voul young man or woman, as the case
mey be, when the parents are never
seen  on thelr kuees In  prayer,
It o nothing less then s deliberate llo for
such parents to frame fllmsy exeuses for
not eaying their prayers. To say they
bad no tinue fs elmply ridicalons in the
extreme, as thoy are by no means pressed
for time when eating their breakfast, and
thereby relnforclng thelr enemy, the flash,
by pawpering it, while they have no time
to sirengthen the fortress of thelr aoul by
prayer, to withstand the enemy’s on.

The only, means for us to adopt
to cope with the devil, are attendlng Macs
regularly and often, frequenticg the sacra

A TRIP DOWN THE ST. LA W
RENCE,

Wao were a party of three, who had no
Eummer cuting or holiday enjoyment
for several scascns. St Lawrence River
was chosen a8 most likely to restore
vigor by the change from inland stmoa.
phere to sea-air and “odor of brine from
tie ocean.” The Taousand Ielands
were passed in the tinted misis of morn.
ing aud the Lachine Rapids shot through
In daylight bealore reaching Moantreal,
Here we wera transferred from the stuffy
littie steamer, where, for twenty eight
hours, we lLad been “ciibbed, cabin'd
and cenfined,” to the commodisus, airy,
elegant, richly furnished pariors of the
steamer Quebee. Captain Nelson was
most agreeably attentive to his guests,
and to us ezpecislly. We supped with
him in the gravd salon, where every fruit
and delicacy of the senson was furnishad
in rich sbundance and every politenneg
shown that might ba expected from a
gentleman of the old schaol of Francg-
Britigh, who speaks French and English
with equal fluency, and wbo entertains
no national or creed prejudico, We
were breakfasting next morning when
Quebee was  announced, and, after
hasiily packing up, we drove to the S,
Louis Hotel. This is a branch of the old
Russel House, and is owned by a syndi-
cate,

The citadel was visited, with iis ram.
parts and bastions, and iron-grated gates,
and pyramids of sharpuel, bomb shells
and canon ball of every dimension, while
tiers of field guns peeped out from the
embragures and the wide stone terraces
were surmounted with heavy pieces of
ordinance, intended, no doubt, in case
of invasion by a hostile flaet to sink any
ordinary man of war and sweep the
country with & leaden hail for miles ia
front and from esst to west. The Piains
of Abraham, with remunants of the old
French redoubis, are still shown, Tue
place where Montgomery fell is markead
by 8 white sign board aoout half way up
the steep inclice, and the cove
is pointed out from which the
British Highlanders in 1759 scaled
the heights and surprised the French,
Additional curiosity is excited, and a
feeling of horror creeps over the visitor
in contemplating the huge mountain of
rock which fell not long since on the
doomed inhabitants of Lower Champlain
street, by which several houses were
crushed to atoms and several precious
lives were lost, Tae back-man, who
drove, us around the ruine, could teil
the names of every one that perished,
aud recite thrilling anecdotes of severai
hair-breath escapes. 8o hege were tie
baulders and enormous the square piccos
of rosk that fell they couls not be re
moved, Taey lis there siill in a con
fused mass, with the debris of the
crushed houses ; the crevicea are all
filled in, and a new rosd way 1s builg
arcund the heap-fallen rock, How
people still continue to live in the same
siroet, with 1uins piled around there,
and the over-hanging rocks ready for
anoiher plunge, 18 & mystery, The
heavy piece of ordinsnce, which formerly
boomed three times a day from the
castellated torrace above, ia now silent,
Ii ia feared the reverberation caused by
the sound and recoil miyht sheke down
another avalanche upon the dangerously
eituated people and houses underneath,
Siill the fasnionables continue to pro-
menade every evening from 8 to 10 p, m,
the Durham and Dufferin Terraces,
immediately overhead, while the band

plays overtures aud classic selections,
and electric lights show forth the ele
gance wud style of Qaebec's etalwart
youth and bedizened guiety,

We visited the Basilica, eathodral
chureb, where exteneive reperirs are
going on, avd admired a chaste and v ry
beautiful sistue of the Sacred Hears
St. Roeh’s and St, Patrick’s were ulso
ecen, The laster baa been ietely frescoed
and ertistically decorated, [t is now,
in my opinion, the equal of the Jesu
in Montreal,

Uan returning from the citadel, and
emergivg from the chein gate, an im
mense stone wichway epang the street,
tkrough which, after passing, you stand
freing the new Provineial Pariiamentary
buildipgs. Here you take in the wide
spreading lawn and green-tufted terraces
in frent, while gravel walks lead through
the grounds, and round & winiature arti
fisial pond, to the main e ntrence, whera,
after ascending a few eteps of chiseled
grenite, you ave ushered into the halls of
tze Quebec lHouee of Legislature, We
were shown ihrough the library, and
noticed the portraits of Quebue's celebri
ties that were suspended on the walle
of the eorridors and around the galleries
both of the Senate aud the ball of repre.
gentetivea,  On inquiry wo found that
the Hon, Piime Minister, Hovore Me reier,
could be seen in his private chambers,
and, on sending our cards, we were
uchergd into sn adjoining weiting.room,
Hon, Mr, Mercior greeted us most
cordially, and after a bhalf howr’s
pleasant conversation we were invited
Lo luneh with the Prime Minister at his
temporary residence on Revoir street,
Hon, Mr, Mercier is a pertect gentleman
in his own house, He was all kindness,
aflability and pleasantness, During the
modest repast, called lunch, which
lasted fully three bours, his bon hommie,
piquant anecdote, kind attention to his
guests, and sallies of genuine wit and
repartee never languished for a moment,
Tke time passed all too rapidly waen
the ringing ot a telephone ball and stern
official duty compelled us to say a hasty
good-bye with repeated thanks for such
generons and unexpected hoepitality,

Early next morning we were on board
the steamship Canada, coasting around
L'lsle D'O:leaus, down past the [sland
of Condres and along the bleak hills of
the Emboulements, until we reached
Murray Bay. Here we touched land,
when hundreds came running down from
the meightoring village and from the
Cogy coitages umong the trees on the
opposite slopes, Murray Bay is a favor
ite summmer resort for the getry of Mon.
treal and Torontn, who have bought sites
and built neat cottages along the wooded
coast and on the blufls that icok down
cn the briny heaving waters of this eetu~
ary of the Si Lawrence, From our
uvpper'deck I noiiced Hon, Sammnel
Blake among tho crowd on the wharf,
He was standing beside his gon and
dsughter when | dofted my hot to m,
end ha at once recoguized me.  As our

The town ssems more
thickly studded with bouses and bstier
laid out in regulsar streets than any vil-
iage or town we called a1 since leaving
Quebee, It 18 here Sir John A Mae.

No doubs many others wisaing to be
pear the source of power and patronage
affeot tastes similar to Liady Macdoneld's,
and prefer Riviere de Loup as a summer
resori L0 any other beach in the wiole
world, °

Yoreach Tadousac, the mext placa of
cailing, you must turn the helm hard a
port, sud steec diagonally acros: the Si.
Lawreces in a north-easterly direcilion
uutil you strike tha south shore, and there
you land passengers in the hiatorie,
although poor and scattered, viliege of
Tadousac, It was about tea time,
night wus setting In, and we were
promised that on the return trtp two
hours would be allowcd the excarslonlsts
to visit the place and exawine fts curi.
otities, Tadoueac is at the mouth of the
Saguenay River, into the deep briney
waters snd thickenlog shadows of which
our vessel plunged, sailing direct for
Chicoutlmi, the objective polat of our
three days’ voyage de mer.

Cuicoutimi was resched by 3 a, m, of
the cleck, ard all, except the deck
hands and cfficers, were locked in the
arms of the darowsy god, On awaking,
and turzieg out for prayer and breakfast
next morning, we found ourselves twenty
miles back on the retura trip and quietly
resting in Ha Ha Bay. Several passen.
gers went on shore, and, as it was about 8

1og Saturday moreing to their respectivo
patishes, They all wore long eussocks
and tnsseled sashes at the waist and
spoke French, As our party was quite
familiar with that language, we soon en.
goged in a general conversation wiih
those venerable cures, some of whom
showed signs of hardship and of
long years spent in missionary work,
Rev. On, Debougnie was introduced
to us ne the saintly old Father who had
preached the retreat, In conversation
with him we fouud that he is the
Superior of the Redemptorict Fathers,
who have charge over the relics and
ehrine of St. Anne at Beaupre, 1o is a
Belgian by origin, speaks French almoat
exclusively, is most condescending and
aftable in manner, He invited our
party to ghare the hospiiality of his
monastery when wa visited St, Anne's,
In summer eighteen Fathets work with
him at 8¢, Auns’, and they are sli kept
busy shriving the pilgrims who flack 1o
the holy shrine, sometimes to the num
ber of ten thousand in one day, Duriong
the winter season those Fathers are sent
by Father Dagougnie in twos and tarees
to preach missions in isolated districts,
and visit the raftsmen and voyageurs in
their shanties, The amount of good
they accomplish among the scattored
populations of those wila desolate regions
18 simply incalculable,
It was 3 p. m, when our veasel reached
the famous Cap de Trinite, s perpendicu-
lar clift that rises up from the water’s
edge and towers away into the eky to the
height of eighteen hundred feet, There
are three distinct cones of mountain
over- topping the clitl, and giving to the
cape the name it bears, Our ship
slowed as we passed beneath the huge
mass and went apparently so close to
the overuanging wall of granite that you
could almost reach it with an oar,
This was delusion, however, caused by
the vastness of our surroundings; for
the strongest athlete on board could not
send a stone farenough to striks the rock,
The captain, foreseeing this, had a pail
full of round stones provided, and much
amusement was caused by the manly and
superhuman eftorts made by every man
on board to do the impossible, Menn-
while a white image appeared Away up
among the rocks, indistinet at first, but
was plaialy visible, and recognizad by all,
a3 & magnificent statue ot the Blessed
Virgin, [t etood on a ledge about eight
bundred feet absve the surface of the
river, and appeared life siza, although we
were informed its dimensions are eight
by thirty two feet. Asweapproached the
chff, from which it appeared to look
down complacently on tha vagt OXPAnHe
of waters and tne wayfarcrs who rode
them, one of the French cures present
entoned the “Adve Mars Stolin” Ha
siood on the forward pavilion of the
upper deck, and was immediaiely joined
by all the other prieats and students and
a few Catholice, who were mmong the
excurgiouigte,  All eang in eclemn
tono and perfect unison the grand old
hymn of Osathoiie inspiration end piety
which long ago roused the droopingspirits
of Columbus aud hls adventurous marin-
ers du search of & nsw world, The rich
tones raug out in old Gregorlan grandeur
over the placld waters of the bay aad
were repeated in startling echoes from
rock to rock. Tae excurslonists, who
were, for the mast part, Ameriean tourists
of every Corlattan and of no denomina-
tlon, were thunderstruck and ltstened in
wonder and admlration at the solemn and
soul-reaching cadences of the Inspired
chaut.
