In a volume just published. entitled
%“L’Allemagne Avant la Guerre,” Bar-
| on Beyens, the former Minister of Bel-
'gium at the Kaiser's Court, gives
j’some interesting impressions formed
by him before the war. Among mat-
| ters referred to is the attitude of the

Kaiser towards France, 'which for
scme months prior to the outbreak of

| hostilities was one of undisguised: bit-

terness—
. In February, 1914, he used in my
i prese'nc‘e‘o‘h"gtmtht of ¥ Court-ball,
(in the course of a ' conversation. in
,which my friend and fellow-country-
! man Baron Lambert took part, an ex-
. pression more forcible than true—an
expression which he was fond of re-
peating, for he had already used it
' with other diplomats—“I have often
{offered my hand to France; she has
| given me her answer with kicks.” His
{ bitterness ‘next directed itself to the
Parisian Press, which, he said, was
| attacking Germany day by day in un-
! measured language.
The Kaiser ended in a grave tone

by declaring in an emphatic manner,
' which gave weight to his words, that
“Paris should ‘take care, for it would
not be always thus.” Concerning the
Kaiser’s state of health and his “moral
degeneration,” Baron Beyens writes—
. The state of his health— I have
, heard him say it—may have been the
vgo_verning factor in a moral degener-
'ation. In spite of the open-air exer-
, cise which he took assiduously, or
because of the frequent changes and
' the overstrain which followed it, his
jnerves, always on the stretch, were
| enfeebled. The daily rest of at least
‘an hour in bed each afternoon to
: which he constrained himself was not
| sufficient to establish a physical equili-
brium. His wrinkled face and gray
| complexion betrayed the using up of
; his constitution. The German pcople
rwho  saw him seldom, were struck
with the premature ageing of the
i Kaiser.

! Baron Beyens does not think that
fatigue and overstrain affected the
Kaiser's acts greatly. “His designs
have been planned with perfect calm-
ness of mind, and not in that state of
' unhealthy over excitement which is too
readily attributed to him.” Of the
Crown Prince, Baron Beyens writes—
“Less instructed, less cultivated, less
- universal, but equally self-willed, he
has inherited his father’s impetuosity
1 and his irresistible necessity to pour
' out his mind freely.”
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BRITISH PATROL U. S. COAST

Washington, Nov. 16—Recent re-
newel by  England of her warship
patrol of the United States’ Atlantic

| coast culminating in theé chase of the

Danish steamer Vinland into Norfolk,
may result in a protest and demand
for withdrawal of the British cruisers.

Officials pointed out that the
American steamer Hocking was seiz-
ed two weeks ago only a few miles
out of New York harbor and taken
before the Halifax Prize Court. Men
from another British cruiser boarded
the American steamer Zealandia at
Progreso, Mexico. The chase of- the
Vinland was culminative evidence of
presence of a considerable British pa-
trol off American harbors.

After the internment of the Ger-
man raiders, the Prinz Eitel Fried-
rich and Kron Prinz Wilhelm, . the
last of the German gea raiders, the
British patrol was lar ly withdrawn,
but ‘has now apparently returned to
American waters.

The Navy Department may provide
a convoy for the Vinland from Nor-
folk to prevent her seizure by British
warships believed lying in wait off
Cape Henry. If it is established that
a‘British vessel entered the three-
mile zone while pursuing the Vin-
lapd. it is regarded certain a protest
-will be made.
