BOTH LEGS TAKEN OFF BY A TRAIN

And the Shork Was Se Great That He
Soon Died—Dougald Carrie of Egre-
mont Buried Alive in & Well—
Young Man Leses a Hand—
Burned to Death.

Woodbridge, Ont., Nov. 29.—As the even-
ipg train came into Woodbridge Station
last night, Duncan McGeachle of Elder's
Mills, who was walting on the plutlor'm.
stepped across the track In front of the
engine, but, miscalculating the distance of
the approaching train, he was struck and
ground to pleces beneath the wheels. The
engine and baggage car passed over him,
his lower limbs Dleing crushed Into pulp
and his head cut open.

The Vieeroy of India Visited Baroda and
the Crowds, in Rushing for the Park
Gates, € hed Many to Death,

Bombay, Nov. 20.—A despatch from Barvo-
da, capital of the State of that name, gives
the details of a fatal accident which, oc-
curred there to-night. The Earl of Elgin,
Viceroy of Indla, arrived at Baroda this
evening on & visit to the Gulkwar, or na-
tive rulee of the State. 7T fubabitants
turned out en mausse to welcome the Vice-
roy and to see a display of fireworks In
his honor. The display was given In the
park of the Galkwar, which was open to
the public. Everything passed off without
incident of note until the end of the cere-
monles. Then the crowd made a rush for
the park gates, which were 50 narrow that
they soon become jammed with  people.
Those behind, not knowing the cause o
the delay at the exit, pressed forward un-
til the crush at the gutes was terrific. A
pumber of persons were squeezed to death,
‘while others who lost their footing In the
surging mass of humanity had the life
trampled out of them or died from suffo-
catlon. When the crowd Wwas finally clear-
wd away it was found that 20 persons had
been killed and 85 more or less seriously
injured.

HAVE THEY PERISHED?

Twe Prominent Toremtonians, Whe Were

Iunds were imme-
dlately forwarded by those in the syndk
cate which the lost men represent, and
after a great deal of trouble Mr. Mills,
with the assistance of the Hudson Buy
Company, is on the road to try and find

ANTIDOTE FOR TYPHOID,

Twe German Scientists Have Beem Experls
menting ¥With an Anti-Texine and
Hope for Great Results.

Washington, Nov. United States
Consul George Sawter at rchau,
sends to the Department of State an
account of a report soon to be publish=
ed i a German medical journal by
Prof. R. Pfeiffer and Dr. W. Kalle, two
well-known  bacteriologists of Berlin,
giving the effect of a number of ex-
periments they have made with a ty=-
phus anti-toxine. “If their hapes are
confirmed,” says the Consul, “the sci-
ence of therapeutics in infectious dis-
eases will have received another most
valuable al jon in this new disco
éry. The- typho 4 bacillus is largely
known to exist in well and spring wat=
er, and the fact that they are frequent=
ly the direct causc of infection is wide=
ly recognized by authorities on bacterio=
logy. Consequently this latest import~
ant discovery is Lo be greeted with joy,
as it may prove in the future the
means of preserving numberless lives
from untimely demise, particulgrly as
man is susceptible to attack from these
bacilli during the best years of his
levelopment—20 to 25 years. The in-
seulations of ‘typhus anti-toxine' can
be easily anil quickly executed, and
will prove of great value and benefit,
especially in times of epldemic, when
the need of a prompt and efficacious
life saving remedy is most urgent.
