Liberals sé a-Shameful New Bruns-
IV A~ spbir Sorrespondent Y iiiiiE Froir
‘Ottawa under‘daté of May Ist sends the
following: 29k G

To-day witnessed the most lively debate
of the sesdion, and brought to lght one
of the most shameful 'and disgraceful
acts of the Government, a fit companion
to the many scandals which have made
the name of the present Government
a by-word and a reproach. = This was the
loan of a large sum of public money to e
private company in New Brunsw.ck, con-
sist'ng of Alex. Gibson, hig son, Mr.
Temple, M, P., and Mr. Temple's son-
in-law. The money ‘was given=on prac-
tically no security, and the interest has
remained unpald for five or six yedrs,
The Government made no good 'defence
of this scandalous transaction, But tried
to evade it by a discussion of an alleged
atiack on Mr. Gibson’s character. The
matter was brought up by Mr. McMullen,
the able representative from Wellington,
who makes the careful criticism ‘of ex-
penditure his care. In the course of the
debate It became very clear why the lea-
der of the Govermment made the choice
of York County when he found he was
no lunger wanted by his old constituency,
Kings. ‘The influence of Mr, Gibson is
relied on to win the election, and Mr,
G:bson ‘has a large obligation to the
treasury -which he wants to get out of.
In 1885 the Fredericton and St. Mary's
Rallway Bridge Cémpany was chartered,
and after some time the bridge and two
and one-tenth of rallway attached were
built at a cost of §429,600. This road is
situated in the County of York, N.B., for
which the Finance Minister has been
nom:nated, and for which Mr. Temple,
‘one of the directors of the company, at
present sits. ‘The paid-up capital of the
company ‘only amounted 'to $20,000, but
upon this fimsy focting the Government
granted a bonus of $30,000 and & loan of
$300,000 at 4 per cent. For one year the
interest was paid, but since the present
Finance Minister came into office arrears
of $72,000 of interest have accumulated.
Mr. Foster declined to say anything at
all on the subject, and the debate was
taken up by Mr. Lister, who denounced
the transaction. He asserted that the
member for York had been purchased by
the company. 'This remark was met by
calls of “Order” from the other side of
the House, and the hon. member modified
it by “rewarded,” ‘indentified” and ‘Te-
cognized,” none of which suited the mem-
bers of the Government benches. To
satisfy them, Mr, Lister 'withdrew the
expression ‘“plrchased.”

Mr. Temple got up to repudiate the
charge - against him, but made matters
worse. It is said that on one occasion
when he tried to speak on this subject
8ir John Macdonald pushed him into bis
geat. (He made the statement that at
one time he had been approached by
prominent member on the other side of
the House with an offer to join them for
a consideration. Naturally the member
for York was at once challenged to give
the name of the gentleman referred to,
but he refused to do so, giving the weak
excuse that he d:d not wish to expose
him. The calls to “name” and “with-
draw” continued for a couple of minutes,
and finally the hon, member was compel-
led to expose the paltry -trick by which
he had tried to escape from Mr. Lister's
charge by stating that the gentleman re-
ferred to was not a member of the House,
but a member of the party. A murmur
of indignation came from the Opposition,
but Mr. Temple still kept the name to
himself. é

{Mr. Hazen tried to defend the Bridge
Company and the Government, but he
was more than answered by Mr. McMul-
len, who characterized the transaction
as a sample of the political folly, extrava-
gance and recklessness of the Govern-
ment., |

Mr. Foster kept religiously from the
subject of the bridge, but favored the
House with a lengthy panegyric on Mr.
Gibson, whom -he described as.a public
benefactor. He concluded with a most
unwarrantable attack on the member for
‘Wellington, alleging as a reason for
shrinking the question of th® non-col-
lection of the debt due by the Gibsons
that the question 'had not been asked by
a prominent member. (“Oh-'gh!") from
the Opposition. 5

Sir Richard Cartwright assured the
Finance Minister that he would hear en-
ough about the affair before it 'was
dropped. The hon. member for Welling-
ton was & man of high and well-earned
reputation—(Government ~laughter and
Oppostion cheers)—and the record would
bear comparison with jeven!that’ of the
Finance Minister. He had not climed
into, power as the champion of a body of
people for whom he had done lLttle,
The hon. gentleman was willing give
Mr. Gibson credit for all he hj one,
but Lke some other people ne’had his
moments of weakness. During the ses-
slon of 1889 Sir Charles Tupper had pre-
dicted that the cost of maintaining the
bridge would not exceed $2,000, and he
expected the tolls to ogme to $30,000 a year.
This promise was lke all others made
by hon. members on the other side of
the House.  8ir Richard pointed out that
the Auditor-General had drawn attention
to the unpaid interest, and he charged
the Government with slackness in not

settlements of Lulu Island will start from
the Royal Columbian Hospital at Sap-
perton. An extension of the Columbia
street line will be made to that point
from Leopold place, The western ex-
tension of the line will be thade across
Lulu Island bridge down the side of the
McGillivray gravel toad. The grading
of this road will be continued past the
two upper Richmond cross dykes a dis-
tance of about two miles, when the line
will be surveyed for the purpose of touch-
ing Ewens cannery first and each other
factory till Steveston is reached. The
whole system will cover about 15 miles,
and the company intend to make the run
in 30 minutes from the dentral office to
Steveston, about 13 1-2 miles.  Over 100
men are employed in connection with
the fishery establishments on and around
Lulu Island during the fishing season.
The proposed line will give the people of
that section a means of coming right in
touch with the traffic and trade of West-
minster. Jt will cost over $15,000 to build
an uilp the proposed sysiem, much
more than half of which amount will
be expended in and around this city. The
casting and line material will all be made
or filled here and the lumber materials
will be purchased. Th's means a pretty
good thing for the trade of Westminster.
The new company is composeéd of Eng-
lish and Canadian capitalists of note.
The corporation of Westminster is large-
ly interested on Lulu Island, owning all
or nearly all the land imside the limits
which cover a portion of the eastern end
of the Island. The E. R. & L. Co., ask
the people of this city for a bonus of
$50,000 and exemption from taxation in
city bonds which the company take at
4 per cent. No payments will be re~
quired for one year and then only the
interest on the above at 4 per cent. - It
is a question well worth cpnsidering in
the private and public interests of the
rate-payers, 'whether they would mot be
making a good bargain and assistng the
trade of their city by closing the deal
with the tramway people with as little
delay as possible. It has been offered

Transportation ' Changes and Prices for Sup-
plies to Miners.

Late advices received by The World from
Cariboo are in many respects highly encour-
aging.

The fact is emphasizel
that there are too many unemployel men
without either experience as miners or means
wherewith to proc¢ure provisions. In the event
of the mines not turning out reasonably satis-
factory there will be a good deal of hardship
experienced by many. People without means
should not go into Cariboo, as it is not a
poor man's eountry by any means. At the
time of writing our correspondent says there
was a good deal of snow still on the ground,
and a great deal on the mountains. If 2
sudden spell of hot weather comes on, high
water In the Lower Fraser valley will cer-
tainly follow. Farmers are reported to have
had their spring work well advanced and are
hopeful of reaping a good harvest this year.
In every respect the prospects in Cariboo arz
more encouraging this year than for many 1D
the past.

A miner who recently arrived at Quesnelle
Forks, from Nevada, thus writes the Grass
Valley Telegraph concerning his trip, charges
and prospects generally: ¥rom Grass Valley
to Vancouver City, first-class fare with board
included, is $30; from Vancouver to Ashcroft,
our nearest railroad station, $10.50; the stag:
