THE EMPfeROR’S° PROCLAMATION.
The following ia the proclamation is­

sued -by the Emperor of .China in the 
Peking Gazette: Ever since the opening 
of this country to international com­
merce with the various nations of the 
West, foreigners have been permitted to 
reside within the Inland towns and have 
lived in harmony^with t'he nations, whilst 
the grace of the throne has been ex­
tended to both without distinction. In 
this connection we have repeatedly com­
manded the high Provincial authorities 
to constantly grant extre protection to 
the foreigners. Instead of this, riots 
have frequently occurred. of late in Sze­
chuan and other provinces, and mission­
ary chapels have been burnt and torn 
down, while at the same time the flames 
of riot and discord spread 
veloped several sub-prefectures and dis­
tricts in the general destruction. Now, 
we again learn from reports received from 
Foochow that desperadoes in Kutien, 
also nafned Kuch’eng, have murdered a 
large number of foreigners even going 
so far as to massacre women and chil­
dren! The ferocity and cruelty betrayed 
by these acts has made us exceedingly 
distressed and indignant. As for the 
riots in Szechuan some of the guilty ones 
have already been captured, tried and 
punished; but the ringleaders and im­
portant criminals connected with the 
Fukien massacre are still at large and 
have not yet been arrested. We now 
command the Tartar General of Foo­
chow, Ch'ing Yu, and Pien Pao-ch'uan, 
the Viceroy of Min Che, to direct their 
military and civil subordinates to hasten 
with all speed to make the instant ar­
rest of the criminals nor shall they be 
allowed to permit anyone to escape the 
meshes of the law. In the meantime,, we 

convinced
ruffians having been allowed to exist at 
large and spread false rumors so as to 
excite the masses has been entirely due 
to the negligence of the local authorities 
and their failure to nip such matters in 
the bud. How should these officers be 
excused for exercising such carelessness, 
thereby causing much serious crimes to 
be brought about ? We now command 
the Tartar Generals, Viceroys and Gov­
ernors of all the provinces wherever 
there may be missionary chapels to give 
stringent orders to all of their subordin­
ates that they must use their best ef­
forts to give real and adequate protec­
tion to the said chapels, and they are 
also to issue proclamations to the masses 
exhorting them not to listen to false ru­
mors thereby needlessly creating suspi­
cion in their breasts, and that should 
anyone dare to use this as an excuse 
to get up disturbances the guilty ones 
shall without distinction be punished 
most severely according to their deserts. 
Furthermore, we warn such of the local 
authorities as shall try to craftily avoid 
their resposibllitles, that they will be 
most severely punished, and that no *** 
mercy will be exercised in their cases.
Let our commands be promulgated for 
the knowledge of all concerned.

BRINGING COALS TO NEWCASTLE.
We thoroughly agree with the Vic­

toria Colonist in an article which ap­
pears in to-day's issue, headed Encour­
age the Home Producer. This has been 
the policy of The World ever since Its 
inception, and we congratulate our con­
temporary on the fact that at last even 
it has had the scales removed from its 
eyes, and possibly the moss from its 
back. It tells us that it has been, and 
still Is, the practice of Chief Justice Da­
vie to patronize home industries, as 
much as he can. This is an old, old 
story re-told, having been made known 
through these columns over two years 
ago. But how comes it that other V c- 
torians do not learn the lesson taught 
by the Chief Justice? If we remember 
aright it 4s not long since the Toronto 
papers announced the fact in bold type, 
that no less than 17 carloads of fruit 
had been shipped by an Eastern canner, 
Mr. Boulter, of Prince Edward county, 
to wholesale dealers at the Capital. The 
Colonist surely must have been aware 
of this fact, and should have directed 
its fusilade at the ramparts of the es­
tablishments on Wharf and Yates 
streets, in its own city. This Province 
can and does grow excellent fruit, equal 
In every respect to that raised in On­
tario or anywhere else—the Annapolis 
valley apples possibly excepted. We have 
canneries in our midst, which can put 
up the fruit in good shape, and those 
who know are not backward In giving 
expression to their views as to excel­
lence of quality. We contend that every­
thing being equal, the home-made ar­
ticle should always get the preference. 
If there is a feeling of hostility to Main­
land-made goods in Victoria—and we 
hope there Is no-t—the sooner the people 
on this side of the Gulf are aware of the 
fact, the better it will be for all con­
cerned, as then we will know what ac­
tion to take to protect ourselves. But 
the Colonist has done a good act in 
drawing attention to the matter.

oA Country of Great Possibilities—Impos­

ing Function—A Scotch Welcome. Ayerte,Sarsaparilla fEditor World: I must ask space in 
your columns for a brief letter on His­
torical Mexico. Perhaps there is no coun­
try about which so little is known in 
Canada and the United States, or from 
which so little is heard, which has such a 
marvelous history and has passed 
through so many political upheavals, but 
notwithstanding the many vicissitudes 
through which the country has passed, it 
can boast of a rapid growth and steady 
prosperity, even when other nations are 
suffering from commercial depression. 
This success can, in a great measure, be 
attributed to the wise and liberal policy of 
a great and good man, President Diaz. 
What George Washington was to the 
UnitPd States, the present ruler has been 
to the Mexican Republic, and like the il­
lustrious Washington, he will long live in 
the hearts of the people. The resources 
of this country are exceedingly varied 
and great. The culture of coffee, rub­
ber, vanilla, sugar, tobacco, corn, vege­
tables and tropical products can be suc­
cessfully and profitably carried on. Very 
many are engaged in mining and much 
English capital is invested in this in­
dustry. The silver mines are among the 
richest in the world and are considered 
inexhaustible. The City of Mexico, the 
capital, is the largest and most impor­
tant In the republic. The present popul­
ation is estimated at 400,000. The city is 
fairly well laid out. The street railway 
system is much inferior to that of Can­
adian cities, but upon this opinion 
to be divided. The material generally 
used in the construction of buildings is 
stone and brick. There are said to be 
150 churches, the principal one in size 
and grandeur being the cathedral, which 
cost $2,000,000.

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A MUCH MIXED PARTY.
That there is trouble in the Ottawa 

political wigwam cannot be further de­
nied. Rows and disagreements upon 
public questions cannot be hid from the 
public and the attempt is now being 
made to conceal the fact that harmony 
no longer exists either amongst the 
members of the Administration, or those 
who are in the immediate outside act­
ing as sponsors to and advisers of the 
leaders of the factions which are at pre­
sent so actively engaged in the 
genial task of knifing each other. It 
would seem as if a determined stand had 
been taken by one of these factions to 
oust Sir Mackenzie Bowell from the Pre­
miership. A press correspondent, who is 
in a position to know the inner secrets, 
writes that the fact of the freezing out 
process which is going on relative to 
the First Minister is thoroughly well- 
known at the capital and positively as­
serts that the 
are doing their
impossible for Sir Mackenzie to remain 
at the head of the Government, 
cannot, of course, demand in plain 
terms that he must resign, tyit they can 
make It so uncomfortable for him 
he will seize the first decent opportunity. 
Whether that opportunity will be af­
forded before the approaching session re­
mains to be seen, but it is altogether like­
ly that the change will not be made until 
after the session, if the Government 
ceed in pulling through that long. There 
is a resolve on the part of the majority 
of the cabinet, shared by an overwhelm­
ing majority of their supporters in Parlia­
ment, to have a change of some kind 
before the appeal to the country. They 
are aware that Mr. Chapleau will only 
come in upon his own terms, and it is 
more than likely that Mr. Chapleau is 
aiming at the Premiership itself. Such 
a change would be unpopular in On- 

V tario, where Sir Mackenzie Bowell, if 
T&l , lB respected and trusted by

^considerable section of the party. Mr. 
/ Haggart is opposed to Mr. Chapleau 

coming in at all, because it is well known 
that he has thwarted 
Bowell at every step, with the object of 
securing a vacancy in the Premiership, 
and putting Dr. Montague into it. He 
still clings to that idea, and if called in 
himself by Lord Aberdeen would recom­
mend His Excellency to send for the 
Secretary of State. It is a significant 
fact that the last issue of the Canadian 
Gazette, of London, Eng., which Is 
urually inspired by the High Commis­
sioner, declares emphatically in the first 
article of the issue that Mr. Chapleau 
is not going to Join the ministry, and 
that all statements to that effect cabled 
to the London Times from Ottawa are 
absurd. This means that the High Com­
missioner believes the best Premier the 
party could have is Sir Hlbbert Tupper. 
The Canadian Gazette could not profess 
to know more of the situation at Otta­
wa than the Ottawa correspondent of the 
London Times, except by the inspiration 
of the High Commissioner.
Brunswick member of Parliament, who 
is in the city at present, on being asked 
who would be the Premier in the event 
of Sir Mackenzie Bowell resigning, re­
plied: “Mr. Foster, of course.”
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But Sir Mackenzie still holds the lead­
ing strings and will continue to drive the 
coach of state as to him seems best. It 
is stated that a few days ago Hon. John 
Haggart, who, 'by the way, although not 
a polished or cultured man, is regarded as 
one of the ablest politicians in the party, 
upon threatening to resign was told by the 
Premier, “Then if you do, I will call in 
Laurier.” Mr. Haggart is very much 
dissatisfied with the way things are go­
ing. The Premier sent for Sir Frank 
Smith to come over and help him. Un­
til announcements are made the Conser­
vatives will not know what man to 
crack up, as changes are pending, al­
though they may not take place until the 
session is at an end. Whether they will 
strengthen the Ministry or not depends 
on their character. At all events Sir 
Mackenzie Bowell would be heartily glad 
to retire, provided he can take with him 
bis dignity and honor.
