(Froik Wednesday's Bulletin.)
The funeral of L. Gustafson who was 

burned to death in the fire at Clover 
Bar Bridge takes place this afternoon at 
four o’clock from' the mortuary of the 
Moffat Company to Edmonton Cemetery.

At the Mounted Police barracks this 
morning Conductor Dolson, of the C. 
N. R.. was let out on a six months' 
suspended sentence. He was charg­
ed with short-faring on the railway 
line.

Lachlan Stewart, who was severely 
burned in the fire at Clover Bar 
bridge, is doing well at the Public 
hospital, where he ie now a patient. 
This man, who was about 60 feet from 
the ground when the fire broke out, 
climbed a high casing and leaped 36 
feet to n platform below, without in­
jury to his frame, but lie was severely 
burned.

In London yesterday the quotations 
of the Hudsoh Bay Company’s fur 
sales show a decline of five per cent, 
in beaver skins and a rise of 30 per 
cent, in muskrat in comparison with 
last year's prices.

Yesterday afternoon a riYan named 
S. Zimmerman, a dentist a,t Hardisty, 
was brought to the city en route to 
the barracks, at Fort Saskatchewan, 
where he will await trial at next 
term of the Supreme Court at We- 
taskiwin. Zimmerman was commit­
ted by a justice of the peace at Har­
disty on a charge of indecent as­
sault.

C. M. Lampson & Co. are selling. 
10.000 beaver at 5 per cent, lower, 
7,000 lynx at 15 per cent, higher and
I, 200 otter at the same ag last year; 
500 fisher are selling at 15 per cent, 
lower, while 3,000 white and 70 silver 
fox are selling at last March’s prices ; 
500 cross fox are bringing 20 per cent, 
more than they did last year.

At the District Court this moring 
the case of Shilletto vs. McFarlane 
came up for trial before Judge H. C. 
Taylor. The plaintiff, Shilletto, 
brought an action to recover the sum 
of $12 clue him for the painting of a 
buggy.

Mr. Justice Scott sat in chambers in 

the Supreme Court this morning and 
heard several applications of minor im­
portance which Were disposed of accord­
ing to the nature of the case.

It is probable that an appeal will 
be made to the Attorney-General’s de­
partment against the decision of the 
license commissioners in refusing a 
liquor license to the Cardiff Boarding. 
Co., Ltd., for a hotel at Cardiff. Car­
diff is the town in the Morinville 
mining district.

The directors of the Alberta Breed­
ers' association, held a meeting last 
evening in the hardware store of Jas. 
Stovel, at which several minor mat­
ters, in connection with the annual 
poultry show were discussed. The 
show will be held in this city 
on March 3rd, 4th, 5th and 6th, prob­
ably in the Mechanics Hall. An ex­
cellent- prize list has been prepared, 
and will be issued ehortly. The poul­
try breeders' directory has also been 
completed, and copies of it are being 
distributed among all those taking an 
active interest in the raising of pure­
bred poultry.

Father Leduc, tlie vicar-general of 
the diocese of St. Albert, Is a patient 
at the General Hospital, his side hav­
ing been bruised when he was thrown 
from his sleigh a few days ago, whilst 
driving with another of the priests 
at the Mission. In turning the corner 
rather sharply at the Mission, the 
runner struck on a stone. Father Le­
duc was thrown.

The directors of the American Cana­
dian Oil Company have décided to ap­
ply to the city for another poll on the 
by-law to grant a natural gas franch­
ise to that company. They are of the 
opinion that if the matter were put 
before the people again it would be 
carried easily, notwithstanding the 
two-thirds vote necessary. The com­
pany are making preparations to lay 
pipes, and do other work in connec­
tion witli getting gas to the city from 
Morinville in anticipation of the as­
sent of the ratepayers. Dr. A. K. 
Loder, of Seattle, vice-president and 
treasurer of the American-Canadian 
Oil Company' spent a few days in the 
city this week and has returned to 
Seattle to-day.

Tiie question of the contract for the 
incinerator plant with the Decarie Co. 
will come up for consideration by the 
city council next week. The contract 
amounts to $49,500, and the building 
with steel girders and concrete floors 
has been nearly completed by the 
company. A still smokestack is also 
on the ground, anil is ready for erec­
tion. The" city has paid $10,000 to the 
company .but should the contract be 
cancelled it is the opinion of Commis­
sioner Pace that this would be more 
than compensated for by what has 
already been received.

That there is still considerable activ­
ity in realty circles in the city is evi­
denced by the sale* made by one real 
estate firm alone, Bowen and McLellan, 
during the month of aJnuary. During 
that time several sales were put through 
aggregating in value several thousands 
of dollars. Lot 208, Block 3 H.B.R. was 
sold for $12,000; lots 143 and 14-1, Block 
8, H.B.R. for $4,000: lot 211, block 2 H.
B.R. $8,000; the north east 1-4 of 12, 52, 
16 west of the 4th meridian for $2,000; 
and the south west 1-4 of 2, 51, 26 west 
of the 4tli meridian for $2,500. Several 
lots in Norwood and two 5 acre plots 
in Brooklyn were also sold at a good 
price. These are but a few of the many 
good sales made in Edmonton from tlitre 
to time whicli indicate that Edmonton 
property is not at a complete standstill.

INFANTRY REGIMENT.
Active steps are being taken in con­

nection with the formation of an in­
fantry regiment in the city and before 
the year 1908 is very far advanced it 
is probable that an. eight company 
regiment, 400 strong, will be organiz­
ed in Edmonton. The question of . an 
appropriation for such an organiza­
tion will be considered by the House 
of Commons at. Ottawa at its present 
session. From the replies received 
last year to their request for an ap­
propriation for tliis purpose local mili­
tary men arc ori the opinion that a 
grant will be made this year.

The question of whether a six or 
eight-company regiment should he 
formed here has been discussed at 
some length by military men in the 
west. In view- of the fact that the 
petition for the organization of an 
infantry regiment here last year was 
signed by over 500 who signified their 
willingness to join this regiment, it is 
thought that there will be no difficulty 
at all in forming an eight company 
regiment. All those* washing to join, 
whether in the capacity of officers, 
non-cominisaioned officers or privates, 
should communicate with Lieut. Col. 
E. B. Edwards, who has the matter 
in hand.

The officers for the proposed regi­
ment are now being selected and 25 
out cvf the 35 isqaired, hare already 
be< i natr <4.

RESULT OF EXPLOSION.

Thomas Somerset, one of the men 
injured at the dynamite explosion in 
the City mines, had his right eye 
removed yesterday, at the Public hos­
pital. The doctors are still uncertain 
as to whether the other eye may be 
saved.

The dynamite had penetrated 
through the eye, which has been re­
moved. Other injuries suffered by 
Mr. Somerset are a broken wrist and 
a couple of slight scalp wounds. The 
patient is, however, resting quite com­
fortably to-day.

CITY HOSPÏTAL MEETING.

The annual meeting of the Board of 
Directors of the Edmonton City Hospi­
tal was held in the council chambers 
of the city hall yesterday afternoon. The 
attendance was not latfee but the busi­
ness of the meeting was proceeded with 
The annual report"'of the directors was 
read and the directors for tlie ensuing 
year elècted. A. T. Cushing is the newly 
elected president of the Board.

When the meeting was called to order 
only twelve men were present including 
Mayor John A. McDougall, A-. T. Butch- 
art, Dr. Dunn, A. C. Fraser. W. L. Hoi). 
A. Fulmer, A. T. Cushing, T. M. Turn- 
bull. Rev. A. AL McDonald. H. V. Helli- 
wig. W. D. McPhait-and II. D. Johnson.

After the reading and adoption of the 
minutes of the last annual meeting tlie 
annual report of the Board of Directors 
was read. This report included a com­
prehensive financial statement and a 
statement of the assets and liabilities 
for the year ending December 31st, 1907. 
The report was a very satisfactory one 
and was adopted with but little discus­
sion.

Resolutions .were then called for and 
the following were moved and carried.

Butohart-ltcDonald : That the thanks 
of this meeting be tendered to the 
Welsh Male Voice choir for their very 
generous donation to the fluids of the 
hospital.”

Tnrnbull-Cushing : ’‘That the meeting 
authorize the Board of Directors to take 
any action which may lie necesasry to 
meet the condition in by-law 105 of the 
City of Edmonton granting $50,060 to the 
hospital.” 1 j

Butchart-Johnson : ’’That the action of 
the Board of Directors in securing 
amendments to the act of incorporation 
of the Edmonton Public Hospital be 
and is hereby approved by the general 
meeting.”

The chairman, Mayor McDougall, then 
celled for nominations for tlie Board 
of Dirootors. Eighteen nominations were 
required and the twelve having the high­
est number of votes were the ones elect­
ed. The Mayor stated that he had been 
connected with the Board of Directors of 
the city hospital since its organization, 
He had been president of this Board for 
a number of years but he now wished to 
retire from this office as lie could not 
devote sufficient time to it. lie paid a 
warm tribute to the work performed by
A. Butcliart, secretary of the Hospital 
Association, who lie said, had done most 
of the work. The retiring directors were 
Messrs. McDougall, Cushing. Riddell. 
McKenzie, Short, Turnbull, Fraser, Mc­
Donald, Edwards, Kirkpatrick, McLeod 
and Butchart. Nominations were then 
called for and resulted in the following 
va names lining put forward: John A. 
McDougall, A. C. Fraser, Wm. Short,
K. W. McKenzie, Dr. J. H Riddell, A. 
Butchart, H. D. Johnson, G. R. F. Kirk- 
Butchavt, It. D. Johnson, G. R. F. Kirk- 
potrick, Col. E. B. Edwards, Mr. Aitken, 
H. W. B. Douglas, Geo. Armstrong, 
Harold W. Riley. A. B. Campbell, E. _T. 
Bishop, Ernest Brown and Gustave Ko- 
erman. The vote was taken and resulted 
in the return of the same Board of Dir­
ectors as last year with the exception
J. K. McLeod who was replaced by A. B.

Before the annual meeting adjourned 
Mr. Fulmer suggested that the names of 
the retiring directors should bo incorpor­
ated in the annual report next year.

At the conclusion of the annual meet­
ing a meeting of the newly elected Board 
of Directors woe held, there being just a 
quorum present. The election of officers 
was proceeded with and resulted in the 
return of A. T. Cashing as president, K.

It was decided that 
the directors' meeting should continue 
to be held ib the office of Mr. McDougall 
& Secord on the second Thursday of 
each month. Tlie thanks of the Board 
was extended to Mayor McDougall for 
his kindness in offering his office as a 
place of meeting.

HIEBERT’S NEW LIQUOR BILL.
C. D. Hiebert, the opposition mem­

ber for Rosebud, moved yesterday in 
tire House the first reading of a bill 
to establish the liquor trade of Al­
berta onea dispensary basis. The bill, 
which comes up for a second reading 
on Wednesday next, provides for the 
appointment of a board of commis­
sioners who will supervise the liquor 
tiade of the province, and under 
Whose guiding control there will be 
operated a whole sale liquor dispens­
ary in CakaW, another in Edmonton 
and branch dispensaries for the retail 
trade. The funds for carrying out the 
act are to be paid out of the revenues 
of the province.

In this dispensary system the mov­
er of the bill plans to dp away with 
the modern bartender. Liquor would 
be sold in these government-controlled 
dispensaries by men appointed by the 
board of commissioners and who are 
to hold a teacher’s ttprd-class certi­
ficate or its equivalent. They shall 
sell to any one person no greater 
quantity of. wine or spirits than one

2uart, or half a gallon of ole. These 
ispensers are to inform the police 

when a person becomes intoxicated, 
and their establishments are only to 
be open for the sale of liquor between 
8 ,m. and 7 p.m.

Each dispensary .must according to 
thin act be sithated on a main street 
and ltave only one entrance with no 
interior communication with any other 
room or building save cellars or ware­
houses.

PROJECTED RAILWAY'S.
Railway legislation, always signific­

ant of the development of a country, 
is not lacking in this year's session 
of the provincial legislature. While 
at Ottawa the Edmonton, Dunvegan 
and British Columbia railway ie oc­
cupying the attention oi1 the House, 
"there are a couple of railway- Bills be­
fore the legislature nerc. •

In addition to the amendment ask­
ed in the charter for the Albertan 
Northwestern railway with its route 
across country to the Rockies, the Bow- 
River Collieries Railway company 
are also applying for incorporation.

The bill, which comes up today for 
a second i>ading provides for the in­
corporation of-a company with pow­
ers to construct and operate n railway 
of the guage of four feet 8 1-2 inches 
from a point on the north bank of the 
Bow river in township 17, range 17, 
west of the fourth meridian, to a point 
on the main line of the Canadian Pa­
cific, at or near Cassils.

The capital stock of the company is 
placed at $250,000. The company may 
issue bonds or debentures to the ex­
tent of $15,000 per mile of the railway 
and branches. The company also asks 
power to own a telephone and tele­
graph system in connection with the 
road. Construction is to begin with­
in two years and the road is to lie com­
pleted within five years from the date 
at which ithe act comes into force.

Tlie members of tlie railway com­
pany now applying for incorporation 
are Robert F. Reeve, bank manager;

TWO CALLS FOR FIRE.
The firemen of station No. 3 were

GAS BY-LAW DEFEATED.

Two more votes were registered against 
the by-law to grant a franchise to supply 
natural gas to the American Canadian 
Oil Company as a result of the recount 
of the ballots cast, which took place at 
the Supreme Court yesterday before Mr. 
Justice Rc-ott. This' brings the number 
of votes the Company fell short of get­
ting the necessary two thirds up to 29 
Altogether the recount of the ballots 
showed very little change in the first 
total and that change does not affect the 
result of the election in "any way.

At the first count on the evening of 
the election it was announced that a 
total of 1861 votes had been cast at 
this election, 1218 being for the by-law 
and 643 against it. As a result of the 
recount yesterday it was announced that 
a total of 1255 votes were east at this 
election, 1207 being for file granting of 
the gas franchise and 648 against. Tlie 
judge allowed several ballots marked 
with a straight mark instead of a cross 
which h:ul been thrown out at the first 
count.

E. B. Wiiiamg apneared on behalf 
of the Company and F. M. C. Crosskill 
for the city.

NEW COURT ROOM.
Several changes are being made in 

the Sandison block in prepare! m lor 
holding the spring assizes of the Su­
preme court. Since, the opening of 
the District court it has been found 
necessary to provide greater accom­
modation,, Up to tlie present time 
the District court has been held in 
the Supreme court chambers and the 
clerk of the District court has had 
offices in the same place as the clerk 
of the Supreme court.

Yesterday workmen were engaged in 
preparing a separate room for holding 
District court. The law library is be­
ing. moved from its present quarters 
into tlie rooms used by Judge Taylor 
and Mr. Justice Beek. These judgts 
have private rooms on tlie other side 
of the building. Tlie present library 
will be used as tlie District court 
chambers and will be ready for use 
next week. The rooms immediately 
east of the office of the clerk of the 
Supreme court will be used by Mr. 
Driscoll as an office for the District 
court clerk.

Steps are also being taken to supply 
tables in both the Supreme and Dis­
trict courts for the use of the press.

LARGE DEBT CASES.
A number of large debt cases have 

been set down for trial at the spring 
assizes of tlie Suprejne Court, which 
opens on Tuesday, February 4th. 
These include cases of various natures 
and for various amounts. The ones 
of most general interest are two ac­
tions brought against the City of Ed­
monton. .

One of these is the case Jackson et 
al vs. City of Edmonton, This is an 
action brought by Mr. Jackson and 
several other property owners in 
River street against the city. Tlie 
case, which is a very old one, will 
determine whether this street should 
be open or not, The street in ques­
tion extends from River street On 
one side is the Fraser mill property 
and on the other what is known as 
the Syndicate property, owned by a 
number of people who are tlie plain­
tiffs in this action In 1903 a map of 
the city was made by Surveyor Dnsj 
<x>ll, which indicated tlmt a stfleet 
did exist at this point. It was never 
opened but has been used constantly, 
and the water mains and electric light 
lines have been laid down the street. 
A short time ago the city started to 
grade tins street, but were invented 
by an injunction taken out by the 
plaintiffs. The question will pro­
bably be finally settled at this court. 
The action at the last, court to re­
cover damages for trees cut down in 
the opening of Water street has no 
connection with this case.

The other case against the city is a 
suit for $2,500 damages, brought by a 
man named Winterburn against the 
city. The man slipped on a loose 
plank last spring in front of the Im­
perial Bank and broke his leg, sus­
taining serious injuries.

MEN EMPLOYED.
About fifty men are employed today 

on the sewer excavations on Ninth 
street. There is only about a foot of 
frost in ithe ground, but this prevents 
the necessity,of timbering as in the 
summer time. There is also an abs­
ence of water that make the work oi 
excavation much easier than at any 
other season of the year. Present op­
erations seem to indicate that work of 
this kind in low ground can be done 
most expeditiously in winter.

MILLING CASE IN COURT.
The necessary court proceeding to 

wind up the affairs of the Red Deer 
Milling Company, which has become 
insolvent, was commenced this morn­
ing in court before Mr. Justice Har­
vey. Evidence was taken in the case 
this morning and will be continued 
this afternoon. Messrs. Green, of 
Red Daer,. and Biggar, of Edmonton, 
appeared for the shareholders of the 
company and J. L. Crawford, of Red 
Deer, acted for the creditors.

TYPHOID FROM CLOVER BAR.
A large number of typhoid fever 

cases have been bvought in to the city 
hospitals during the past month from 
outside districts, principally front 
Clover Bar bridge works. The condi­
tions in the city are very healthful 
and not more than two or three cases 
of this disease with their origin in 
Edmonton have been reported to the 
health authorities.

GETS SIX MONTHS.
At the police court yesterday before 

Magistrates Belcher and Wilson Nick 
Jyrluk was convicted of stealing a 
fur coat, the property of W. J. Rich­
ardson, of the Imperial Hotel, and 
was sentenced to six months impri­
sonment at Fort Saskatchewan, with 
hard labor.

Two drunks appeared before Magis­
trate Cowan this morning. One plead­
ed guilty and was given $5 fine; the 
other pleaded not guilty and was re­
manded till this evening, when the 
officer arresting will be on duty.

A WAGE^CASE.

For the criminal and civil eases to 
be tried by jury, 25 jurymen have 
been summoned. These are to receive 
$3 per day for their services on the 
jury instead of $2, as formerly.

ROBERTS FOUND GUILTY.
R. Roberts was found guilty by 

Judge Taylor at the District court yes­
terday of stealing jewelry from the 
store of S. Nankin, valued, at. $150. 
Sentence has been reserved until Mon­
day morning at 10.30. Benjamin H. 
Stray, who was tried for receiving 
stolen goods from Roberts, knowing 
them to be stolen, and selling thèm, 
was given the benefit of the doubt and 
was acquitted. .

The case occupied all day Friday, 
the eases against Roberts and Stray 
being heard together. After lundi 
Nankin was cross-examined at some 
length by E. B. Williams, counsel for 
the defence. C. J. Griffiths, sergeant 
detective of the city police force, gave 
evidence regarding the arrest of Rob­
erts and Stray on information receiv­
ed. R. Roberts, the accused, the only^ 
witness for the defence, was then cal­
led. He stated that lie worked for Mr. 
Nankin during October and Novem­
ber. Being shown the cuff links, wit­
ness stated that he gave them to Grant 
Lockman. He had brought them to 
the city from his stock in Lloydmin- 
ster. The brooch in evidence accused 
said he had given to Miss Wait in the 
store. He charged it on a slip as lie 
had done with a locket he gave to 
Grant Lockman. He placed the charge 
slips on a nail above his work bench. 
One of the watches he " sold to Mc­
Dowell to be paid for at the end of 
November. He also took a watch and 
ring to send home for Christmas, 
charging all goods on slips and plac­
ing them on the nail, intending to pay 
them. Tlie slips were open for Mr. 
Nankin’s charges.

In cross-examination the accused 
stated that he charged all tlie goods 
placed in evidence on slips with the 
exception of the cuff links, which lie- 
brought from his stock at Lloydmin- 
ster. He kept the watch, chain and 
ring he was going to send home on 
his table out of the stock for two 
weeks for fear they would be sold, The 
retail value of the chain was $22 and 
the watch $18. He expected to get 
the goods at cost price, but he had no 
arrangement with Mr. Nankin regard­
ing a discount for material he bought 
for himself. Witness stated in reply 
to a question of Mr. Cogswell that, 
when Mr. Nankin was present lie " 
would charge the articles in the book 
and when he was absent he would 
charge them on slips. Accused said 
when he sold articles for cash he 
would put the cash in the till and 
when hé sold articles for credit he 
put the Ipredit. slips on a file on his 
work berich.

Asked By Mr. Cogswell if the accus­
ed did not take a man named Fred 
Boyte to Nankin’s store on the even­
ing of tlie day on whicli tlie Calgary 
Hundred Thousand club visited Ed-

certain other privileges. He promised 
him employment for a year provided 
he was satisfactory. His work was 
very unsatisfactory, so the defendant 
discharged him without the usual 
month's notice, tendering him the am­
ount of his pay $27 for tlie time he had 
been there. This was refused and the 
plaintiff entered an action against the 
defendant for $209 damages for dis­
missal. Tiie case was tried before 
Inspector Worsley at the U. N. W. M.

BILL IN INTEREST OF WIVES.

A largely-signed petition from the eit- 
izens of Stettler was presented yesterday 
in the legislature by W. F. Puffer, the 
member for Lacombe, "praying that a 
law be enacted “providing that u wife 
should have an inchoate right of dower, 
as she has in the province of Ontario.’’

The preamble, which is a lengthy one, 
evidences the petitioners’ clear concep­
tion of the responsibilities and merits of 
the duties of wives and mothers in the 
provinces. It reads in part—

Whereas there is absolutely no pro­
vision or compensation by-law for a wo­
man in this province who undertakes 
the duties of wife and mother;

Whereas, the women of this province 
equally with the men bear their share 
of the burdens of life and take their part 
in the settlement and development of 
the country;

Whereas, ,a woman undertaking the 
duties of homemaking generally loses 
her opportunity of acquiring property or 
accumulating capital ;

Whereas, the formation of Vomes is es­
sential to the development of the pro­
vince.

The bill asks for the marled women of 
Alberta a right .’hat is granted her by. 
law in every other province of Canada. 
It will receive its first reading shortly.

BUNN FOR TRIAL
Another criminal case Has been set 

down for trial at the spring assizes 
of the Supreme court next week, 
bringing the total number of criminal 
cases up to fifteen. This is the case of 
Rex vs. Bunn, an assault case. This 
action is the result of a fight which 
took place at Athabasca Landing last 
spring just as the boats were leaving 
for the north with the fur traders. 
Borne halfbreeds became intoxicated 
and refused to man the boats and 
start on their northward trip. A fight 
occurred in which Charlie Bunn, the 
accused, is charged with having as­
saulted a halfbreed, inflicting serious 
bodily injury.

He stated that he was 
not at all suspicious of Mr. Roberts 
and had pawned the jewelry merely 
as a friendly act.

Judge Taylor dismissed the case 
against Stray, stating that he would 
give him the benefit of the doubt. He 
warned him, however, that in future 
he should be very careful about pawn­
ing goods for other people.
