coal dealers have been subjeet to -all
sorts * of vituperation and abuse be-
cause they cannot supply coal to
householders fast enought and be-
cause they have raised the price. The
conversation over the telephone be-
tween an irate housewife and the
coat dealers would make a good one-
act comedy on a vaudeville stage.

Irregular Operation.

Operations at the coal mines in the
vicinity of the city have been seri-
ously affected by the cold weather.
The men working at the mouth of the
mine cannot work for more than 20
minutes or so without retiring to
warm up. The engineers have to leave
their posts to keep warm. The ma-
chinery runs heavily and the tracks
leading from the entrance to the mine
become coated with ice so that the
removal of the coal is a siow proeess.
The miners underground are aficcicd
by the congested conditicn a: the sur-
face and the consequenz: is that th2
output of the mines is procured under
disadvantages for which .}.e consnma-
er is called upon to pay.

Other Difficulties.

In addition to the difficulties of op-
eration the miners have been disor-
ganized, The Galician miners and
assistants entered on their Christmas
festivities last Wednesday and will
not report for regular work until
Wednesday next. It is also reported
that several mines have closed down
on account of the Workmen’s Com-
pensation act, which eame into foree
on January lst. The Dawson coal
nine was said to be one of these but
three loads of coal bearing the card,

The price of coal at the mines has
risen from $1.75 to $2.50 to $2.75 per
ton. Add to this $1.50 per ton for
hauling the price comes at once to
$4.25 per ton. The shortage of coal
in the face of the unusual demand
brings the price to $5 and $5.25 per
ton for the small consumer. ' This,
however, does not affect the coal mine
operators as much as may be expect-
ed. * Most of them have yearly con-
tracts with the large consumers of
the city and in many cases the call
for coal under the contract takes all
the output.

Hawkers’ Harvest.

Coal hawkers are having their har-
vest at the present time. A coal mer-
chant told a Bulletin representative
this morning that a man refused $6
a day to haul coal for him. The man
made $7.50 yesterday hawking coal
about the city. He sold three tons
oi coal for $5 per ton for which he
paid $2.50 per ton at the mouth of
the mine. It is repogted that several
loads of coal sold on the market
square yesterday at $6 per load.

Suffering Slight.

“Is there any evidence of suffering
in the city on account of scarcity of
coal ”” asked a Bulletin representative
of several coal merchants.

“Well, I do not think there is' much
actual suffering, but many are incon-
venienced,”” was the reply of one mer-
chant. ‘“We have managed to give
all a little by dividing loads between
several houses. One man may get
only 500 pounds, but that is enough
to last him until the next round is
made.”

“Only one case of suifering has
come -under my notice,”” said another
merchant. “A feeble woman came in-
to the office yesterday with a small
sum of money and said that was all
she had to buy coal with to keep her-
self and two small children warm.
She said the Presbyterian church
were going to help her and after that
she would have to apply to the city
for help.” :

The woman was supplied with all
the coal she requires for the present.

HEALTH OFFICER’

The report of the Medical Health
Offiver( Dr. Whitelaw, for the month
f December was handed in to the
cily commissioners Thursday, It
shows that the health of the city is
good and that very little infectious
disease is prevalent. The report is
as follows:

During the month thé old Isolation
Hospital building has been moved to
the site of the smallpsx camp and
fitted up for the reception of smallpox
natients. The necessary carpenter
work has been done by ihe caretaker
f the hospital assistéd by two health
inspectors in an endeavor to hurry
its completion, as it was urgently
needed for a case whith was reported
n- December 31st, 3008. This was
‘ound to be a well‘marked case, an
old gentleman of 70 years of age, who
“1ad never been successfully vaccina-
ted. All the. inmates of the house
were vaccinated, and after the patient
was removed to.the hospital, the
house and its contents, including in-
nates, were disinfected and the quar-
intine removed. The most probable
source of the infection appears to be
from one of the roomers, who some
‘wo weeks- ago come from Calgary,
where the disease has been more. or
'ess prevalent for some time.

Infectious Diseases.

There has been little infectious dis-
28 in the city during the month,
only one house being at present quar-
intined. Of the eighteen cases of ty-
phoid fever reported, sixteen wer
‘rom points outsid the city. Only
‘wo were city ceses; one of whom was
a child of five years, who evidently
derived the infection from her mother
who was employed at the General
Hospital in washing bedclothing in-
fected by the patients. The other had
been an inmate of the hospital and
contracted the disease there, in some
manner not possible of explanation.

Incinerator,

During the month over 1,000 tons
have been eonsumed. or an average of
40 tons per day. On several days
the amount consumed has exceeded
the capacity of 50 tons per day. The
cost has been about 45¢ per ton. A
larger amount of fuel has been neces-
sary than during the warm weather,
on- account of the admixture of snow
and ice with the manure, and the
necessity of keeping up fires on Sun-
days to prevent freezing up ef- the
pipes and boiler.

As soon as all tenders for the in-
duced draft have been received, a re-
port will be presented.

Health and Relief.

During the month a great many ap-
plications for relief have been receiv,
ed, which were found on investiga-
tion to be genuine cases of distress,
and assistange was afforded. in coal
and wcod, food, board and rent to
the amount of $101.25. Of this amount
$25 has been recovered from the mo-
ther of four children being boarded
at St. Albert Convent, leaving a net
expenditure for relief of $76.25.

Twenty-eight vaccinations have
been performed during the month.

Four prisoners in the cells have re-
ceived medical attention.

Former Jailor Violates laws.

INTERESTED IN EDMONTON.

A glance over the mail received by
the Edmonton board of trade each
day will convince even the most skep-
tical that the interest’in th ecity of
Edmonton and the ‘surrounding dis-
trict is widespread. This morning’s
mail brought in letters from people.in
Saskatchewan, Quebec, Michigan,Mas-
sachusetts, British Columbia and Mis-
souri. Some were enquiring about the
distriet with a view to locating here,
while others wished to make invest-
ments in the city and district.

TO TEST PRODUCER PLANT.

Several experts in connection with
the gas engine and the producer gas
plant are expected in the city this
evening or tomorrow, and it is ex-
pected that an official test will be
made of the new plant this week.

Considerable doubt has arisen as to
whether the plant is doing the neces-
sary amount of work, and it is ex-
pectéd that the representative of the
producer gas plant manufacturers will
bring with him a Calorimeter testing
apparatus to remove, if possible, any
doubt of-the efficiency of the plant.

CITY ELECTRICIAN’S REPORT.

The report of the city eleetrician for
the month of December has just been
completed. He shows that there
were 120 applications representing
1,200 sixteen candle power lamps for
incandescent service, four applica-
tions for power service representing
seven and one-half hurse power, and
106 applications for wiring permits,
representing 500 outlets and two mo-
tors.

In incandescent lighting during the
month there were 119 services con-
necied, 6) services disconnected, mak-
Ing an increas> of 59. In power there
were four service connections and two
services disconnected, an increase of
two. )

During the month five series are
lamps were placed in position . for
street lighting as follows: One at the
corner of Currie street and Saskatch-
ewan avenue; one at the corner of
Jasper avenue east and Government
avenue; three on Jasper avenue, one
between Queens and McDougall; one
between Howard and MecDougall and
one between Howard and First street.

THE CITY DAIRIES.

The city dairies appear to be gradu-
ally attaining a better sanitary condi-
tion as the result of the new milk by-
law passed by the council some
months ago.

Were
Ald .McInnis unseated it would put
the city to considerable expense in
holding a mew election. The wage
earners accordingly decided to ‘ac-
cept the advice of ex-Mayor McDou-
gall to let by-gones be by-gones.”’
While this case has been allowed to
drop the wage earners state that if
any cases of irregularities at any fut-
ure civic elections are brought to their
attention they will prosecute them to
the very limit of the law.

MORE ELEVATORS REQUIRED.

On Saturday evening George Bury,
Winnipeg, general manager of the
western ldines of the C.P.R., accom-
panied by a number of the divisional
officials and his secretary, came up
to Edmonton fro mthe south by the
afternoon train. His private car was
immediately switched over to Edmon-
ton by the E. Y. & P., and he left
again by the C.N.R. at 9.10 for Win-
nipeg. Mr. Bury stated that he was
simply on one of his periodical visits
of inspection, looking into the service
and the needs of the country.

To The Bulletin representative, in
reply to a question as to the alleged
delay in shipping the grain from Al-
berta, he said that he wished to be
pardoned for saying that the- Cana-
dian Pacific Railway appeared to be
the only one which had had sufficient
faith in the possibilities of Alberta to
provide for the grain crop. He was
sorry it had not moved faster, but
the restriction placed on the loading
of cars by legislation and the lack of
elevator space, no doubt due to the
lack of the government building ele-
vators, was the cause. He pointed
out that while at the present time
the company had three thousand
empty box cars west of the lakes
available for grain traffic, even now
the grain was not moving as fast as
it should from Alberta. If  there
were more elevators in Alberta and a
greater proportion of grain loaded
