The “Skull Cracker.”

Old iron is worth more to-day than
it ever was before, and tons upon
tons of rusty waste are being collect-
ed for re-smelting.

Much of this waste is in big sheets
or large masses, and ‘must be broken
up before being put into the furnaces.
This is done by dropping upon the
scrap & huge steel ball weighing
from 22,000 to 36,000 pounds.

The ball is called a “skull” crack-
er,” and it is handled by a huge mag-
net and a crane.
