TArDY HoNors.—On Thursday, Jan. |
30th, Professor Wheatstone wasknighted
at the Privy Council at Osborne. The
conferment of this long-delayed distinc-
tion has led to much comment by the
press. Ifa mar do good service to a po-
litical party for afew years, he is elevated
to the peerage, but if he do immense ser-
vice to mankind for the present and for
all time to come by inventions and discov
exies and toils protracted through a long
and illustrious life, he is simply knighted.

Such {s the language of the critics, and
there is much truth in it. Mr Wheat-
stone was appoiuted Professor of Experi-
mental Philosophy &' 2’8 London, in
1834. He was asseciate of the Ordinance
Select Committee from 1855 to 1859. He
has received the degree of D.CL. and L.
L.D. from Oxford and Cambridge, and is
corresponding or honorary member of all
the principal scientific academies in Eu-
rope. He is alsoa Chevalier of the Legion
of Honor and has received two gold med-
als granted by Her Majesty and awarded
by the Royal Society for attainments in
physical science. He invented the con-
certina, the stereoscope and solar clock l
He was the originator of the submarine |
telegraph and his researches in electricity
conduced mainly to the introduction and
development of the electric telegraph in
its present practical form as employed in
most civilized countries.
