Russel Sage'sv l.ong tife Ended
- ---He Was Almost
Ninety.

EW YORK, July 23—Russell
Sage, the aged financier, died at

N his home, Cedar Croft, Law-

rence,  Long Island, yesterday. The
immediate cause of death was heart

failure, resulting from a compllcatlon
of diseases due to old age. ' He would
have celebrated his 90th birthday on
August 4.

The funeral will be held in the First
Presbyterian Church, Far Rockaway,
of which Rev. Robert Léitch is pastor,
tomorrow afternoon at 4 eo'clock. The
burial will be in Oakwood: cemeétery,
Troy.

Dr. J. C. Schemuek, the local physi-
clan attending Mr.. Sage, said last
night that, judging from what Hhe
heard from Mr. Sage on various occa-
sions, he felt positive that Mr. Sage
had left everything in his wife's con-
trol. He said: Mr, Sage was un-
doubtedly the wealthiest man in the
street. . His fortune ¢an be conserva-

$100,000,000. As to the dispesition of
his wealth, I have no idea what pro-
vigions Mr. Sage made. I have no
doubt, however, that there will be some
charitable beduests. - Mr.  Sage was
not a mean man, nor was he a miser.
Like other wealthy men who have
been taught the value of ecenomy, Mr.
Sage began by saving '‘His pennies
until it became a part of his nature.”
8ketch of His Career

Russell Sage was.born in Oneida
county, New. York, on August 4th; 18186,
and was nearly 90 years of age- ‘at the
time of his death.'In ‘early life he was
for some. years active in politics in the
¢ity of -Troy, where he moved and en-
gaged in mercantile, pursuits after re-
ceiving a llbllC school edueation. From
1841 to 1848 he was an aldérman of the
city mentioned, and served for seven
years .as treasurer of Rensselaer coua-
ty. From 1853 to 1857 he was a mem-
ber of the United States congress; and
was the first person fto advocate nation-
al purchase of Washiugtohs home at
Mount  Vernon. "
