Annapolis Apples Shipped to Europe.

It is notorious as we intimated last 
week, that two cargoes of apples, ship 
ped at Annapolis for England in the 
Autumn, have turned out badly, and 
that the shippers thereby have suffered 
no small amount of loss. We regret 
that it is so. Our Annapolis coterapor 
ary (the Journal) attributes this misad 
venture to the quality and bad condi­
tion of the apples when they were ship 
ped ; and the Halifax Chronicle taking 
its cue from the Journal, aniuiadvertes 
somewhat severely on the alleged in­
feriority of the apples, and attributes 
the mishap to the “ rascally dishonest” 
practices of those who supplied the 
shippers with the fruit in question. 
These are serious charges preferred 
against our orchardists. 
admit that some of the apples, were 
not what they ought to have been 
when shipped, we firmly believe (and 
we have reasons for our belief) that 
the larger proportions of the cargoes 
referred to consisted of first class fruit, 
carefully and honestly barrelled, and 
that the loss sustained is chiefly attri­
butable to other courses than those 
alleged.
