During the fiscal year ending J une 30th, 
1890, the government expended on “ t'api- 
tal Account" for railways and public 
works, $3,914,553. On subsidies for rail­
ways in all the Dominion they expended 
$1,678,000, of which $219,100 went to the 
N. S. Central. The amount invested in 
Sinking Funds during the year was $1,887,- 
237, making a total for these funds of $24,- 
617,535, aud the amount of public debt re­
deemed somewhat exceeds $4,406,000. The 
total at the credit of depositors in the 
Saving Hank at the close of the year, 
amounted to a little over $41,000,000. The 
amount of Dominion notes was $15,357,892, 
and the net debt of the Dominion was 
$237,533,211, being a trifle less than at the 
close of the preceding year. The average 
interest paid on the debt last year was 3.37 
per cent, against 3.52 per cent in the pre­
ceding year, while the net rate of interest 
paid on the debt fell from 3.07 to 2.99 per
