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—SoMETHING over $80,000,000 in gold
were shipped from the United States to
Europe during the past year, and still the
shipment of the precious metal continues.
Furopean money lenders and hold of
American securities have become distrustful
of the currency system and the railway and
other corporation management of our neigh-
"bors, and are calling in their money; hence
this steady drain of gold from this side. In
addition to this uniavorable state of affairs
the general government has had to borrow
$100,000,000 in gold to keep & sufficient
amount in the national treasury to maintain
its credit. Lately, however, this gold re-
serve has been lessening at the rate of about
$1,000,000 & day and more gold will have to
be borrowed in a short time.

The position of the present congress in its
refusal to pass measures to remedy the ex-
isting state of affairs is indefensible, although
they endeavor to defend their attitude by
claiming that the outward movement is
purely a commercial transaction, a simple
stringency which will in time adjust itself.
The present movement is not a normal one,
however. Leading bank presidents, applied
to for assistance positively refused to help
Searetary Carlisle unless they had cast-iron
promises that financial relief messures would
be passed by congress. The hoarding of
gold by the banks contribute towards mak-
ing the present situation one of absorbing
interest.

On Monday, President Cleveland sent to

g a on the fi ial situation,
substantially withdrawing his support from
the plan outlined in the Carlisle bill. He
suggests that the only way left for the govern-
ment to procure gold is by the issue of U. S.
bonds. He recommends that the sect’y of the
treasury be authorized to issue bonds for the
purpose of maintaining a sufficient gold re-
serve, and for the redemption of legal tender
notes and treasury notes issued for the pur-
chase of silver under the law of 1890. The
principal and interest of these bonds should
be payable in gold, otherwise it might be

centl ta of our prog

fnrmzu. The consideration of the matter
has now reached an issue when it is thought
feasible and desirable to hold a public meet-
ing and put the wishes and opinions of the
farmers in regard to the project to a practical

test.

Accordingly, a meeting has been appointed
for Saturday afternoon next, at 3 o'clock,
when it is expected that Mr. Hopkins, Dairy
Manager of the Experimental Farm at Nap-
pan, will be present to deliver an address and
give the benefit of his experience and advice,
and also that a general discussion and ventila-
tion of the subject will take place, and all in-
terested will be given the opportunity of
expressing their views. Mr. James Hawkes-
worth, whose long experience in dairying
is of practical value, will also be present to
give the information which his kuowledge of
the business will enable him to impart.

We trust that as large a gathering as pos-
sible of the representative farmers of the
county will be present, and that all will be
ready to heartily co-operate in an enterprise
which will doubtless be of vast benefit to
themselves and to the community in general.
The success which has attended similar ven-
tures in other provinces, as Prince Edward
Island, New Brunswick, Ontario, Quebec,
and in various parts of our own province, is
a cheering and encouraging indication of the
value and utility of such an undertaking.
Many interesting and convincing statistics
could be cited had we the time and space at
our disposal, A trenchant argument in
favor of the dairy is the fact that whereas a
few years ago we were imgort.ing cheese in
large quantities, in 1893 the export of the
Dominicn to Great Britain alone amounted
to $13,360,237, and the year just past has
doubtless shown a large increase on these
figures. The market for dairy made cheese
is practically unlimited.

As for butter, the dairy product is actually
driving the home-made article out of the
market. One of our merchants who deals
largely in this commodity made application
for the sale of a quantity of it in the Halifax
market last week, and was informed that the
price of home-made butter was ruling at an
average of 15 cents per Ib., which was hardly
more than one-half the price his customers
were receiving for it, while the price of the
dairy product was quoted at 22 cents.

Tn view of these facts, not to speak of the
many other advantages that would be gained,
in conducing to higher profits in stockkeep-
ing through improved methods in feeding
and care of products, it behooves our farm-
ers to give this matter their immediate and
serious ideration, for on their interest

difficult to dispose of them. He suggests
that the denomination of the bonds be $20
and $50, and their multiples, interest not
to exceed 3 per cent.

They propose now to
fight for a seat on the ground Joor once
more. So the following bill has been intro-
duced into the state legislature:

An act to protect patrons of the dramatic
art and others: —

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of
the State of Missouri, as follows, to wit:—-

SecrioN 1.—It shall be unlawful for any
person to appear in any theatre, opera house,
hall, lecture room or any public place of en-
tertainment, amusement or Instraction,
where an admission fee is charged, and where
the enjogment of the said entertsinment or
jnﬁﬂ\d): depends upon an unobstructed
view of some particular section of the house,
in such apparel as to obstruct the vision of
patrons, or any individual patron of the
house.

SECTION 2, —Any person so appearing to
the hindrance, detriment or annoyance of
patrons may be summarily ejected by any

peace officer.
SecrioN 3—Such unlawful act will be con-

sidered a misdemeanor, and on conviction in
any competent court having jurisdiction in
the premises, the offender may be fined not
more thun $10 in the discretion of the court.

8ecriox 4. —This act shall take effect and
be in force from and after its passage.

We feel certain that this move will re-
ceive the sympathy of all who realize what
poor downtrodden and oppressed man has
so long suffered during this big sleeve and
tall hat period.

—Ar the recent opening of the Colorado
state legislature, Governor Waite, in his
annual g 1 ly r ds such
a change in the Jaws of the state as will

1 all d d criminals to run elec-
tions for public office, instead of being hang-
ed. The governor's experience in office dur-
ing the past year has been so exceedingly
unpleasant, and so great has been the amount
of abuse heaped upon his head, during his
recent campaign, which resulted in his de-
feat, that he evidently considers running an
election & much more terrible punishment
than being hanged. 8o, instead of hanging
criminals he wants their punishment changed
to that of running elections. Doubtless there
are lots of men in the jails of Colorado who are
better fitted for pablic office than a crank of
the first magnitude like Waite himself, but
that is no reason why they should be elected
to office. It is of course needless tosay that
the governor’s recommendation will not be
acted upon.

—THE death of Lord Randolph Churchill,
last week, brings to a premature close the
career of one who a few years ago bade fair
(o%ﬁll the place in English politics which
Disreli long held. At a younger age than
usually falls to the lot of men to achieve
such honors, he became leader of the House
of Commons and Chancellor of the Exche-
quer, one of the most responsible positions
in the government. But his physical
" strength was not sufficient to withstand the
tremendous strain which such a position re-
quired of the nervous system, and it is said
that he resorted to the use of opiates ss a
stimulus.  Of Jate years it has been general-
ly reported that he had become a victim of
the morphine habit which has largely caused
his premature death. The effects of this
drug seems to be even more injurious to the
system than intoxicating liquors, and it ex-
acts of its victims a speedier and equally as
serious a penalty.

—RuMORS of & general election are still
plentiful, but there seems now less probab-
ility of this event occurring before the ses
sion of parliament than appeared to be the
case last week. The proclamation summon-
ing parliament for the despatch of business
may appear before our paper is issued, and
this of course will set all doubts at rest. In
the event of a session it is likely to bz as
short as circumstances will permit, and to
be followed by an election soon after the
close.

—Mr, E. L. Fenerty, a Halifax man, has
just'bad patented in the United States and
Canada a new shaft loop, which promises to
save much time in tackling up to and unhitch-
ing horses from waggons. The loop is made of
steel and has a spring snap on the upper side.
Thus, when tackling up, the shafts can be
simply dropped into the loop and their own
weight will almost fasten them. The patent
will be so arranged that the breeching will
be fastened to the loops instead of the shafts
and all that is necessary to hitch up is to
drop the shafts into the lcop, where they
fasten themselves. In unhitching the snaps
are pressed downward, the shafts lifted out
and the horse is altogether clear of the
vehicle. Mr. Fenerty says he is going to
begin the manufacture of the lcops imme-
diately.
