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of the weakness, as stocks there are larg-
er accordingly than at the other ports. A
decided tendency towards lower prices
has exhibited itselt dunng the past fort-
night. This is clearl shown by the result
ofthe auction sale held by Churchill &
Sim on the 14th inst, when nearly all class-
es of deals sold from ten shillings to one
pound per standard lower than at
the previous sale. St John spruce deals

2'd 20 shillings lower, and battens 10
shillings lower, butiit is said that this can
be partly accounted for by the quality of
the lumber. In Jontrast to other hnes
planed boards and flooring are showing
strength,

We are yet unable to report any pur
chases of next season’s goods. The market
is in such a position that shippers are hold-
ing back their quotationsin the hope that
the consumption and demandmay pick up,
and that they may be able to effect sales at
higher prices by waiting a few weeks. In
our opinion the_conditions are nui favor-
able to high prices for early spring ship-
ments.

The steamship Forest Holme sailed
from Quebec last week for London, with
a cargo of tunber and deals. The steamer
Norden sailed from St John, N. B, for
Velencia and Barcelona, with a cargo of
Jumber, shipped by A. Cushing & Co.

F. E. Neale, of Chatham, N.B., bhas
made his last shipmentof lamber for the
season. The total quantity shipped was
33,000,000 feet, of which 22,000,000 feet
was shipped from Miramichi and 11,000,
coo feet from Campbellton. Mr. Nealeis
the largest shipper of spruce deals on the
north shore of New Brunswick.
